A HEART-BROKEN MOTHER.
Chief of Police Velllnos received to-day

from Mrs. lioso Hilen Lannan, of Lake
tokapuna, Auchland, New Zealand,
letter asking him to locate If possible
h-iV sixteen-year-old son, Francis George
Lannan, who was discharged from the
United States navy hero on July 12,
1902. The boy, it seems, came to New
i''-'.k on a visit and while there enlisted
In the navy. ILIs mother succeeded,
through counsel, In having tho boy dis¬
charged upon the ground that ho was
under nge, and sent to New York money
for his passago home to New Zealand.
The boy upon leaving the navy secured
board at No. 253 Church Street, Nor¬
folk, and it was in this city that he
n'as la-st heard from. The mother says
the hoy was very anxious to return home
¦«nd she fears, from the fact that ho
n-?vcr applied at New York for his pas¬
sage r.icnoy to New Zealand, that somo-

thing has happened to him. She is
Heartbroken and In herv distress wrote
Chief Vt-lllnes asking him what he could
di for hot. all other letters having failed
to find lier boy.
The body ot a white infant boy was

found at the foot of Arlington Placo
In DJahone's Lake by Officer Ruddlck
yesterday afternoon. The body showed
no signs of violence or of decay. Death,
tho coroner says, he believes to bo
natural and recent. Tho boy could not
hnve re-en in the water but a few hours
juid there is no indication of death from
flrownlng. The body was carefully wrap¬
ped in a clean white cloth and paper.

THE MOSS SUIT ON TRIAL

Government to Establish Rifle Range at

Newport News.Police Justice Su¬

ing City for His Fees.Suit
Against Stroet Railway Co.

NEWPORT NEWS, VA., February 16..

A delegation of politicians hns waited

upon L. P. Stearnos, the representative
of this district In the Legislature to ro-

aust him to come out as a candidato for

tho Senate. Mr. Stearnos, has, as yet,
given no answer, lmt many of hts Mends
aro Inclined to think that ho will refuse
lo run. It is said thati tho delegation
wishes Mr. Stearnos to run as a Martin
man.
Messrs. S. W. Holt, of this city, and

S. Gordon dimming, of Hampton, are the
only candidates to announce themsel'ves
thus far.
Tho argument on tho motion for a new

trial in the case of ex-Chief of Police
Harwood, ¿gainst Mayor A. A. Moss, was

begun in tho Circuit Court nt Hampton
to-day. Only one attorney finished his
argument to-day, nnd It Is thought that
tho decision will not be given before late
to-morrow afternoon.
This case was tried three times In thl«

city, resulting in a hung Jury each time.
A chungo of venuo was then granted, and
when It was tried in Hampton tho Jury
gave the plaintiff judgment for $500 dam¬
ages. A motion to set nsldo tho verdict
was at once made. The plnlntiff sued
to recover $10,000 damages for alleged
libel. The trouble occurred while Har-
woort was chioC of police.

A RIFLE RANGE.

The Uniteti States government will es¬
tablish an up-to-date rifle range hero for
tho use of the Huntington Rifles, New¬
port. News Light Infantry, the Peninsula
Guards of Hampton and the Smlthlleld
Rifles, comprising a battalion of tho
Seventy-first Virginia Infantry-
Captain Johnson, of the Huntington

Rifles, is In receipt of a communication
from Adjutant-General Nulle, ot the State
militia, asking Cor Information concern¬
ing the present range in use here, tho
information to bo turned over to the Ad¬
jutant-General of the United Suites
Army, to be used in connection with the
establishment of a modern regulation
army range for the benefit of the com¬
panies C and G, distance from 100 to l.OCu
panics of the battalion.
The rango at present is used by Corn-

yards; no rent is paid, as tho companies
have the use of the land through cour¬
tesy of the owners. The range cannot
bo enlarged. The 1,000-yard target Is
on a point of land that Is covered with
water at high tide, and five shots are
fired before the score Is counted, as on
this range It Is Impossible to build a

place for the protection of maskers with¬
out the expenditure of more money than
t'ho companies have l>eûn able to afford.
The land owners have given permission
to erect a suitable rango any time the
companies havo tho money to defray the
cost.

As far as can be learned, no action will

be taken by the authorities on the corn-
mil ?icallous received here from the Sea¬
men's Branch of the Legal Aid Society of
Now York the American Society In Lon¬
don arid United States Consul Phillips at
Cardiff, relative to tho allegod shang-
fialng of the sailor James E. Ryan, of
Tuckehoe, N. Y., by V. D. McCarthy,
formerly of this city, and now of Nor¬
folk. The police say that they had no
idea that McCarthy was here In De¬
cember, tho sailor alleging that ho ivas
shanghaied on the British steamer New
Orleans nt this port December 12th. They
say, further, that Vance McCarthy has
not been a resldont of Newport News
for some time. His brother, Dlek Mc¬
Carthy, has been living here for some
time, but tho shanghaied seaman
chargea V. D. McCarthy with tlie out¬
rage. Whether or not the Seamen's
Friendly Aid Society or the Sailors' Rest
will take up tho matter Is not known.
Tho Legal Aid Society of New York
promises aid to tho newspapers and any
parties who will undertake to secure
tho conviction of McCarthv on the
charges made by Ryan and by the
United States consul at Cardiff.

RAILROAD STARTED

The West Point, Urbanna and York
River Line to Be Built.

TOANO. VA., Feb. 10..The West

Point, Urbanna and York River Railroad
Company commenced laying its track on

Saturday. Tho charter for the road
was granted by tho Legislature Febru¬
ary 10, 1001; and in order that the char¬
ter might continuo good for the next
three years, the company had to begin
the construction of tho road before tho
10th of February, 1003, as the charter
only gave them two years to begin work.
Toano will bo tho starting point for the
road. About thirty feet was laid to¬
day. The track from here to West
Point will be built as soon as tho right
of way along tho line can bo secured.
It will be sometime before the rest of
the rood will be built. Mr. A. B. Ed¬
ward, of New-port News, has begun tho
survey and will push It as fast as pos¬
sible.

DR. BATTLE GOES
TO GREENSBORO

His Final Resignation in Pe¬
tersburg Was Tendered

on Sunday Last.
(Speelul to The Timts-Dleputch.)

PETERSBURG, VA., February IG..Dr.
Battio has resigned as the pastor of the
First Baptist Church, In this city, and

after tho morning service yesterday
wired the First Baptist Church, of

Greensboro, that ho would accept the

pastorate tendered him by that church.
When Dr. Battle gave his final deci¬

sion, the scene was, indeed, an affecting
one. He requested the members of the
church to remain after all visitors had
rtlred, and to them alone he announced
his decision. They had hoped that he
would remain In Petersburg, but know¬
ing tli e mini and hearing what he said
was liis final decision, they knew they
could hope no further. Many who would
have risen to speak in protest found their
voices too trembling to attempt a speech.
There was hardly ? dry eye In the church,
and though the pastor spoke deliberately
while seated in a chair. (Being un¬
able to stand on account of a recent ac¬
cident to his knee-cap), ho, too, was
forced to brush away a tear. He stated
that ho bellowed it to be his duty to take
charge of another field, and said he hoped
he would never lovo any congregation
moro than he liad loved his congregation
at tho First Baptist Church.

have been erected by tho Baptists ami
that great denomination has made tho
most substantial progress in this city
during Its history. Tho Rev. Mr. LeaJto.
formerly pastor of the Wosl-End Baptist
ahupch of this city, but now of Rich¬
mond, recently said; "I could not liavu
turned a wheel in Petersburg hud it not
been for tho help of Dr. Battle." The
Influence of his pulpit nnd of his Ufa
have permeated tho entire city, nnd their
effect will remain long after Dr. Battio
has gone.
