MARKS SITE OF
HISTORIG GHHRCH

Edifice at Woodstock Where
Rev. Muhlenberg Preached
_His Famous Sermon.

(8pecin] to The Times-Dispatch.)

WOODSTOCK, VA, Februnry 15.—The
Eplseopal Church in this place was re-
dedicated Sunday by Bishop Ttobert A.
Glbsan, of Richmond, Va, assisted by
Rev, D. T. Davls, pastor, and Rev, Dr.
Jumes Grammer, of Winchester.

The church was hullt In 1881, destroyed
by fire August 14, 1900, when the Stikley
anc Hoyer block and the Geary's Hotal
were destroyed, and rebullt last year,

This church slands upon a historlc spot,
for it was hera that Rav. Peter Muhlen-
berg preached his far-famed sermon just
before enterlng the Continental army. The
church wos well filled with the yeomanry
of the Shenandooh Valley, After singing
and prayer, the preacher took for his
text Jereminh xIvill: 10:

"“Cursed be ho that doeth the work of

the Lord deceltfully, and cursed be he
that keepeth back hls sweord from blood.

As he
descended from tho puiplt the drums on
the out<de of the church beat for re-
erults, and Muhlenberg, facing the crowd,
exelalmed: **Who will' foln me for the
eiuge and the country ' A lnrge number
Joined him and then ‘formed the nucleus
of what was ofterwards known as the
Elghth Vifginla or German TReglment,
which did such gellant service In the
prmy commanded by General VWashing-
on,
