Developed) along athlolic llues as we
may, wear as m&hy niaecullno tles and
shoes as we will, tho lnherontly femlnino
remalns and shows itself ln Juat suoh de¬
talla "as these. Somewhore ln flctlon there
ls a hcr.ino who, bolng of a ealntly turn
of mlnd, felt lt a duty to dress Avith so-
vere plalnness ln splto of her wealth,
but who could nevor reslst the tompta-
tton of a sllken undersklrt, and that
sifmo weakness, lf such lt bo, exlsts in
every real w6m_n'_ naturo. Thls present
age of luxury has but developed the ten¬
dency thjft alr.ady was there. Flne as
we thlnk ourselves, exqulsite as many of
tho new undor garments are, our grand-
mothors and grottt-grandmothers knew
the samo tastes, felt tho same charm and
expendod hours of tlmo ln flne weavlng
and ln that palnataklng stitchlng of whlch
we, who llve in an age of machlnes,
know little, if at all, wlth results beau¬
tlful and attraotlve if somewhat more

praotlcal than thoso whlch oome from
the use of fllmy fabrics and much la6e.

Thls present season offors a large va¬

rlety and a wlde range of choico in un-

dorwear as ln othor things. We llve ln
an ago of luxury and lt ls as apparent ln
thoso things as in the multlpllcity ot
our gowns, the ..ttmptuousness of our

furs, tho splen'tior of 'our Jewels. The wo¬
man of>to-day »s surely revels ln dainty
sleeplng garmeA(ts, ln dellcately fashloned
undorclothlng as ehe does ln her tailored
gown, her Parls hat and hor woll-fltted
gloves. Happlly that prettlest of nll gar¬
ments, tho chemise, has returned to fa¬
vor. Thero was a tlmo when lt was held
ovor-bulky, and, therefore. undosirable,
but we havo learned to uso Hoft fabrics
and havo done away wlth the objectlon,
Flne Frenoh nainsook, linen batlste,
French muslin and mull are tho materlais
now chosen. As the entire chemise can
be gathered up into the hand Its folds
cannot mean any measurable lncrease ln
slzo. Favorlto models aro ln soeqUe, or
French, style, wlthout .ulrfess at the
nech,.and aro/linlshed wlth berthas of
lace or are themselves Inset wlth lace
or are embroidered. At the lower edge
ls a frlll. so that the garment servos as

a short pottlcoat a3 well as coverlng for
the body.
By far the most exqulBlte of all the

styles shown are thoso ombroldered In
Frenoh style onto the materlal Itself.
Theso aro often' out qulto plalnly and
edged only wlth.a narrow lace, or are
made wlth shaped falls, or berthas, ln
whlch caso theso last are embroidered.
Beautiful as laco ls, nothing msans the
perfectlon of this work. Such spoclmens
as pre offered for. salo are embroldored
on tho other slde, where labor, even of
the most sklllful sort, costs far less than
horo, but It ls by no means lntrlcale, and
any elever woman oan do lt who has the
tlmo to sparo. One dear llttlo brlde of
tho wlnter occupled all the lelauro of her
ongagemont ln Jtist euch work wlth the
result th,at her trousseau was the envy
of nll ber glrl friends, yet represented
only a modosi outlay. Whlle I arn a most
oarnost advocate of modoratlon In such
matters and due regard for the eyorlght,
whlch is of more value than many flne
garments, her example Is a good ono and
goes to show that tho needlewoman's art
is bolng rovlved. Polnted falls or berthns
aro exceedlngly protty and aro much used,
As I stated abovo, tbe favorlte lacos aro
Gorman Valenolonnes, or, lf one can nftord
tho luxury, tho real, but cluny Is used,
nnd some renalssance is seen, nlthougb
thls laat ls far too porlshable to he
commendod, No matter how dainty our
undergnrments may be, ln the very naturo
of thlngn they must be able to bear
laundoring. Anyone who has attemptod
to waslj renalssnnoe laoe knows how dlf-
lloult lt is to m.ake If look realiy well and
how completoly and how readlly lt ls
rulned by the use of the Iron.
