MRj AVILWAINE'S SPEECH

He Ably Defends the Insane Hospltal in

Hls Home City. Little Other Busl¬
ness Outside-of This in the Sen¬

ate.House Procoedings.

Stlrrlng things -went on ln the Leglsla¬
turo yesterday.
Tho Senate held a brlof sesslon nnd dls-

jiosed of but llttle buslness beyond hear¬

lng tho rendlng of letters frorn Dr./Drew-
ry and Mr. Robert^Gllllam, supcrintendent
and presldent'of tho Bonrd of Dlrectors,
respoctlvoly, of tho Centrnl Stato Hos¬

pltal, nnswerlng the charges made ngalnst
that lnstltutlon by Dr. 1H. T. Styll, for-

mcrly an asslstnnt physiclan at1 that Jn-
stltutlori. After a strong speech by Mr.
Mcllwulne, defending the msnngement of
tho lnstltutlon, tho Senate dlspoaed of
n few locul matters and udjourned.
Outsldo of tho Campbell mutter thero

wus' but llttle of publlc Interest ln tho
House. Almost the ontlro portlon of both
sesslons of that body was devoted to tho
cr.nsideratlon of the Campbell case, and
while a few bllls were offored at tho
flrst sesslon and others glven thelr constl-
tuUonnl readlngs .ln.tho nftcrhoon.. thoro
was- nothlng ln any of them of sweeplng
publlc momenL

The Senate.
Tho Senato proceuuings were opened

wllth prayer by tho Rev. Dr. XV. T.
Derloux. tho pastor of tho Venable-Streot
Baptlst church.

Jlr. Keezell. tho actlng chalrman of the
Commltteo on Publlc Instltutlons, present¬
ed letters from W. F. Drewry, superln-
tendont of the Central Stato Hospltal, and
Mr, llobort Gllllam, chalrman of tho
board of dlrectors of thut lnstltutlon nsk-
ln« and uiging the fullest lnvestlgatlon
of tho charges mado agalnst the manage-
jhent of that lnstltutlon ln letters from
Dr. R. T. Styll. a former asslstant sur-
geon thore, and tho nogro Rocse, who
was dlscharged aa an omploye for gross
misconduct. ;¦;..

DR. DREWRY'S LETTER.
Dr. Drewry wroto as follows:

I
would havo you sumraon Dr. Styll, Reese
nnd nny others who mny wlsh to prefer
charges or to testlfy agalnst tho manago¬
ment ot tho lnstltutlon or any of lts
nfheinls.

ln thls request. Tho board of dlrectors
also deslro a full lnvestlgatlon. Furthor-
more, a prompt and full lnvestlgatlon, In
sny mnnner tho Leglslaturo may doorn
propor, of tho managemont of the hospl¬
tal. tho oxpendlturo of monoy, Uho busU
Bess nffnlrs, tho caro and treatment o.

tho patlents, &c, &c... ls oarnostly ro-

questod, Theso Investlgntlons nro, under
tho clroumstnnces, duo tho hospltal, my-
self nnd all othors connected with tho
lnstltutlon, Wo havo absolutely nothlns
to conceal.

MR. M'ILWAINE'8 SPEECH.

Mr. Mcllwalne tmid that thls la tho
flrat tlmo nny charge wlmtsoevor hafl Ijopii
niadd rcllectlng upon tho Instltutlon. He
did not thlnk tlhcro was any foundatlon
for llio reflectlon upon the managcment,
but lf thore waB It should be mado
known, Ho promlsod thnt tho offlcers and
directors would do all wlthln thelr power
to cxpedlto an Investigation. Ho movod
that tho Commltteo on Publlc lnstltutlons
he authorlzod to cotfduct an lnvoatlga-
tioii into all tho affaira of tho instltu¬
tlon, and bo empowercd to send for per-
sons and papora. Thla was unnnlmously
adopted. Mr. Keezell wlll call tho com¬
mltteo for a meeting on Wednesday. when
tho llne of proceduro wlll bo niapped out.

AS TO CITIES AND TOWNS.
Tlho Loglslatlve1 commlttees are bcgln-

ning to brlng forth frults of tho arduous
labors In whlch thoy havo been engaged
of revlslng the laws and making thom
conform to tho now Constltutlon. Sena¬
tor Halsey. of Lynchburg, thls mornlng
Introduccd as the report of tho sub-com-.
mlttoo havlng tho subject ln charge, a

voluminous bill to amend and ro-enacl;
Chaptor 44 of tho Codo rolatlng to citlos
and towns. Tho sub-cummitteo Is com-

posed of MesBi's. Halsey, Chapman nnd
Bruco. 'Rho proposed changes ln existlng
laws are numerous and Irnportant, but lt
la not dewlgned to mako othor changes.
than those requlred by tlie Constltutlon.
The bill also contains all exlstlilg fitatutes
on tho BUbJect ns contalned ln tho Code,
Polliird's Supplemont nnd tho varlous vol-
uinea of tho Acts of Assembly, Tho pa-
trona of the bill do not consldor lt a per¬
fect meaauro. but. thoy do thlnk lt a

Hufliclent basls to begln work on, and hope
that the varlous city attorneys of the
State wlll glvo lt thelr carcful attentlon
and suggest such dhangea as soem to thom
to be necessary.

TAX ON PEDDLARS.
Mr. Bryant' prcaented a petition from

moro than 2,000 famllles In RIchmond and
Henrlco nsking that the tax on peddlars
bo reduced from .0 to »(>0. It waa re-

ferred,to the Commlttee on Finance and
Banks.
A hlll was offered by Mr. Bruco to cre-

ato a Board ot Slnklng Fund Commls-
Hloners for tho town of Gladevlllo, ln
Wlso county.
Mr. Lyle opposed the bill increaslng the

Balary of tho reporter of the Court of
Appeals from $1,200 to- $1,500. Ho sald.
that ho had the hlghest regard for Mr,
Burks, the incumbont of tne ofllee, but
tho gentleman wns gettlng a handsome
oalary as professor of law at Washlngton
and Lee University. He thought many a

lawyer who could do tho work Just aa

Well would be wllllng to do It for $1,200.
The report of tho Finance Commlttee

recommondlng the Increase was defended
by Mr. Chapman, who earnestly advo-
cated the Increase. Ho sald that the sal-
ary was formerly 51,500, and was reduced
a few years ago.
Mr. Claytor also ifddrossed the Senate

In favor of restoring the salary to whnt
lt formerly wns.
Mr. Lyle's amendment was lost by a

voto of 16 to 5, and tho bill was or-
dered to Its engrossment .

Tho Senato bill to amend the Code ln
reli.tlon to collectlon of taxes and levles
was passed.

Scorod Some Pastora for Thelr Llttle
lnterest in Mlsslonary Work.Meet-.

Ing of the Union .Other
Church Notes.

The rostralnlng Influenoe of the new

buslness commlttoeo of tho Mlnlsterial
Union was promptly aeen yostorday at
tho flrst Bosslon of tho body held under
tho now order of thlngs,
Aftor tho regular buslness of the day

had been trnnsactod and tho tlme had
airlvod for the prosentatlon of new mat-
tora, the Rev, Henry Pearco AtklnB aroso

to move tho appolntment of a commltteo
of threo to vlslt the Tlmes-Btspatch and
request that church notices publlshed in
tho regular advertising oolumns of the
puper/bo prlntod horeafter free Of cost.
Ho sald evorybody was Interested in the
noticoa. and that thoy amounted prac-
tlcally to nowa Itema. In view of thls
faot, he dldn't thlnk the pastora should
be made to pay for thom.
Dr. John Ilannon arose, andr In a char-

acterlBtlc manncr, oppoeed tho motlon.
Ho reforred to tho foot that tho paperB
had been unlformly klnd and oourteous
to the mlnlstora and churches. "It Is
true," sald tho pastor of Union Statlon,
"that I want to get everythlng at gospel
prlces, but l, thlnk tho nowapapers ought
to bo allowed to cllp a llttle wool off the
alieep. They have given us enough for
nothing."
Qulto a llttlo dlscusBlom arose. -The

polnt of order was ralaed^that the matter
could not be brought up In tho Union
untll lt was flrst reforred to the buslness
commlttee. It was flnally declded with
some dlff/erenco of oplnlon that ques-
tlons ot tho Hort would havo to go first
to tho commltteo before they could ever
be enacted on tho floor. The motlon waa
thereupon wlthdrawn by Mr. Atklns.

REPORT OF COMMITTEE.
Beyond thla the much-dlsoussed ques-

tlon did not crop out at all. As antlcl-
patod, nothing was heard of tho resolu¬
tlon adopted by the Eplscopal clerlcus,
and the Hecretary announced that the
clerlcus had appolnted a member of the
commlttee In the person of Dr. R. A.
Goodwin. Tt was also stated hy the eec-

retary that Dr. Paul L. Menzel, who
was present, had Indlcated that he "would
fall ln llne with us."
Thereaftor tha commlttee mado it« flrat

report, announclng that lt had declded
to hold meotings regularly after eaoh sea-

nlon of the Union. Speoiat meotings may
bo called by tho chalrman upon his own

motlon or upon the request of two mem¬
bers. Aa yet no matters had been re¬

forred to the commlttee. It recom-
mended, howover, that a speclal commlt¬
teo of one mlnlster from each denomlna-
tion be appolnted to arrange for the May
Festlval for Christlan Unlty, and that
the BUbject at that meeting be "The
Holy Scriptures.V The report was adopted
and tho followlng commltteo was named
by the ohair: Revs. M. Ashby Jones, H.
P.,AUcins, T. H. Semmes, Tim Lehmann.
C. C. Marks, W. W. Lear, D. D. and
Russell Cecll D. D.

AFTER THB PREACHERa
One of tho features of the meeting was

a flne paper on "Tho Preachers' Rospon-
slblllty for Developlng the Mlsslonary
Splrlt Among Hls People," read by the
Rev. Pr'eston A. Cavo, pastor of the
Thlrd Ohristlan Church.
Mr. Cave exalted tho mlsslonary fea-

ture of the work °t the church above all
others. In this conlection ho took some
of tho pastors to task. He sald In part:

"It Is not for me to brlng ralllng accu-

satlona agaJnst my brethren of the mln-
Istrv, or to lndlct them wlth fniluro to
do "thelr duty; but facts are tho flngers
of God, nnd thoy have wrltten our records
on the wall where all can see, and tlie
facts show that a large per cent. of the
preachers aro actually opposed to mls-
slons or utterly lndlfferent to thelr
clalms. while a stlll larger per cent. are
only half allve to tha great work of mls-
sions, and aro dolng but llttle toward
developlng the mlsslonary splrlt in thom-
selves, much less in thelr peoplo. It is
a fact that much Informatlon and many
on urgent appeal from the mlsslonary
secretarles and boards to the churches
die qf strangulatlon and flnd a gravo on
consocrated ground.the parish woste
baaket.and thero awalt tho day of judg¬
ment, -when some waste baskots wlll
surely bo opened.
"It ls a fact that many a preacher

performs the oflioe of lightnlng-rod for
hls church, Insurlng hls oongrogatlon
ngalnst ever belng atruck by a mleslon-
ary secretary or any speclal request from
the board for nn offerlng, I havo heard
ot a church where the pastor's wlfe wna

elected preeldent of the Woman's Mls¬
slonary Soeioty wlth the hopa of gettlng
tho pastor Interested In mtsslona,"
