Evldence pllos up that prohlbltlon is

becomlng moro nnd more nn aptlyeylssue
ln A'lrginia, and whother there bo any
addltionnl leglslatlon or not thero wlll be

moro "dry countles ond towns ln this

State wlthln tho next year or two than

over beforo perhaps in our hlstory. This

Bltuatlon wlll be emphnslzed if. tho Mann

blll booomes a law. AVHh such a law in

effoot thero would be prohlbltlon ln every

county and town ln/tho Stato, nnd in or¬

der to start up a salooa lt would be

neccssnry for a mnjorlty of tho voters

In that sectlon to petiUon the court for

Ihe same. There aro many people ln tho

Stato who aro wllllng that thoso who de-

elre lt sluxll have a oonvonlont place for

purchnsing nnd drlnklng llquor, but who

aro not dlsposed of thelr own wlll to slgn
n potltlon asklng the court to permlt a

ealoon to bo operosd, nsi though thoy
.themselves deslred lt. So, if tho Mann

blll becomea a law there wlll bo very

few saloons ln tho rural dlstrlcts of Vlr-

ginla.
Several tlnws of lato wo have called

attentlon to the flnancial condltlon of

tho State and urged tho mombers ot tho

General Asssimbly to be caroful about

)naklng approprlatlons untll they have

a falr knowledgo of whnt tho publlc rev-

enuoa wlll bo. Here is another questlon in

that connectlon to bo aonaidered. Wlth

prohlbltlon prevalllng ln lnrge part
throughout the rurnl dlstrlcts, the Stnte's
revenues from the sale of llquor wlll be

very much reduced AVe are not just
now diseu&slng tho llquor questlon from

a moral polnt of vlew. It tho llquor
irnfflc ls wrong the State should not

permlt lt to go on for the snko of getting
revenue, any mono than it should pormlt
any other wrong for tho samo purpose.
But that Is beyond the intent and pur-

vlew of this article. AVo aro slmply
making a prnctlcol suggestlon to those

who aro handllng tho flnancial nffairs

of thc Stnte. ^Vk?. aro polntlng out tho

inevltable effect, as wo sko it, of the

Mann blll, But whother that blll bo

passed or not, now that tho negro voto

ls out of tho way, and now that 'the ques¬

tlon of prohlbltlon is altnost ontlrely ln

the hands of the whltes, tho prohlbltlon-
lsls wlll undoubtedly tako advantago of

tho local optlon law and of tho lmproved
Hituatlon for them to push tho prohlbl¬
tlon movement ln all parts ot tho Com-

monwealth and to put prohlbltlon Into

effect. It Is a" situation whlch tho watoh-
dogs of the" treasury must reckon wlth.

THELABOR RIOTS.
. Tho report from Watortiury, ConnV.'.'and
Toledo, Ohlo, are dlstresslng to all lovers

of law and order, to all who havo' the true

intorest of worklngmen at hoart.
It is not posltlvely known who was re-

aponalblo for tho murder at Watorbury,
but It ia a fact that thero waa a atrlko,
and that there was much dlsorder, and

flnally armed men ruahed Into a car

whlch wna manned by non-unlon men and

ahot tho pollceman ln chargo nnd the

motorman and the conductor. Whether
responslblo or not, the strlkors aro natur-

ally hold responslblo for thls outrngo, and

organlzed labor la luirt to that cxtent.
The situatlon at Tolodo, Ohlo, accord-

)ng to tho Aasoclatcd Press reports, la
oven worse, lt ls oharged thnt tho po-
llce refusa to preservo order, belng in

aympathy wlth tho strlkers, and acenea

of vlolonce on the streeta aro many. A

large number of atrlkera and thoir sym-

patblzers followed a truck through the

prlnclpal streeta, endeavorlng to luioek

and pull from his placo a non-unlon
driver. The mob also attemptod to do

vlolenee to the managor of tho Moreton

Truck Company. I" whlrllng around a

corner a truck was overthrown and tho

manager and non-unlon drlvor were at-

tacked by tho mob and severoly punish-
ed.
The report procceds;
"ln the melee, the two objecla of the

attar-k eBcupcd Into a restnura.it, where
waltrosaes acrcened thom from nnd de-
fiod tho howllng inob ihal waa at thoir
heela until the pollce Interierod. The po-
Ilco escorted the fugltlvoa to anfuty, but
Ihen gavo notle« that any furthor provo-
cation glven tho atrlkera would be the
fault of the employora, and thoy would
not interiere horeafter. Ivater, tho re¬

port was recelved that an nttompt had
boon mado to throw a 'acab' driver Into
the river, l>ut had been frustrnted by
tht pollce. Nol half an hour later un-
oitit-r non-unlon driver was thrown from
a truck in fi'nit of tho Moreton truck
<;fflco and at.tho polnt of a revolyer wua

pompellod to run for hla lifo. glmllar
fate befoil a non-unlon tuuinster wlthln
a block of tho ipollcu Ktatlon. 1'ojico
Bergeant cnnmay, tho only offleer de-
lalled HO wateh the case, saya that tho
t-mployora pfOclPltated the troublo by
tbreaiciilng to brs.ln any unlon teamstej-
wbo uttempted to ellmb on ono of their

* trucka."
Tho inference la that tho ownora of

thoso truckg ahoulc', havo allowed them to

be invaded by the striUers and should
liavti offered (10 resiatance to any at¬
tempt tliut the atrlkera mlght inuko to

pull the non-unlon drivers off their aeats
and take poeseaslon of tho vehlclea.
lt ia B«ost uiiforluuiUo /"or inembm

ot labor unlotis to put Ihomsetvef !h thla
deflnnt ttttitude. Tho sympathy -df tho
publlo genorally |« wlth strlkers, but th«
sympathy ot tho best elemont of thc fw-
plo is never wlth thoso who defy tho law
nnd who tfatnple upon tho rlghta ot oth-
era. Labor unlona htay be ovor «o poWor-
ful, but they are not poworfui enottgh
to fiourlsh on wrong dolng. Of all peo-
ple, the worklngmnn should bo ponoo-
nblo and law-ahldlng, nnd should be al-
ways a dofender of the lawi When n

communlty gets to bo dlsorderly, the rlch
man cati plck up hlmsolf nnd hls people
nnd move awny, But the poor man must
stny.. M.oreoVer, the fato of this country
dopends upon tho mnsses. If they uphold
tho law, It wlll Btandj lf thoy dofy and
resist tho law, it wlll fall. Thla coun¬
try cnn be no better than tho body po-
lltlc. Our destlny ls not ln tho hands of
tho few, but ln the hands of tho many.
AVhonover tho people ahall lose thelr
character, tho character of the nntlon
wlll be gohe. Tho baokbone ot tho natlon
la In tho worklngmen, and It they defy
tho lnw and dUrogard the rlghts of oth-
ci's, the natlon wlll soon bo paralyzed.

The Buffalo murder mystery grows ln

traglc intercst, Mr. and Mrs, Pennell,
who niet death wlth a droadful ,automo-
blo accldont on Tuosdny, wero often men-'
tloned ln tho case.he aa. a party
to tho dh-orco proceedlngs botwoim Mr.
nnd Mrs, Burdlck; sho as a membor of
Ihe danclng club whero the people of the
Burdlck cotcrle woro won't to nsscmblo.
and tho Ponnells' nnme came 1nto proml-
nence, too, by ronaon of a 'phone con-

versntlon between Burdlck nnd Mrs,
Palno on tho afternoon precedlng tho
nlght when CBurdtok's skull waa smashed
to pleces ln hls "don."
AA'o do not remember to have seen pub-

lished nnywhore any explanatlon of how
lt was that the ipolice, or the reporters,
lonrnod thero had been a 'phone con-

versntlon; but possessd of that Infor-

mntlon, the natural inquiry mado of
Mrs. Palno waa, What waB that conver-

sntlon about?
Accordlng to one account, Mrs. Pnlne

sald Burdlck aBked her lf the Pennclls
would be at tho next danco, addlng thnt
ho would not be there If they were to

be presont. Accordlng to a later account,
Mrs. Pnino waa keeplng track of thd
movements of Pennell,. whom Burdlck
feared, and to proteot hlmself from whom
ho carrled' a platol. Pennell he charged
wlth belng tho destroyer of hls (Bur-
dlck's) domostlc happlness.
But no matter, wlthln a few days pnst

lt wns publlshed far' and wlda that tho
'phone conworsatlon betweon Burdlck,
and hls nolghbor, Mrs. Palne, referred
to Pennell, and Mrs. Palno seemed to be

aldlng Burdlck to. keap track of hls advor-
aary. Now, upon the heels of that news,
we hear of an automoblle acoldent in
whlch Pennell ls instantly klllod, and hls
wife is fatally woundod probably, That
they both had been laboring under great
stress of mlnd Is certaln, but that they
commltted sulcide, aa somo suspect,
scems not demonatrnble.
The Buffalo dectectlvos havo a dlfflcult

cnse to doal wlth. Thoy have suspected
flrst one and thon another person.only
to have that person provo an allbl. Pen-
nell's allbl they looked upon aa weak,
but they dnred not questlon lt wlthout
belng full-hnnded wlth proof. It ocaura

to, us, howover, that Pennell was not

a mnn whom Burdlck would have lnv|ted
to hla don to eat and drlnk wlth hliK
Thelr enmlty waa too deep-rooted. Bur¬
dlck was carrylng a platol to dofend
hlmsolf agalnst tho corospondont and that

woapon was found In hls (Burdlck's)
coat-pockot aftor death.
Burdlck had a dlvorce sult agalnst

Mra. Burdlck and she had ono agalnst
hlm, and soveral othor dlvorco aults ln
the danclng club aeemed to havo been
impendlng.
By the way, It ls not truo that thoso

peoplo movod in tho flrat clrcles of Buf-
falo soclety. Thoy hold up their henda
pretty well, but were not on tho top-
round-ln tho soclal scalo.
How much tho dlvorco manla that ox-

lated In Buffalo is rcsponalhlo for these
troubles la a questlon.ono, howover, that
may bo dlscussed moro Intolllgontly when
the facts aro bottor known. Meanwhlle,
we hoar that Burdlek's flno gold watch
la mlasing, and it Is supposod to have
been takon from hls porson, and (ac-
cordlng to tliis thoory)' by a man.
