WATERBOUND
Traln Can Neither Advance

Nor Return to Memphls.

NO IMPROVEME'T IN FLOOD

Trafflc from Memphls West Completely
Tled Upand Week May Pass Before

It Can Be Resumed.Rlver
Stlll Rlslng.

MEMPHIS, TENN., March 18,-The

flood sltuation to-nlght shows a number
of sorloua devolopmenla, and thero la

Bcarcoly a ray of hopo for lmproved eon-'

dltlons, except tho'fact that tributariea'
of tho Mlsslsslppl to tho north ot Mcftf-
phls aro roported to be fnlllng'i Ono
of tho most aorlotis 'developmenta of tho
laat twenty-four houra la tho washlng
out ,of all llnes of rallroada enterlng
tho clty froin tho west' and tho r.ompl'otp
tylng up of rallroad' trafflo through tho
Memphls gntoway to that scction. Ther«
Jinvu been no tralns Into or out df th«'
clty- over the Mlsslsslppl brldge, and,
there Is rwory Indlcatlon that trivdlo eim-
tiot bo resumed untll tho flood haa aub"-
nlded to a consldorable dogrco. ii .

It Is bellovcd that a week mjiy fpnss
Ibcforo trnlllc enn ..bo resumed, 80'siid-'
denly did tho rlsO'Obmo in tho scctloh'of
Arkansas across the rlver from Wero-
(phls after tho St. Francls levee brbko at
Trlco's Landlng, that two passonger
tralns, caught botween wnahed out
jiolnta, are nowBUrrounded hy wuter on
hllnd tracks in tho ovcrflowed terrltory
iibout three mlles west of Brldge Junc-
tlon, Ark. Abonrd thoso tralns ivero
ubout sevonty-f.vo passengers and crews,
wlth no immedlato prospect of being
taken off. They nro ln no dahger.' Tho
hrenks occurrcd shortly nfter 9 o'clock
last nlght, just as tho north bound tralns
on tho Cotton Bclt loft Memphls. The
Cotton Belt trnln hnd proceoded but a
fow .mlles whcii lt encountored a sectlon
of flooded track. In attemptlng lo chjbs
tho rnlls sprcad, and the engine was pa?-
linlly deralled, prcrentlng the traln from
movlng in elther dlroction. Whlle" ln.
thls posltlon tho 'Frlsco fnst from Kan¬
sas Clty, passenger traln. nppronchod
from Memphls, and wlth Us asslstance
the .Cotton Bolt englno was pulled baca
on tlio track.

ALL CUT OFF.
In the meantlmo a serlous washout

had occurrcd betweon tho tralns and
Memphls, und retrcat to tho clty wns

complotely cut off. All nlght tho pas-
Bengors were cotnpellcd to remaln In tho
conches whlle the wnter rose on every
Blde, nnd thls mornlng thero waa not a

jmrtlclo of-land ln slght wlthln a mllo of
tholr posltlon. Tho trains nre on the track
of the Iron Mountaln, near Altmar, Ark.
Before them nro wushed «rut tracks, and
on thls sldo the foundatlon has been car-
rled away untll passage Is.unRafe ln tho
cxtreme. By taking riskB, several hand
enrs succeeded In renchln'g the water-
fcnund tralns to-day, nnd ahout flfty pas-
iiengers were brought to thls clty over
BUbmorjjod and shnkiug tracks. There-
roalnder refuscd, to -nttempt the rottim.
nnd aro .housed'.ln tho.coaches.
Tho rlver hero to-rifeht shows 39.S feet

on tho gauge. tho hlghest stnge ever re-

c'ordod, and a rlse of two~tenths slnce
last nlght. The rlver Is about statlonary,
nnd It Is posslblo that a fnll may sot In
nny moment, but thls predlction would
ho oxtremely upcertnln, as the drainage
from tho rlvor nt Trlce's Landlng hns
been somothing- enonmous. and the water
contlnucs to pour through tho break nt
a rapid rnte. Tho wator besido the levees
In the flooded' portlon of Arkansas is
wlthln almost a foot of the helght of
tho water on the rlver sldo. nnd when
thls foot rlso hna been completed tho Mls-
BlBKlppi Rlver may show a further rlse.

GROWING WORSE-
Tho sltuation ln thls flooded aroa Is

growlng worse wlth each hour, and It
is cvident that a general rlso of a foot
moro must occur over- the entlre sub-
rrierged aren- unlcss a very mntorlnl fall
takes place In tho rlver beforo tho broak
nt Trlce's Lnndlng can let through thls
volumo of water nlono wlthout tho ns-

glstnnco of other crevasses, whlch may
occur.
Some persons wore rescuod from Mar,-

lon, Ark., by mcans bf sklffs, and' Iho
sltuation thero Is somowhnt relloved,
Elght whlto famllles and nbout twonty
nogroes remnln thero In the second-story
of thelr houses. All day tho clty has been
Blled by travelors, who havo been do-
lay'ed by tho washouts west, of tho rlver.
To rollevo thls congestlon the rnllronds
havo boon working hard, and to-nlght
rellef ls In sight.
In tho clty there is practlcally no

chango. Tho rofugeos contlnuo tb'nr-
rlve In largo numborn. Tho fl-oodfd
portlon' of the clty has grown consldor-
»bly wlth the ndvanco of the rlver to-
flay.'
Tho rlver at thls polnt contlnucs sta¬

tlonary, nlthough' a slxteen mlle wlnd
Is blowing the* wrong way nnd bankfd
up 3-10 moro nt one tlme. As the rlver
ls not golng down and ns tho Memphls
rlso Is on tho way the Wont her Bureau
has good grounds for adhnrlng to ils

Crodlotlon of 21 feet. The hlghest pre-
loun roenrd wns In 1897, and was 19.3. As

lo tho clty thore ls no nlarm becau»a
Iho nlrondy hlgh banka have heen rejn-.
forcod and tho llnnis kept In good shapo;'
Bo far trnvel |n and out of the clty ia
unlnterruptod.
The crevnsso flfty mlles bolow the

clty, whlle affoctlng a smnll torritorv
hecauso of proxln.'lty to the Gulf, Is llko-
ly to provo costly ns. |t will dnmnpevast oyster flclds, To-nlght closes wlth
llttlo chnngo ln tKe-altuatlon and'hope
ns brtght as over.

PASSENGER TRAIN RAN
WITHOUT AN ENGINEER

WASHINGTON, N. J., March 18..A

pecullar colllslon oceurred near here to-

day between a passonger traln and a

frelght traln on the Dclaware, Lackawan-
na and Western Rallroad. In wfhlch Isaoc
Sutton. of Hoboken, englneer of the pas¬
senger traln, and T. A. Covey, of Scran-
ton, Pa. englneer of tho frelght traln,
were kllled.
Tho frelght traln wns on a sldlng walt-

lng for tho passenger traln to pass. but
the englno lapped over the ralls of the
maln llne. Thq cabs of both locomotives
were wrecked. Englneer Sutton was

tbrown from hls cab and tho passenger
traln continued on the mnin llne. Not
cven the flreman, who was out of the cab
at the.tlmo, know the accldcnt had hap-
poned untll tho trnlri pu.«sed a statlon and
an Invcstlgatton showed that the englneer
was mi.vdng.

ACCIDENT CAUSES
DEATH OF A CHILD.
(Br Aimoclnted Pre»n.)

GUELPH, ONT., March 18..A scrlous
accldcnt oceurred on tho Welllngton Grey
and Bruce Branch of the Grand Trunk
Rallroad to-day, seven miles north of
here. One of the trucks of n passenger
car Jumped the track.and all the cars of
tho traln', conslstlng of bagguge car, com-
blnatlon mall and smolcer nnd nrst-class
cars, left the track. Tho last car went
over a trestlo above a crcek, taklng n
drop of 10 feet lnto tho watcr, which was
swollcn by tho sprlng tbow. A two-year-
old chlld got cauglit tinder the seats and
was kllled. Tho father was badly hurt
about tbo face and tho mother was al¬
most drowned. Four others were serl-
ously and forty sllghtly injurcd.

while on the other hand tho most orlglnal,
de II cato and darlng work possos unnotlced
by all snve professional oxperts. A great
'ninny years ngo, when I was loarnlng tho
buslness of mountlng and produclng plays
I Introduced a eat lnto 'Hearts of Oak'.
tho play.that made tho lafeJames A.
Herne famous. Wo had a llvo baby ln tho
play, too, whloh exclted a. tremendous
amount of IntorcsL but thlnk tho eat cre-

ated more talk and wonder because. every
one Is famlllar wlth tho hablts of thnt do-
mestlo anlmal nnd knows how dlfflcult lt
ls to teach one to perform'even the slm¬
plest trlck.
"Every nlght, at a certaln cue, thls eat

came on the stngo, walked across to the
flro-place, stretched benself-nnd thon lay
down In front of the blazlng hearth; -for
we burned real fire in a gas log- ln order
to make the scene moro reallstlc nnd
natural. Tho eat dld hor part so onslly
nnd naturally that sho, frequcntly got n

round of applause. and It alwnys happened
that before wo played threo nlghts In a

town tho most popular toplo of conversat-
tlon was.'How dld thoy ever traln that
eat to come on the stago, strotch horself
ah<l lle down ln front of tho fire?'
"Nlght after nlffht the eat took her cue

and went through her llttle act to the

wond'pr and dollght of all beholders, It
really seemed llke a remarkablo porform-
nnce on her part; but after all, her
educatlon was a very almplo mattor, \
few mlnutes before lt waa time for her to

go on we usod to put her In a baskot just
largo onough to ho|d hor comfortably
without glvlng her n chnnoe to change
her" posltlon, and then leave hor In a cool
placo In the cellar. At the propor time,
sho was brought up-stalrs nnd reionsed in
tbe entrance ln time to answor her cue.

Of oourae sho walked across tho stage to
where the fire wns btirnlng, and whon she
got thero what was thoro to do except to
strotch hersolf as a moasuro of rollef after
her crampod posltlon ln the basket nnd
thon llo down In the warmth of the bla/.-
Ing log? The fact ,1a, It would havo beon
very d'lffloult lndeod to traln her to do
anythlng oleo under the ciroumstances,"-

ono else :'to uso such language, and ln
order to show thls, please allow ine to
copy sald sectlon in full and ita Judlclal
Interprotatlon:
"Sectlon 3722. Obtalnlng monoy, otc,

by false pretence, otc, wlth intent, etc,
larcony. obtalnlng slgnature by false
pretence, etc, wlth sxich Intent, for-
gory, It nny person obtaln by any
false pretonco or token from any per¬
son. wlth Intent to dofraud, money or
other property which may be the subject
of larceny, ho Rhall.be doemed gullty of
Inrceny thoreof; or If'he obtaln by any
false pretenco or token, wlth such lu-'
tont, tho slgnature of any person to a

wrltlng, the falso maklng whereot would
be forgory, ho shall bo conflned tn the
pnnltentlary not lesa than ono,' nor moro
than flve yoars."
Tos,' thls Is balm In Gllood, and shows

that In Vlrglnla thore Is law enough
to curo overy slck soul, faklrs and all
othehs to the contrary notwlthstawling.
Tho Court of Appoals In construlng

thls statute In the oase of Leftwlch
against tho Commonwealth, saysi "Tho
statuto for punlshlng porsons obtalnlng
money or other property, whlch may
be. the Bubjeot of larceny, by any false
pretence, makes the offence larceny, and
an lndlctm,ent for Iho offence may be,
elthor ln the form of Indlotment for lar¬
ceny at,' common law or by oharging
the speolflo facts whlch the act declarea
shall be deamed larcony." Twentloth
Gratton, page 710. Agaln, tho same
court, ln the case of Anable against tho
Commonwealth, says: "Upon an Indlct-
mont. for Inrceny, proof that tho ac-
cused obtained money by false protonses
wlli sustaln the Indlotment."

DISTINGUISHED SPEAKERS

Mr. VV, H. Baldwln, iir., George Cary
Eggloston and Walfer H, Hage,
Speakers Before Unltarlan Club,

Sny North Must Help.

NIEW YORK, March 18.-Tho South was

the themo of three dlstlngulshed speak¬
ers at the annual banquet of tho Unlta¬

rlan Club thls evenlng. Oeorgo Cary Eg-
eleston, author and Journallst, spoko of

"Th'o South As It Was"; Willlam H.
Baldwln, Jr., rallroad prcBldent and phl-
lanthroplst, ot "The South As lt ls,"
and Waltor H. Hago, man of lettors, of
"Tho South As lt Is To Be,"
Mr. Baldwln, who recontly made a tour

of tho South to study that sectlon 6{
the country, spoko of needs of moral und
Industrlal educatlon. The Industrlal edu-
catlon now going on ln tlio South, ho sald,
ln-of lmportanco to tho wholo world. Ho
had, ho sald, recontly recelvod a letter
from a man very prominent In Engllsh
polltics asklng lf Booker T. Washtng-,
ton oould bo Induccd to go to South
Afrloa and push" the work there he is
carrylng on In thls country. Mr. Baldwln
also snld that tho Oe.rmnn government
hnd also ,scnt a rcprcsentatlvc to tho
Tuskogeo University ln Alabaiiia for tho
purposo of gettlng tho students from
thero to go to Afrlca and teach tho cot¬
ton Industry.
Mr. Baldwln doclnred that a prominent

capltallnt hnd recontly told hlm thnt ho
was rendy to glve a large sum of money
to stort nn Industrlal school In connec-
tlon wllh hls buslness In Alabama,
"Tho North'," continued Mr. Baldwln,

"must help the South In worklng out
thls problcm. We must help them to
do tho best for tho negro mnn. It ls
ono 'of tho most extraordlnnry things on
record Ihat foiir governors hnve Just
beon eleotod ln the South who went be¬
foro the publlc on a plntform of froe
eduenllnn for thowhltes nnd blncks to-
gether. Thls, I say, ls tho beglnnlng
of n new era for the blnck man."

Dlsclpllne ln School.
Edltor of Tho Tlmes-Dlspateh:
Slr,.In regard to your editorlal on tho

Roubcri PItt shooting affair, I wlsh to
say that in all nvocatlons of ilfo there
aro ldoal condltlons.so In tho . teacher'B
professlon., Thore Is tho Utoplan idea
of a school, constltuted of puplls woll
tralned at home, who attend saliool rog-
ularly, behave, Btudy hard and respoct
and reverenco tho oxaltod, controlllng
princlples of honpr. nnd rlght, and tho
teacher,' Imbued wlth lofty Idcos, leadlng
the pupll by showing hm the rlght, guid-
Ing hlirj by appeallng to flio.prlnclplos of
truth, manlinesa and honor.

It Is a fact, though, that in many placcs
the condltlons are sndly out of harmopy
wlth thls idoal, Hero is where the trou-
blc comes In. Thero Ib a growlng sonti-
ment against any klnd of corporal puii-
ishment ln the' school-room; thls sentl-
nient has Its blrth ln the dlsposltion ln
pnrents to conslder what thelr. chlldren
ought to be, not what tlhey are. The
ldeuls of the people are sadly impractlca-
hle: they. will toll us what the school
should be, how it shou.^ bo controlied,
,olo., but leetures on gunpowder do no
good In tlmo of war. Poople have a beau¬
tlful conceptlon of tho idoal school, whei;e
no sort ot punlshmont'Is necessary. Do
they over stop to consjder whether or not
they, by proper dlsclpllne ln the home,
furnl.Hh tho ldonl pupll, wlthout whlch
tho ideal school Is Imposslblc?
Wo all wlth plcusure look to that happy

ilny when the ldeal pupll and tho ldeal
teacher meet ln tho school arena, But is
lt not a fact ttint the popular ldoa of a
modnl school is about hulf a century
ahead of tho tlme and existlng condl¬
tlons? I bellove It was Holmes who sald:
"Tho proper tlmo to bogln to traln a
chlld ls n hundred years. beforo it is
born," Tho homo ls the'great school,
whlch every chlld attnnds; tho father nnd
tho mother nro the teaohers. If tlhe chlld
is tralned rlght in tho flrst school there
will bo llttle or no trouble In tho school
proper, whlch It later attendp.Let tho
parents do woll thelr part ln tho school
of which thoy, aro the prlnclpals. and it
will be easy for tho toadher erpployed by
tho Stato to approach more nearly to the
popular idenl school.
A large majority of tho chlldren are

so well tralned at home that they can
bo controlled wlthout punlshment in the
school-room, but what would you do wlth
tho mlnorlty? What would you do wlth
tho boy who Is absolutely irresponslve
to your best Influences and to your efforts
to control hy moral suoslon?. Wlho, whon
called up for reproof, orandlshes a knife?
Who, when tho teacher nttempts to pun-
lsh hlm for thls conduct,' cuts at 1dm
wlth tho knlfe? What would you do wlfchtha boy who carrles a pistol to school?
You sny talk to hlm; appeal to hls rea-
sou nnd higher prlnclples. If you fall,
what next? Tlho boy is, say, ten yeara
old. Would you stop hlm from school
and let hlm go to tho penltentlary, or
would you try. .even hy whlpplng, to cor¬
rect hlm, lf other melhods fall? Or would
you let hlm go on to school, a young
de^perado? Wluvt "would you do with
such n boy durlng the Intervnl he ls be-
yond the Iniluenco of mornl suaslon?
As to the so-cnlled large boys, how nro

thoy to be treated? Aro they to he mens-
ured hy feot and pounds, ns. you would
measuro pork or lumbor, or thelr slze
to be estlmatod rathor by tholr motlves
and their deeda? If a man nllows hlm-
self to be a worm, neod ho complnln lt-
he Is trodden on? Is a boy over too Inrgo
(o bo whlpped, If he is llttle enouch to
noed It or to desorve It? Treat tho largo
boys as If they aro gentlemen, of courso,
and If thoy misbehavo.then what? Lot
such fellows turn the school Into a rog-
nlnr pandcmonlum? domorallze tho bctter
puplls, and lmpalr tholr prospects for
good? T( tlio toncher falls to dlsclpllne
tho physlcnl man. how enn he hopo to
dlRolpllne the Intangible, splrltunl part,
tho mlnd?
Now, In case such rufflnns come fo

school, what is to be done? The Stato
griuits them the prlvllnge of eomlng; thoy
hnvo a rlght to come. The Stntoplnces
tho tenoher In loco pnron'tla, nnd author-
Izes hlm lo einploy Buch nioans of dlscl¬
pllne ns will control the pupll. 11ns the
teacher a rlght to dlsmlss the pupll wlth-
fout omploylng the menns wlth whlch ho
Is vostod by the Stato for tho pupll's con¬
trol?, If an efflort at moral auaalon falls,
Shall he resort to whlpplng? Thoro Is
somo good nrguriient In fnvor of tho rod,
If welght nttnehes Itself to tho oplnlon
of Lord Byron or of Solomon:
"Ohl yo, who tench th' Ingonuous youth

of natlons.
Hollnnd. Franco, England, Gormany.or

Spnln.
I prny you flog thom upon all oecnslonaj
It mends tholr morals; never mlnd tho

paln."
"A whip for tho horse, a brldlo for tho

ass. and n ro<J for the fool's back."
And In ense tho teaaher undertakes to

whlp soniothliig ln tho shnpo of n man.
wolght, sny, two hundred pounds nnd
holght slx feet, and thls so-enlled mnn
reslBta, and ho nnd three others about
thls slzo Jump on tho toncher, must ho
offor up hlmself a wlllliig saorlflco on tho
altar of suoh Molieks? If thero Is ever
a case whero lt would bo tho toaoher'a
duty to whlp A so-enllod largo boy, »up-
poso thls tlwjt caso. .Would n man ln any
othor occupatlon or professlon bo cen.
sured If he should klll ono or two of four
mon who assault hlm ln tho dlsohargo of
hls duty? Has a snhonl twichor no rlght
to hronthe thls vltal alr? Does the Con¬
stltutlon roally menn "nll men nro cro-
atod freo and oqi|a|," or la the sohool
teacher nn oxceptlon?
Plniise do not undorBtand that T ap-

prove of teaohers parr>'hi« guns to
school nny, mnro than l approve of tho
si-liniii that hns In It suoh ruflhius aa
mako it necessary for hlm to enrry a
gun for self-protootlon. If thero are such
schools, and If they have to havo u
teacher, who would wllllngly b«i tho mor-
tyr? If a mlnlstor can proach from tha
pulplt wlth a gun ln each hand, why not
glvo a sohftol tenohur Iho rlght to tenoh
wlth a gun In his hand, lf It should be
nocesaary? Of the varloua thlnsrs chll¬
dren need to bo taught ls not thla ono,
that every person iuu rightu and that
