Tho Chlcf of Polico, Tampa, Fla,:
ln tho namo of organized labor, as well

ns ovory llberty-lovlng. clllzcn, I dernund
full protoctlon to our organlzers, James

Wood and James A..Roberts, and othcts,
whoso llyes have boen threatcnod. Theso

mon I know to bo law-abldlng clllzens
and would not bo guilty of an inilawful-
nct. Thoy liavo a right to orgunl/.c work-
ingmen, and, If nccessary, In dofonso of
tholr rights, to strlke for tlic ontorceinnnl
of them, lf no othor mcans of redresn ls
afforded. Tho kldnnpplng nnd tnnklng
away wlth a number of Tampa's workmon
Imih than two years ugo wnrrnuts bellef
that tho present thront ls scrlous nnd
cmanates from a cupltallstlc orgnnlzcd
bandlttl.

l He Says Conference on Race Problem
Would Do No Good.

MADISON, WIS.; March 19..Senator
Tlllmnn, who arrlved nt Madison to-day,
sald concernlng the Pnttoh resolutlon to
hold a conventlon at Atlanta to dlscuss
tho raca questlon, that the problem
could not bo solved in thnt way.
Ho lntlmated that the peoplo of Wls¬

consln do not sufllclontly undorslnnd tho
race quostlon to send delegatss who could
arrlvo at'any doflnlto conoluslons. If
they .should go to Atlanta all they could
fln, ho sald, would bo to talk tho matter
over, and that no doflnlto actlon could
bo taken. He sald that ho had been
ntudying tho questlon for twonty-flve
years, nnd that ho had not arrlved at
any conclusion.

KHAKI UNIFORMS
WERE ADOPTED

Adjutant-General Royster, of
North Carollna, Issues an

Order to This Effect.
(Speclal to Tlio Tliucs-DlsDntch.,

RALEIGH, N. C, March 19..Adjutant-
Generl B. S. Royster Issued to-day a
general order requlring all brigade, regl-
tnental nnd company ofllcers to provldo
themselves wlth regulation khakl service
unlforms before July 1, 1003. General
Royster says he' Is much pleased with
the success attalned in reorganlzing un¬
der the Dlck natlonal guard law. He
expeots to go to Washlngton wlthln the
noxt few days to confer wlth the War
Department about the summer encamp-
ment of the Stnto Guard. He will urge
that two of the reglments be encamped
at Chlckamauga and the thlrd at Fort-
ress Monroe-or Fort Coswell.
The Suj>crlntendent of Publlc Instruc-

tlon to-day issued warrants to seventy-
three county treasurcrs for apportlon-
nients rrom the second $100,000 of the 1503
tchool fund to brlng the school terms in
these oountlos up to tho four months'
mlnlmum limlt. The soventy-threo coun-
tles were all that asked for aid", their re-
quesla nggregating $140,000. It was nec¬
essary to scale them so lhat $100,000 would
go around, hence a delay ot some weeks
In the dlstributlon of the monoy.
Artlcles of Incorporatlon were Issuod

to-day for the Avery Mill Company, of
Hickory, capltal $125,000, tho purpose of
the company belng to oroct and operate
a cotton mill. A. A. Shepard and a score
or moro other promlnent citizens of Hick¬
ory are the Incorporators.
The Waahlngton Lodge of Elks was

granted artlcles of Incorporatlon to-day,
so that they can leaso and equlp lodge
rooms. Secrotary of Stato J. Bryan
Grlmes, who vlslted the lodge a fow days
ago, says they are now fltting up as
handsomo quarters ns can be found ln
tho State, Includlng a handsomo ball-
room and other tiredod lodgo apartments.
Two nogro corporatlons wore lnunchod

to-day, rccelvlng charters from tho Sec-
retary of Stnto. Tho most notable was
tho Myrtlo Grove Bullding and1 Trust
Company, of New Hanover county, whlch
onumeratcs among tho purposes ot Its
Incorporatlon tho construction and opern-
tlon of saw-mills, rallroads, steamboats,
resort hotels. Tho capltnl is $25,000.
Tho other Is tho Contral Morcaritllo

Company, of Ralelgh; cnpltal $5,000; or-

ganiaed to conduct a grocory buslness.

COUPLING
GAVE WAY

Three Men Kllled and One
Fatally Injured.

WILD RUSH DOWN INCLINE

String of Cars Broke Loose on Steep
Qrade and Jumplng Track Plled Up

in a Mlne Shaft Fllllng It for
; Twenty Yards.

JOHNBTOWN, PA. March 19..Tho
brenklng of a coupllng, followed by Iho
runnway, of a string of loaded coal cars

In the Sunshlno mlne, ut South'Fork, thls
county, lalo thls afternoon, causcd tho
tleath of threo mon, tho fatal Injury of
one, and moro or less serlous lnjurles to
nltio others. Tho dead:
ANTHONY BORDER, of South Fork,

nged forty yeftrs, ,.

JOE S. STRANK, of South Fork, aged
thlrty.
FRANK M'CLAIN, of Ehrenfeld.
The Injured:
- Coolbnugh,. of South Fork, spino

Albert Paul, of South Fork, arm, Icg

and collnr-bone brokon: serlous.
'Willlam Parker, of South Fork, crushed

about head and body; wlll recover.
A half dozon othors, whoso names could

not be ascertalned, woro badly brulsed.
The accldent oceurred about 6 o'clock

thls afternoon as tho men were leavlng
the mlne. A trlp'of nbout twenty-flve
loaded cars wns being h'auled to the sur-
faco by an endless chaln. When the
cars left the centbr ot the mlno, flfteon
or more mon cllmbed aboard, All went
well untll tho trlp rcached a "dlp" about
one hundred ynrds from tho mouth of
tho mlne. The traln cllmbed throe-
fourths of the steep grnde ln safety, but
a short dlstanco from. the level track
tho hltching between tho second and
thlrd cars broke.
Instnntly the mlne slope was fllled

wlth shouts of the men os all of the cars
wlth the excoptlon of tho flrst two com-

menced to back down the grade. Slowly
at flrst, but wlth gradually incroatlng.
speed tho cars sped downwards, glvlng
the men scarcely an opportunlty to Jump
and save themselves.
When about two hundred yards from

where the hltching broke thoi foronicsJ
car left tho track and tho remalnder
of the trlp plled up back, of lt. Thwe
who hnd boen fortunate enough to jump
from the runaway cars qulckly r:in lu
the outslde and told of the accldent.
Help was qulckly brought to the inen

hurle.d benenth tho pllo of wreckage,
which fllled the slx-foot headlng for a

dlstanco of twenty yards. At a late hour

to-night tho wreckago had been cleaied
away and ihe Injured all tnken out.

MAN1AC ARMED
WITH REVOLVERS

Shot Four Men. Two of Whom
May Dle. Before He Was

Himself Kilied.
(By Assoclated Press.l

LEBANON, KY., Maroh 10.-A horrible

tragedy oceurred at Rlley statlon, elghty-
sevon miles west of here, on tho Louis-
vllle and Nashvllle Rallroad, to-day, when
Deputy Sherlff J. B. Wllllams, wlth a

posse of three men, went to arrest an

unknown crazy man.

Tho maniac was armed wlth three pls-
tols and was frlghtening people ln that
vlclnlty. Ho ImUglned a mob was after
hlm to hang him. When Deputy Sherlff
Wllllams and hls posse approached tho
enraged man and attempted to overpower
hlm he drew hls pistols and comrnenced
to fire. Tho deputy sherlff was shot
through the body, sustalnlng a serlous
wound; Gabrlol Floyd ln the back, Sam-
uel Payne through the arm, and Samuel
Devers recelved a scalp wound.
After Wllllams had fallen he ralsea and

flred a bullet through hls antagonlst's
head, kllllng him Instantly,
Nothlng was found on the dead man's

person to Identlfy hlm, but he had $-12
ln monoy and a gold watch.
Early ln the day he had sald that hls

mother lived In Nelson county. The re-

covery of Wllllams and Floyd Is doubt-
ful.

ANTI-IMPERIALISTS
IN FANEUIL HALL

Thomas Wentworth Hlggln-
son Says Truth from Phlllp-

plnes ls Suppressed^
(Ry Aisocinted Prwis.)

BOSTON, MASS., March 19,.Two meef-
liiBS of cltlzona wero held ln Faneull Hall
to-day "to protost agalnst the suppres-
slon of truth about the Pflilllpplnes, ond

praylng for further ofllclal Inqulry lnto
cnnditlons there,"
Tho mon actlvo ln preparlng for the

rnoetlngs havo boen prominent ln the
Now England Antl-Imperlallstlo League.
Colonel Thomas Wentworth Hlgglnson
preslded nt the flrst meetlng,
Chnrles S, Hamlln declared that the

meetlng had beqn acllod for no partlsan
purpose, but wns meroly a gathorlng of
the peoplo of Massachusetts to.couslder
actlon upon a vltal questlon of govorn-
mont.
"A great- Issuo ls beforo us," ho sald,

"whether government offlcers are Mie ser-
vants or masters. Terrlble charges have
beon brought agalnst certain olflcors.
charges of cruolty almost unparalleled ln
hlstory. Charges were mado that prlson-
ers nf war woro rnurdorod after the bat¬
tlo of Caloocaru General Otls sent tbo
ohargos to tho advocate, recommendlng
court-mnrtlal prooeodlngs. The judgo
ndvocnte's roply was unfayorable, and
thls roply has been forwarded to tho ad-
jutant-genornl of tho army by aenoral
Otis, wlth the statement that Ihe doubted
the wlsdom of a court-martlal, nnd no
nction hns over boen tuken by the War
Department. If nny ono, however, ralsos
hls volce ln protost ho ln bronded as an

ansallant of the hopor nf the army.
"I have tnlkod wlth ofllcars concernlng

these charges, and l bellovo that tho
feellng la ulniost unanimous that the hon*-
or o? tho army domands tlio fullost inves-,
tlgatlon and the prompt ooqulttal or con-
domnutlon of tho offlcers charged wlth
crimo. The actlon o£ tho prosont admln-
Istvatlqn and tho Sonate Commltteo In ro-

fusing to probe theso charges to tbo bot¬
tom ls but another moeie of oxprosslng U,o
bellof that UiOPO chafrgerof crime are
not a few scattored ciujes, but nervade tha

THE SOUTH
HASAXINCH

No Chance of Any Country
Wrestlng Her Cotton Trade.

SUPPLIES THE WORLD

Nowhere Else Cart the Crop Be Ma-

lorialiy Increased Whlle In the South
the Acreage Can Be Doubled.

Interesting Flgures.

(Speclnl to^Tha Ttmos-rjlsrmtch.)
BALTLMORE, March 19.rCol, Alfred B.

Shepperson, or Now York, woll known
as a statlstlcal cxpert ln cotton, dlscuss-
lng ln thls wcok's issuo ot tho Manurao-
turors' Record tho relatlon ot thls coun¬

try to tho cotton supply of Europo, says:
"In England, O'ormany and Franco

tholro Is conslderable dlscussion of tho
subjoct and some practical eftorts havo
been made for tho promotlon of tho cul-
tlvatlop of cotton In tho colunlal d'epon-
dencles of theso countrles. Thoso efforts
havo been clileily made by manufacturers
and merchants, but have roceived the ac¬

tlve oncouragernent attd support of tho
rospectlvo governments. Slnco October,
1899, mlddllng cotton in New York has
not been os low as seven cents por pound,
ranging from soven and throo-slxteenths
to oloven cents, and being actually quoted
at twelve conts on JanI 2S, 1901, In sym-
pathy wlth futures for Jun. dellvery,
whlch wero twelvo and three-fourth cents
on that day. Durlng tho two provious
years from Sopt. 1, 1897, to Sept. 1, 1809,1
spot cotton was contlnuously bolow seven
cents In New York.. except durlng tho
Ilrst pinrt of Sopt., 1897. European spln-
ners havlng become somewhut accustom-
cd to thei lower ririces rullng for cotton
in theso two years, It is not surprlslng
that they should seek to {stabllsh new
sources of production ln ordtr to reduco
tho cost by increasing the supply.

PRODUCTION HERE.
"Or the cotton consumed now by the

mills or Great BrltaJn,. Contlnental Eu¬
ropo and tho Unlted States, about 80 per
cent. is or the growth of thls country.
In the fivo years ending Aug. 31, UGO,
tho averngo proportion was 841-2 per
cent. The hlgh prlcos resultlng frLm
our clvll war and tho dlsorganlzatlon
of the agrlcultural Interests of tho South,
which continued for somo years thero-
after, induced such an increase'of cultl¬
vation in other countrles that lt was not
untll 1SS2 wo furnished ns much as 75
per cent. of the total consumptlon of
tho mills of Europo and the Unlted
States. For the flve years ending wlth
1890 we furnished wlthln a. fractjon of
77 per cent.; in the flve years endlns
with 1S95 wo had Increased our propor¬
tion to TS1-2 por cent., and for the flvo
years ending with 1900 we had furnished
to the mills of Europo and Amorica 83 1-3
per cent. of their entire taklngs of.cot¬
ton.
"We have now regalned our absoluto

supremacy In the fleld of- cotton pro¬
duction and an impartinl conslderation
of tho entire sltuation fully justlfiea the
belief that wo will retaln It Indelinltely."

WILL BB ABSORBED.
Deallng with our chler competltors ln

cotton production for the European mar-
kcts, India and Egypt. Col. Shepperson,
after analysls of crop flgures, says:
"There ls ln India an abundanco of suit-

able land whlch could be added to the
area now devoted to cotton, and whlle
some extension of cotton cultlvntlon may
be expected, it seems quito evident that
the increased production will be fully
absorbed by the growing requirements of
the Indian cotton mills. Tho general un-
certainty in rogard to the rninl'all and
Its actual lnsufllclency ln many sectlons
of India are serious drawbacks to any
consldorablo Increase in cotton cultiva-
tlon, especially when it Is considered that
the average yleld per acre is only about
75 pounds of lint cotton of a quality and
market valuo much lower than Amerlcan
cotton."
Ho skotches the posslbllltles or the cul¬

tlvation or cotton in Egypt, and regard-
Ing recent engineering feats' for lrrlga-
tion ln thaft country, says:
"The chlef purpose of tho new irrlga-

tion works was undoubtedly to safeguard
tho crops of tho land already under
cultlvation. There will be somo exten¬
sion of acreage, but thls will be chlcfly
in Upper Egypt, where tho cotton is
much Inferior to that of lowor Egypt,
and brlngs a conslderably lowor price.
Tho best oplnlon is that the lncrrease in
acreage will be gradual, as it will de-
pend upon tho constructlon ot canuls
to take the wator to the now flolds. . . .

Assumlng, howovor. nn Increase In ihe
acrcago of' 1,500,000 acro3 and that cotton
will get a thlrd of lt, or 600,000 acres,
thls would add about 250,000 bales to tho
presont cotton yleld of Egypt. This
would probably mark the maxlmum of
the Egyptlan cotton crop for some years
to como, and It would not bo so largo
ln the seasons when other crops promised
a greater proilt."

OTHER FIELDS,
Col. Shoppei-Hon glves a oomprohonslvo

survey ot tlie cotton possioilltloa or China,
Turkestan, German East Afrlca, B-razil,
and ln concluslon, says:
"Except for a small Increnso from

Egypt no greater contrlbutlon to tho cot¬
ton supply of Europe can bo oxpoctod
than at prosont. It Is qulto posslble to
grow cotton In many countrles in whlch
lt ls not now cultlvated, but whothor lt
can bo producod In largo qunntltles and
at low cost and os prolltahly ns the
other crops, whlch It would roplaco, is a

very differont matter. Thero nro vast
posslbllltles for tho extension of cotton
cultlvation ln tho Unlted States. Accord-
Ing to tho last Unlted. Statos consus
there wore In 1899 In Loulsiana, Texau,
Arkansas, indian Territory nnd Okla-
homa 40,000,000 acres of Improved lund,
of whloh 10,600,000 acres woro dovotod to
cotton.- Now lund ln bolng ooristantly
brought under cultlvntlon ln each or
these Statos and Terrltorlos, and tho soll
ls tho most produotlvo In tho cotton bolt.
Thoso flvo Statos and Torrltorles havo
tho requlslto aron, soll and cllmuto to
enablo thom to produco ns much cotton
an Is now grown lu tho entiro country.
To my mlnd it |s only a quostlon or tlmo
when thls will bo done.
"Our European frlonds should possoss

thelr souls ln pa'lienco. Tho Southern
States of thls great and progrosslyo coun¬

try will Btand between them and Iho
cotton famino whlch tholr Imuglnatlons
cause them to thlnk ls iiiipondlug- In tho
futuro. Thero wll bo cotton onoungh for
nll, and dosplto tlie unlted effortu of
Europo and tho rest of manklnd, tho
absolute supromacy of thla country ln
cottop production wtU bo fully maln-
talnod."_

Tho whole thlng lay, ho declared, In the
recognltlon ot tho unlon, and falllng of
this, the defendants had consplrcd to ln-
duco the employes to stop work and
otherwiso injuro tho road,
C. N. Travous, for the rallroad, con-

ceded that employes had a right to com-

blne'and a right to strlke," provlded that
such actlon wns yoluntary on the part
of all concerned, wns not In broach of
contrnct, and was for a lawful purpose,
but declared thnt ln tho prosent lnstance
all of these olements were abs6nt.
Mr, Travous, In concludlng, reclled the

flbllgntlons lmposed upon railroads by
tlic Inlerstato commerce law, nnd urged
that lt was t/heir right to have Federal
protectlon In cnrrylng out tho provlslons
oC the Federal laws.
F, N. .Tudson, for the defendant, quoted

numorous legal declsions, which went, he
sald, to prove that tho employes. ot tho
Wobnsh-Rallroad havo a perfoct right to
comblno, or to leavo lts servlce, or to
allow an organlzatlon of other mon to
act for them. No aiithoritles, ho sald,
had boon clted by tho attorneys for tho
road to prove tho contrary.'
