These average prlcos shall bo computed

monthly by an nccountant or commis-
sionor. named by ono of tho clrcult
jttdges of the Thlrd .ludlcinl (,'lrcuit of
the United Slatos and pnld by the coal
operators, suoh compensatlon as.the jtp-
polnting judgo may flx, whlch compensa¬
tlon shall bo dlstrubutcd among tho op¬
erators ln proportlon to thn tonnage of
each mlno. In order thnt tho basla may
be lald for tho successful worklng nf tho
slidlng scalo provided liereln lt is nlso
judged and awardod. that nll coal opor-
atlng eompanlea tlie nt onco wlth the
United States Commlssloner of Labor, a
oertlficd statement of tho rates of eompen-
satlon pnid in each orcupntloli known
in tholr companlcs, as they oxlstcd Aprll
1, 1M2.

vlolnllng nny or tho provlslons theroof
shall bo subject to reasona.blc dlsclpllno
by Ihe employer; and, further, that the
vlolation of any provlslon of those
awards, olther by employer or omplo'ye,
shall not invalldato nny of tho provlslons
theroof.
Tho commlssion also makes .1 number

of rocoramendalibns, which may be sum-

Tho dlscontlnuanco of the system of

omploylng "Tho Coal-nnd Iron Pollce,"
because this forco ls bellovod to have an

liritatlng effect, nnd n. resort. to tho regu-
larly constitutcd pollco nuthorlllcs ln case

of nocesslty.
A strlctor onforcemont of the laws ln

rolatinn to tho cmploymont of chlldron.
Tl),at the Stato and' Fedoral Goyern-

mon'ts should proVlde machlnery for tho

maklng of a compulsory Investlgatlon of

diniculties. simllar to tho Investlgatlon
whlch this commlssion hns made,
NO COMPULSORY ARTUTO-ATION.
Tlio commisslon expresses tbo opinion

that wlth a few modlllcatlons the. Kederal:
act of October, 1SS8. authorlzlng a com¬

misslon to sottlo controverslos between

rallroad corporatlons nnd other common

carrlors, could bo mado tho basls of a

law for arbltratlon in tho anthraclte coal

rnlnlng buslnojfs. Tho commisslon, how¬

ever. take a declded posltion agalnst eom-

ipulsory arbltratlon. On thls polnt they
add (tiiite n. lcrigthy commentary, wlilch

closcs in tho following laiiguage:
"Tho chlef bollef to bo dertved from the

snggestlon thcreli. mado llcs !n.-Pla^!ng
thc real facts nnd tho rcsponslb llty fw

h condltlon authorltatlvely beforo thc

peoplo, that public oplnlon may bo eiys.-

Could
such -t commisslon us that suggested
havo been brought Into exlstenco ln Juno

last wo bellevo that tho coal famlno
mlght Jiavo boon averted-certnlnly, tho

These awards and recommondatlons con-

stttuto thc closlng part of tho report. Thc
earller pages, and by long odds tho larger
portlon. of thn report Is dovotcd Inarc-

i-iew at thc coritrovcrsy whlch led to tho
Presideht's actlon ln appolnting tho com¬

misslon, to tho appolntment ltselt and the

ijroceedihgs bf tho commisslon during its

oxlslcrico Tbev review ln a general way
tho productlon of anthraclte conl, refer
to Ulio small area of the country ln whlch
lt i'i produced, and dwell at some leiiKtn
on tho market condltlons and tlie prices
of-conl. Tliev also refer to the hanardous
imturo of nnthraolto coal nilniiiK. and glvo
an oKtlmato of tho lnsnes occasioriecl by
the sh-ike. Those losses they estlrnate as

Tho commlssion say that ln maklng

tholr Investlgatloii thoy havo dono what¬
ever lt wns pracllciiblo to do to acqualnt
themaolvos wlifn tho condltlona wnlo.li
brought about the strike, and they mako
tho followlng summary of tholr woi-u:
Thoy hnvo gono through mlnes and ln-

apeotea tho varloua condltlona whlch tho

produoUon of mithraclte coal Inyohes,
thoy havo vlsilod tho broakers, the on-

glho Itbuaoa und pumplng Mntlnns; they
ihnvo examtnod tho maclilnery hy whloh
the'mlnoa aro protected from water nnd

foul nlr; bhoy havo lalkod wlth tho mlnors
n' <helr work end in tholr homes, nnd
they havo glvon altentlon to tho oconomlc,
domcatlc, aoholaHtlo and rellgtoua .phasoa
of tholr llvoai thoy havo listonod lo and
dlrocted tho examlnatlon and cross-ex-

anilnallnn of D&S wltnosses; thoy havo
glvon freo acope lo the counsel who rop-
reseilted tho operators. tho non-nnlon mon

^n,l tho mlners, and they havo devoted an

cnllro. week to hearlng Iheir argiiments.
The commlsalonera also say that whllo

tlicre havo beon dlfforonces of opinion
anioug thomsolvos, thero nevor had boon
a tlmo during iho llVO months of ihe ex-

latence of the commlssion when there
was an iinplonsnnt word spoken umong
thein, "or nny Inalcatlon whatever of
thought or destrn nf uught save trtith and

Jhatlcp."
Tlio commlaslon thon tako* up tho de-

niamh. ot the mlno workers nnd tho nn-

swers nf th< operators, glvlng lu dotall
tlio reasons for the ilndlngs. ln a gen¬
eral way they aay thnt tho condltlona
ln tho llfo of mlno workers outslrto of tho
mlues do not Justlfy to tholr full extent
tho. advorso orltlQlsms inndo hy tholr rop-
reaontativos, Thoy also-flnd thnt the
aoclal coiKlltlons In tho mlnlng oonnnii-

nlites i-.rn good. und thoy tall u> llnd lhat
tiic wagea ai'o bo low among tho mlnora
aa necosaarlly to forco them to put tholr
amull chlldren to work.

NO .IIIRISDICTION.
On tl.<- sui.Jcct of tho recognltlon of the

Mino Workers" Unlon, ihe commlaslon
pay Uiat thoy do not ronsltler that this
aubject ls wlthin tho acope of thc- juris-
dlctpn conferred on them. Tney do say,
however, that "the suggestlon of a work.

ing ngreement between employers and
employes embodylng the doctrlne of col-
lectlvo bargaining Is one whlch tho com¬

misslon believo contains many hopeful
elements for tho adtistmcnt of relatlons
in the mlnlng reglons."
Further on they say: "Tho presont con-

slltutlon of tho Urilted Mlne Workers of
America does not present tho most In-
vitlngi Inducements to tho operators to
enter into actual rolatlons with it."
Tho coaimlsslon rcpeat moro thnn once

their Incapnclty ,to make an award on

tho demand of tho mlncrs for a recog¬
nltlon of their unlon, because thoy say
tho union ls not a. party to the submls-
slon. Attention Is called to the fact that
Mr. Mltchell appeared before the com-

rnlsslon as "Ihe representatlvo of the an¬

thraclte coal mlno workers," and not In
hls omclal capaolty. They also call atten¬
tlon to tho fact that tho ngreement'to
arhltrate was reached between the opera¬
tors and coal-mlners' conventlon.
Tho commissloners say that trade

uhionlsm ls rapidly becomlng a roatter
of buslness. If tho cnorgy of tho em-

ployer ls dirceted to dlscourag-omont
and rcprcsslon of tho unlon he need not
be surprlsed lf tho more radical ones nre
tho ones most frequontly heard. They
