forls to Fix Crime Upon Some*

one Will Not End With the

Inquest.Child on the

Stand Yesterday.

BUFFALO, N. Y.. .March '....Tbe In¬

quest lnto tho.death of Edwln L. Bur-

dlck, who waa murdered Just a month

ago in hls hnino on Ashland Avenue,

ended thi. afternoon. At the close <>f

tho Inquest Judge Murphy announced

that an offlcial lnqulry lnto the traglc
death of Arthur R. Pennell, who has flg¬
ured so promlnently ln tho Burdick in¬

quest, wlll begln'noxt Monday.
The Burdick Inquest has served to de-

velop several theorlcs relatlvo to the

crlme that had been suggested many

days ago, but It wouid be_ hardly por-
rect to aay that tho Investlgatlon has

added anythlng moro than an appearance
of reasonablllty to any of these thoorles.
Aslde from the fallure of the authorltles
to secure evldence hearing: dlreetly upon
the commission of the crime or to estab¬

lish t'ho ldentlty of the murderor, there
ls a feeling- of satlsfactlon that tho name

of Mr. Burdick hns been lifted from the
mlro ln whlch It was flrst dragge<j and
hls character shown ln Its true light.
The evldence.br.onght out under, the.ex¬
amination of wltnesses by Dlstrlct At¬
torney Coatsworth has s'hown Burdick
to have been n lovlng father, always
wllllng to sacrlflce hls own happlness
ond prido for tl\e salte of hls chlldren;
that he wns tho vlctlm of false frlond-
shlp. broken pledges and, ln face of lt all-,
a forglvlng, Indulgent husband..
Thn efforts' of the authorltles to flx

tho crlme upon somo one wlll not end
wlth the Inquest. At the same tlme there
Is little hope of success In thls under-
taktng, ahd tho murder probably wlll go
down In erlmlnnl hlstory as one of the
great unsolved mysterles.
Judge Murphy stated after court ad¬

journed thls afternoon that hls Judg¬
ment In the case wlll not be handed out
untll Monday or perhaps later In the
week. It ls posslblo that ho may Issue
warrants for the arrest of "John Doe"
ond "Jano Doe." If iiudge Murphy sees
Ut to take such action the dlstrlct attor¬
ney will ho obllged to submlt tho whole
caso to tho grnnd Jury.

the Police.

HE HAS A VIRULENT CASE

Sauntered lnto the FJrst District and

Occasioned. Wild Excitement

All Hands Undergo
Vaccinatioa.

"Boss, I am slck. I thlnk I have tho

smallpox." oald Charles Moore. a Itoa-

noko negro, as ho sauntered Into the

Flrst Pollco Station last night -and walk¬

ed lelsurely up to the dosk of Sergoant
Kerse, who was on duty. The clock on

the wall had Just reg-Jstered the hour

of 7. ,

As may be lmaglned, the remark of

tho negro .creatod, somewhat of a panlc
in tho station. Thero were several peoplo
in the house at tho tlme, Includlng Cap¬

taln Shlnberger, Sergeants Kerso and

Matthews and Magistrate McCarthy. All

savo tho captaln and the offlcer on du¬

ty made a dash for the door, for they
look the nogro at hls word. wlthout stop-
nlng to investlgate tho mattor further.

A VIRULENT CASE.
Sergeant Kerso hastlly communlcated

with the City Hospital, and Drs. Flog-
enhelmer and Sandidge responded to

dingnoso the case. They pronounced It

smallpox in its most vlrulent form.
Moore was lltorally a walking example
of the loathsomo disease and tho hor-
ior lt can Infllct upon Uie person of man-

Krom the soio of hls feet to the edge
ot hls halr he was a verltablo mass of
sores and blistera. The palms of his
hands wero oven affocted.
Immediately that tho nogro announced

he had tho smallpox. ho was glven a

chalr on the Seventeenth-Street portico of
the station, and horo he remalned untll
tho doctors arrlved, when he was brought
closo to tho light for examination. In
tho lneantimo the floelng offlcors had
roturned. reallzlng that an exposure of
a slnglo second wouid doubtless prove
as dangerous ns longer exposure.

ALL VACCINATED.
Aftor diagnoslng lho caso and pronounc

Ing it smallpox, the physlclans stated that
nll hands should bo vncclnated wlthout
delay, and none opposed thls edtct,
Mooro was takon to tho pest house,

whero ho wtll bo detalned untll ho has
recoverod entlrely.

Largest Barn In State. Wlth
Live Stock Thereln.

Destroyed.
The largest barn, probably, ln the Stato,

with threo horses, one cow. farm¬

lng Implements and provendor. was to-

tally destroyed by flre at Loster Manor,

Klng Wllllam county, last nlght, and the

Southern Railway dopot was saved wlth

dlffloulty, through the offorts of a buoket

brlgado. rushed down on a BpecliU train

by the rallroad ahd the cltlzens.

Early ln tho nlght an tirgont appeal
was sent to tho Rlohmond Flro Depart-
mont for aid, and wlth Its usual prompt-
ness to respond No. 6 englno was rushed

to tho Southorn dopot. Thoro was grave

doubt, however, as to whether condltlons

nt Lester Manor wero such that tho en¬

glno could bo of porvlce, oven lf lt arrlvod

ln tlme. and lt was flnally decldod that

tho bucket brlgado wna sufflclent,
The barn was tho proporty of tho John

B. Davls estate. Il wns loased by Mr,
C, ,L. Yancey, agent of tho Southorn at

Loster Manor, to whom the coutents bo-

The Sonate yesterday passed the
goneral revenue blll, of whloh. the
Mann llquor blll la a part.
The Mann bill, as amended by. the

Flnanco Committee, waa passed by
tho followlng vote:

Changes in the Bill.
It ohanges tha pollcy of tho State

as to grantlng of llquor llcenses' ln
towns of less than 500 population.
Tho burden of securing tho llcense

is plncea upon the applicant, who
must got a majorlty of the registered
voters in hls distriet to slgn-hlg. petl¬
tlon.

It doubles tho tax upon llquor uoal-
ers and upon social clubs.

It ralses the tnx upon labor agents.
In most other InstanCes the House

blll foaturos .aro retalned.

Yesterday was a 'day that will long
bo romembered by thoso who were lu

tho Capltol.
It was a day of ovents moro ^stirrlng;

than any that have qccurred slnce tho

colebrated Rlddloberger blll was passed.
The Senate passed, in Its amended

form, tho revenue^ measuro and sont lt

back to tho House.' The amendments aro

not many and do not affect tho Integrlty
of the aet.
There has been golng on in tha Senate

chambor for two days one ot tbe great¬
est con tests that ever oocurred ln the

legJslatlvo halls of ths State. "Upon
tho surface it mlght seem that this

flght did not amount to a great deal.
but that Is not true.
Tho Legislature has to pass a blll to

rnlse revonue undor tha now Constltutlon.
Tho House measuro went through tha
Sonato wlth but fow ar~ondme_.__ that
could bo regarded aa materlal. Efforts
wero made by many to change tba blll
In several partlculars. Sonator Wlckham.
the chalrman ot tho Finance Committee,
and others often had to ao that whlch waa
agalnst tholr personal wlshes ln order to
perform what thoy thought was thelr duty
as Senators.

THE LIQUOR QUESTION.
Tha groat fight was over the llquor

tax feature. The blll as passed embraces,
somo of the foaturos ot the Mann blll.
but not all. It embraces only enough of
tha Mann blll featurea to havo both sidea
dlssatlsfled. The flght on this matter
Is uow up to tho Houso of Delegates,
All sorts of amendments wore pro¬

posed to the Mann bill feature, but they
werJ, as a rule, voted down,
During the dlscusslon. tho flrst per¬

sonal oncounter that has occurred ln
many years upon tho floor of the Sen¬
ato took placo. Senator Mnnn was of-.
fended by remarks made by Senator
jullan Bryant, and assaulted hlm. Later
on, aftor each gentloman had, through
frlonds, mado plain to each othor what
hls posltion was, they mnde explanatlons
to tho Senato. and shook bands. The In-
