NEGRO DETECTIVE'S
SUCCESSFUL WORK

Caught a Young Negro From
North Carolina In Norfolk.

His Unique Record.

NORFOLK, VA. April 1..Van Grlilln
is a negro dotocitlvo from North Carolina,
Ho came here from Charlotte at tho sug¬
gestion of N, W, Wallace, tho sheriff,
and got the criminal, William Harris,
alias James Sanders, a young negro of
a bacon color, for whom he was sont.

Dodd waa seriously wounded In the leg
while In bed with his children, and It
was strange that the ohlldren escaped
being wounded. Harris burned Hun¬
ter's and Alexander's barns, robbed the
Huntersvlllo postonico, and burned Wil¬
liam Coohran's house at Po Rita, Tliero
are other charges against him, from
which ha escaped punishment and camo
here to llye with his elstor-ln-law, Ills
sister-in-law wrote to Jils wife, making
promises and threats, and to announce
that "Will had gone West," Van Grif¬
fin, tho detective, says that ho surmised
from that stntemont that Harris was
right beside her at the time tho letter
was written, and he caimo hero after him,
He will bo takon to North Carolina for
trial. Ho escaped from the olllcers of
Danville after arrest, but Chief Val¬
line* Bay* ho will not escapo from hero.
