booka In atock, for the reason that unleea
they order as muoh aa one hundred dol¬
lars' worth of book* at a tlme, the dla-
cowit ls eo small tbat they ean't afford
to hondle them.

meana of eupplying the booka, and they
are Iniapoattlott to know the wanta of
the several sectlona of the State.

eystemof text booka for theentlre Btate
