Hon. Mnlcolmn McConnell, of Nowoas-
tlo, Pa., and Miss Nolllo McComb, of
Loulsa, Va., vlsited the Capltol yester¬
day. Mr. McConnell ls a promlnont law-
yor nnd a tnnmbcr of tho Genoral As¬
sembly of Pennsylvanla, and Is tho chalr¬
man of tho Goneral Judlctary Cominlttto
of that body. Ho evlnced marked Interest
ln the proceedlngs of tho Vlrglnla Flouse.
On motion of Mr. 'West, of Loulsa. the

prlvtlegea of the floor wero\extended to
hlm.a courteay both lnfrequent and dls¬
tingulshed.
Mr. McConnell ls a nephew of General

Willlnm McComb, of Loulsa,
Thero ls a blt of interest In thoso llves.

General McComb was a nntlve of Penn¬
sylvanla. but, at the broaklng out of the
Clvll War hls sympathles eaused him to
enlist as a prlvnto ln tho Southern army
and he rose to tho rank of brlgndler-gon-
eral and followed Jackson In many en-

gagements. Hls flvo brothers and near
kliismen wore offlcers or prlvntes ln the
1-Yderal army, and tho General was of-
ten In battles ln whlch he knew that he
was flghtlng hls own brothers. Mr. Mc-
Connell ls a snn of Genoral McComb's
Blster of tho Federal falth and syrnpa-
tby, and of hor aoldler-husband.

A BEAUTIFUL BUILDING

lt Presents a Strlklng Appcarance Wlth

Its Massive and Beautifully Carved
Stone Pillars and Decorations.

Interior Well Arranged.

NEW YORK. April 22..The members

of the New York Stock Exchange aban-

doned buslness to-day and dovoled them-

nelvcs to tho ceremonies Incldent to tho
dedlcation of thelr hamlsomo new build-

ing. Thso ceremonies were brlef but

Impresslve.
After prayer by ths Rov. Dr. Morgan

Dix, of Trinlty Church, Ransome H.

Thonias, chalrman of the bulldlng com¬

mlttee, fOTmally hnnded the now bulldlng
over to Donald McKay, presldent of the

Now York Stock Bulldlng Assoclatlon,
who ln turn formally presented It to Ru-

dolph Keppler, presldent of tho Ex¬
change. for the use of tho members.
In acceptlng tho bulldlng, Mr. Kopplor

eald:
"It is hardly necessnry here to allude

to tho cver-lncroasing Importance and
growth of our Instltutiou; Its purposes
are so cioseiy Intorwoven wlth tho very
llfe-blood of the many-sldod actlvlties
and interests of the people. both In the
buslness world and outslde of lt, that the
facllltles afforded by the New York
Stock Exchango may well bo ealled a

publlc necesslty."
An address by Mayor Low, on behalf

of the cltlzens and invlted guests, fol-
lowed, and then the members and thelr
guestn, Includlng many men promlnent.
ln flnanclal and buslness clrcles, wero

shown through tho bulldlng. Among the
Invlted guests wero the presldent and
secretary of the Consolldnted Exchange,
the New York Stock Exchange thus for
the flrst time recognizlng that Instltu-
tlon. Tho members-of tho Consolldnted
Exchange sent thelr well wlshes. wlth a

large floral pleeo contalnlng 500 Amerl¬
can beauty roses.

BEAUTIFUL BUILDING.
The board room, where tho dedlcatory

ceremonies wero held. was crowded long
before the hour set for the openlng. and
the guests were entertn.ined with muslc by
bands and orchestrns. The brokerago
offlces ln the flnanclal dlstrlct wero

cloaed nnd flags floated from every flag-
stnff ln honor nf the event.
Thfi new bulldlng, whlch Inoks small

besldo the tnll sky-scrnpors by whlch lt
Is surrounded, presents a strlklng ajl-
pearance with lts massive and beauti¬
fully carved stone pillars nnd decnri-
tlons. Tho Interior hnd been nrrnnged
looklng to the comfort ln every way.
posslble of tho members. An lmpregna-
ble vault-hns been built for the safety
of securitles, the hentlng, coollng nnd
ventllatlng arrangements aro perfect.
nnd the bonrd and other rooms are large,
comfortoble and prettlly decorated. The
bulldlng, whlch fronts on Broad Street,
runs through tn New Street, wlth nn

openlng in Wail Street, os in old bulld¬
lng. In the constructlon, It was found
necessary to go fnrty-two feet below the
lev»l of Broad Street. Snfos are ar¬

ranged In the vaults for safe deposit com-

panies. Tho bulldlng wlll be hoated In
the wlntor by a flow of warm alr. In
summer the coolest spot ln the clty out-
Blde of n cold-storage warehouse wlll be
the Stock Exchango. v

The maln board room, ln whlch the
tradlng ls done, ls 144x109 feet, and is
74V_ feet to the celllng. Into this wlll
go'fresh alr nt the rnte of 120,000.000 cublc
feet a mlnute. whllo exhaust plpcs wlll
drnw off the fnul alr. The lunchoon club,
secrotarles' offlces and other nfllces con-
nected wlth the Exchango. nro on tho
floors above.
Tlie members saw these for the flrst

time to-day, as tho bulldlng commlttee
saw to it that no inspection of tho bulld¬
lng was mnde by members before every-
tlng was ready to-day.

Installed as Rector of Catholic Univer-
sity of America.

WASHINGTON. April 22..Rlght Rev.

Mgr. Denl3 O'Connell. was Installed to-
day as rector of tho Cnthollc Unlverslty
of America, ln succosslon to tho Rlght
Rev. Thomaa J. Conaty. Tho coremony,
lf so slmplo n rlte may be termed a cerc-

mony, Incldent to Mgr. O'Connell's ln-
stallatlon, ocenrred at a meeting o'f flio
trustees of tho unlverslty held In Mc-
Mahon Hall. Canllnal Gibbons. of Balti¬
more, was the central flguro of to-day's
exercises.
As the presldent nf tho Board of Trus¬

tees of tho unlverslty, he formnlly Install¬
ed Mgr. O'Connell as rectoi'. In attend¬
anco wero many of tho hlghest dlgnltnrles'
of tho Catholic Church ln this country.
Tho prinelpnl buslness of tho trustees to-
day wns the lnstnllatlon of tho new rector.
It hnd beon decided that this should not bo
n coremony, because of tho doslro of tlio
trustees not to Intoifore ln tho sllghtest
wny wlth thn work of the studonts nt
Ihe unlverslty. Thn lnstnllatlon, there-
foro, took place behlnd closed doors. No
formnl nddresses woro dellvere.l, exeept
that of tho rctlrlllg rector. Blshop Conaty.
who presented to tho board a reenrd of
hls stewnrdshlp, glvlng the condltlon of
tho unlverslty, Iniprovements nnd addl-
tlons that wert. mnde durlng the perloda
of hls roetorship. which woro omlnently
satlsfactory to the truRtees. At noon tlio
brlef appolntlng Mgr. O'Connell ns buc-
cessor to Dr. Conaty wns presented, nnd
tho new reotor waa Inducted into olllce,

tho House, yesterday presented to Gov¬
ernor Montngue tho llarvey medical blll,
and Hls Erccellancy has fivo days ln
whlch to consldiT lt.
