..lpjcton gave a grc-nt deal to Weabihgton
nnd Eee. nnd Jockey Roblnson, a Rock-
bridge mechanlc. who amaasbd a fortune,
bequenthed $75,000 to thc Instltution.
Tfcomas Jefferson began the Unlversltj
of Vlrglnla, expendlng much labor nnd
money upon It, but I thlnk It will bc found
ufoii examlnatlon that tho greater por-
tion of the present endowment of ench of
these Instltutlons is mnde up of money
glven by men from other sectlons of the
Vr.lon. The Soyth cunnot vio wlth tho
North ln polnt of wealth, of course, nnd
J have sald nothlng ln a cnrplng spirlt.
3 hnve simply rno:int to cnll uttentlon to
¦thc fact that Southern men o( wealth pre-
fer to glve money to other causes* than
that of education. Tho Unlveralty of Vlr-
ginia Is In great need of money at pres¬
ent. There Is a llne opertunlty thero for
wealthy Southern men to nld a great odu-
cntlonal Instltution, ono whlch haa turned
out so mnny men of national fame.
