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INTRODUCTION.—Every plous Tew re-
garded Jerusalem  with profound rever-
ence,  Jor centurles it wag the eapltal
of hls nation the home of his king, the
sonl of hig reMgion. Taken captlve and
carried into foreign lands he turned nis
fnea townrd 1L In hla prayer (Dan, vi:i0),
and longed for 1t with ardent affeatlon
(Panlm oxxxvil: £) Tha Jewlsh Christlan
Hicewlina lnvell Jerusalm, ns the mcenn
of our Lord's lnst minlstey, af 1{s donth
and resurreetion, of tha churches first
triumpha- (Aels H: 1), and aa the typo
of the heavenly home (Rev, xxi: 2} Tho
alty was speclally dear to Paul. Thore
he hnd besn trained for his life work
(Acts vil! 8) Thaneo he had gone forth
as an emissary of the Hanhodrl (Acte ix:
1-2.) Hither he had returned at lntervnls
aftor his converalon, to consult with the
apostles (Acta xv: 2), or to benr gifts
trom the Gentlles (Acts xxlv: 170 It
munt, therefors, have heon with tander-
nst pmotions that he ret out, in the year
0 A. D, on hla Inst journey to hla sacrei
plaoe (Acty %xi 22: ).

VOYAGE.-—~Tha leave-taking nt Miletus
(Aets xx: 30-26) was most affectionate,
Tho Epheelan elders kneeled down with
Paul In prayer. They fell on his peck, and
with tears kimsed him. Taking ship Im-
moediately after, the apostle and  his
faithful companiona  sniled southward
{vorang 1 and 3, Tha littls Tsle of Cooe,
famous for |12 wines and perfumes, lny In
tha Aegean sen, but they passed it by,
and enterrd the ronowned harbor of
Thoden, where once atood the wonder of
tha rnclents, tha mighty Colossun, erected
threa centuri@ befors, then proatrate In
rulns. Proceeding thenes, they debarlood
nt Patarn, n olty on the malnland, da-
votnd to the worxhip of Apollo, tha splen-
Aid motropolls af the Taclans. TTmhark-
Ing on another merchant vessel bpund for
,Fhanlefn, thay pasaed in full view of
"Cyprna and landed nt Tyres, Luks, the
historian of tha pnarty, gave no aceount
of the events In that yoyngn. Whether
thare were preaching services or prayer-
mentings, or whethier the mi=sinnnrirs en.
gaged In private medlintlon, wa are left
ta conjectura,

IWARNING —Paul and his nassocintes
tnrried In Tyra seven daye (verse 4), They
may hava walled for the ship to unloapd
her eargn (versa I), Intending {o proceed
hy tha sama vessel. There were disciples
In tha cfty, who, after some senrching,
wers found, Tt appenrs that the spirit of
prophecy or revelntion was mora general
or commen in those dnys, for these dls-
clpisn Infarmed Paul of tha danger to be
encountered In going to Jarusnlem, and
andenvored to dissuade bim from hla pur-
pnza, This warning was proof of thelir
interest In tha great apostle, who then
ataod a8 the foremaost representative of
Chrietlanity nmong the Gentiles, His ex-
tenalva lahora had been so slgnnlly sue-
ceenfitl o8 to endear him ta all the fol-
lowers of Jesus,. They communieated . to
thim, hewever, nothing except) what he
nlready knew fActs, xx: 23) nt(!nn nut=et
af the Journey., But he was In no wlans
intimidated, helng under the guldanee of
the Holy Spirit.

FAREWELL~When the waek was over
Prul left the hrethren at Tyre. Ho fully
in that brlef tlme had he won thelr affec-
tlons that all the members of the Mitls
community, with thelr wives and children,
conducted him on hlz way to the vessel
(verses F and ). On tha shore they all
knelt down together In prayer<ha for
them and they for him—and a gcene not

Cirlental habit of lenve-taking was highly
demonstrative nnd  protracted.
