ELOQUENT WORDS
ON CONFERENCE

An Interesting Discourse of
Rabbi E. N. Caliseli on

Last Evening.
At Beth Ahaba Synagoguo last nicht

Rabbi E. N. Callsch spoke eloquently ani
effectively of the Education Convene»
now In soslon In Richmond, adapting lila
theme with particular reference to the
relation of Judaism to education.
In his Introductory remarks Dr.

Callsch took occasion to refer In the
highest terms to tho conference, tho
sessions of· which ho declared, were 1:1

themselves a liberal education. He made
enthusiastic reference to tho great work
It Is endeavoring to accomplish.an In¬
tellectual leavening.and noted with pleas¬
ure tho fact that many of tbe
Jewish residents of the city are seen In
attendance upon the meetings. For thu
disinterested and unselfish men In the
conference, who, possessed of culture and
refinement themselves, heeded not want
thoy are soklng to g!v freely to others,
he had the highest praise.
From this point Dr. Caliseli went on to

speak of the Jewish race lis on the very
life of which Is Intimately associated with
education and Intellectual training. Ho
spoke of the public school system of the
United States as the great heart of¦ the
nation, and while he had no derogatory
word for the earnest private school, he
did r.ot encourage thoir growth. Ills ap¬
peal was strong for the public school,
but It was equally strong for a school
that Is truly public. The lino of cleavage
between church and State sbolliti be kept
strongly marked. At times Jewish children
In public schools are. ho said, subjected to
? treatment excessively disagreeable,
Some teachers with a peculiar "Infr-
lielty" emphasise the religious differences
of the scholars, and make the Jewish child
to feel that, he is the son of parents hope-
lessly lost. This emphasis to religious
differences yhc-n there should be no ques¬
tion of religion In the publie schools hnd
mado one class estnbli-h parochial
schools and educate its own children,
while still paying the publlo taxes, nut
the Jewish people «lo not favor the paro-
chini school, and hence they go to the
public Institution.

In closing Dr. Callsch appealed for l\
college nnd university training for every
child whose parents coniti afford to give
11 to th.-m.
