IN MARTINSVILLE
Electric Power and Lighting Plant Soon

to Be Installée!.
(Speclnl to The Times-Dispatch.)

MARTfNKVlLLE, VA., April 24..The
Town Council has Just ordered tho pub¬
lication of an advertisement for bids for

a franchiso to uso the streets of the

town for poles, wires and other appli¬
ances for the transmission of electric

power. The party to whom the franchiso
shall bo granted Is required, under tho
conditions sot forth In tho advertisement,
to establish and operato an electric power
plant of, not less than G30 horse-power
capacity for the salo of power within tho

town, and Is further required to establish
and operate an electric lighting plant
in tho town, tho price to bo paid by the
town for each 2.O00 candle-power elootrlc
arc light bolng Î75 per annum. Another

requirement Is thnt the plant shall be In
operation within six months from tho
award of tho franchise, which will be
done on May -Id. A strong compnny
has boon formed nnd has obtained con¬

trol of large water power on Smith
River, and It Is understood that this
company ls ready to bid on tho fran¬
chise. Other Smith River power will no

doubt be developed In a short time, nnd
thoro mny be several bids for tho fran¬
chise. Tho price tn be charged for power
and for Incandescent, lights Is limited
to a reasonable figuro. The consumma¬
tion of this project means much for
Martlnsvlllo's Industrial futuro.

ARRESTED

Michaelsohn Charged With
False Pretenses.

CHECKS WERE PROTESTED

Sam Watters Hanged for the Murder of

the Unidentified Stranger, Charles
R. Hunter.Governor Declined

to Interfere in His Behalf.

NORFOLK, VA., April M..Adolph

Michaelsohn was arostcd at noon to-day.
lie wag placed Under arerst hy Officers
Snowden and Connors on a warrant
«worn to by XV. Lindsay Bibb, alleging
that Mlchnelsolm made statements which
arc false and passed various cheeks, six

In number, on which ho obtained the e.^sh

by false pretenses. Tlio chocks aggregate
$2,0?5. They are drawn on the Marine

Bank of Norfolk, ils follows: $395, $330,
$220, and on tho Citizens' Bank for $100.
and tho City National Rank for $??>5.
These checks wero all roturned from tho

banks unpaid, and they wore all tinted on

April 16th. The warrant alleges that thoy
were drawn and passed with tho Intent

of obtaining money by false pretenses,
und asks thut Adolph Mlo.haelsohn bo ar-

rosted and held for trial us to ilio
charges.
Michoelsohn was taken to tlio police

station, where Judgo D. Tucker lirooae
was summoned as an attorney·, and
Frank Jacobs as a bondsman. The bond
was made before Judge Mnnckel of the
Corporation Court, anel the prisoner was

released, Mlehiiolsohn was cool and as¬

sisted the sergeant uf tlio police at the
desk to read the warrant, while ho be¬
trayed so llttlo emotion as to causo the
Inference thnt he was expecting tho ar¬

rest and had prepared both an attorney
and a bondsman.
Samuel Watters was hanged till dead

in tho Jail ynrd this morning. The scaf¬
fold has been ready for several days, nnd
tho messnge from Governor Montague
to Sheriff Lawler yesterday salti that no

further respite would be allowed. Hence
all of the preparations for tho hanging
wore finished last night and tlio ominous
sign' of death was thoro beforo the oyes
and nil of the Inmates of the Jail this
morning. Tlio condemned mari arose

early, but did not oat breakfast this
morning. Ho was allowed a suit of new

clothes nnd all of the liberties that the
law permits the condemned, but he was

Informed that he must be ready for exe¬

cution at 0:30 o'clock. At that time the
prisoner came out of tho Jail, accom¬

panied by tho officers, Sheriff Lawler and
Rov. Dr. Reynolds, the colored minister.
The minister oereel a short prayer. The.
condemned man declined to say anything
and walked with a G.tp? stop to tho noose

of a slender rope on tho trap of the scaf¬
fold, The trap was sprung n-ftor tho noose

was adjusted by Sheriff Lawler, nnd at

P-.33 the nock of the murderer was hrokon.
lie was unconscious nt once, and nt 0:17
Dr. Baker, the Jail physician; pronounced
him dead. The hanging was ordorly.
There wero nbout 100 persons, chiefly
oflicials, physicians and newspaper men,

to witness tlio execution, and they all
complimented tho sheriff on tho ordorly
mnnner In which the judgment of the
court was carried out. The man was

hanged for the murder of a stranger,
Charlos R. Hunter.

Mr. Archibald D. Dabney, ? young attorney
of this city, wns badly Injured In attempt¬
ing to Jump from a Southern Railway
train this morning while In a momont of,
this city and taken at once to tho Unl-
mentnl aborratlon. Ho was brought to
varsity Hospital, where he ls now doing;
very well.
Mr. Dabney was on his return from a

trip to Spartnnburg, S. C., whore ho hnd
gone on logal business. Upon reach!tin
Danvilli· last night ho wired the Jofferson
National Rank of this city for money,
which wns remitted nt once. He boarded
Southern Railway train No. '0, which was

over four hours late. After tbe train
pulled out of Oak Ridge Station, Mr. Dab¬
ney, It Is alleged, was neon to make an

cITort. to Jump through a window of tho
car In which bo was riding. Two fellow-
pnssongers made a grab for the young
tnnn and succeeded In stopping him, but
not boforo he had badly cut his throat
on the pane of glass, which, of courso,
had beon shnttored.
An external Jugular vein was almost

severed, but the flow of blood was stopped
by tho efforts of Mr. A. S. Taylor, a

ynnng medical student of tho University
of Virginia, who happened to bo on the
same car at tho time of tho accident. The
edges of the wound woro tightly held
until Union Station, this city, was reached.
Mr. Dabney ls a son of tho late Walter

D. Dabnoy, former dean of the law de¬

partment of the University of Virginia,
nnd at one time asslstnnt Secretary of
Stnte under Cleveland's second adminis¬
tration. Ho Is a bright young man, of
much promise, and his hosts of friends in
thG city aro hopoful of his early recovery.
