TENDENCY DOWNWARD

Only a Few Stocks of Any Prominence
Got Moro Than a Point Away from
Thursday's Closing Levçl.The

Bond Market Irregular.

NEW YORIC. April 24.-DoaIlngs In

stocks fell back again to-day to near the
low level, partly, as a result of dis-
appointment of professional trading ele¬
ment over the failure of tho removal to
tho new exchange building to stimu¬
late activity. Tho falling off In deal¬
ings was attributed to the banishment
of a class of tnidors who used the lobbyof tho old exchange and directed their
trading over the railing. The dullnesi
of to-day's rnnikot was only equalledby Ils Inertia. Only a few stocks of
ojiy prominence gol a itoltit away from
last night's closing price. Tho tendencyof tho market was downward· early In
the day. Somo depression of sentiment
was caused by tho disapproval of the
newly Inaugurated freight rates from
Chicago to New York on tho part of tlio
Interstate Commerce Commission. Tho
rise In freight rates has been so generitithat It ls feared that tho Commerce
Commission's ruling ls preliminary to sim¬
ilar action toward some other roads.
Some disappointment was also felt over

tho failure of the British budget to help
British stocks. There was a strong tono
In tho sterling exchange market and
advance to within mea-'iureable limits of
the gold export points bivi a stiffen¬
ing effect of stocks. Reading was run
up a point, on account of the testimony
of tho president of the company before
tbe Interstate Commerce hearing.
The bond market was Irregular. To¬

EDITORS' VIEWS

What the New York Afternoon Papers
Say About Yesterday's Trading.
(Special to The Times-Dispatch.)

NEW YORK, April 2-1..The Evening
Post says: To-day s stock market was
given over to professional trading exclu¬
sively. There was practically no outside
support. Depressed by the lower rango
of «juotatlons for American shares In
London, the early movement on this side
was hesitating, weak and narrow. For¬
eign Interests wero again sellers, letting
go some 30.000 shares, which made thçlr
total sales this weok foot up some 70,000
phares. After It became known that the
banks had apparently made a heavy cash
gain on tho week's currency movement
the market recovered partially. This rally
was for tbe most part restricted to the
active »hare·,, Baltimore and Ohio, Rock
Island, Missouri Pacific. Pennsylvania and
the Atchlson Issues benefiting sharply by
the Improved tone. Tho oth«r news de¬
velopments wero mostly negative In char-
actor and without special Influence aside
from tho attention given the Interstate
Commerce ruling respecting· grain rates.
This hnd a disturbing effect, which was
not wholly recovered from. Buying of
National Railroad of Mexico «uid Mexi¬
can Contrai was a feature In the last
hour. During the last fifteen minutes
the market became firm, but very quiet.
wJth business much restricted. Tills con¬
tinued till tho last, prices In a number of
Instances closing near the best figures
of the day. The market was firm at the
close.

The Mall and Express says: To-day's
stock market was a distinct disappoint¬
ment ns to tbe volume of buslnoss, which
wss rathor light, and price movements
were far from being satisfactory. A low¬
er mnrket for Americans at London, with
sales of 15,000 shares for foreign account,
and renewed ngitatlon as to the Interstate
Commerce Commission's decision, caused
a, weaker opening. The rally in the mar¬
ket was due to Indications of an excel¬
lent bank stAtoment' to-morrow, nnd the
likelihood of a combined resistance on
the part of trunk line managers to the
Interstate Commerce decision against tho
rise of grain ratea between Chicago and
New York.
A-matter of much Importance to various

American Interests was a further sharp
rise In sliver, the quotations reached at
London and New York being the highest
attained for a very long period. The up¬
ward movement was materially assisted
by continued purchases on the part of
the government for the Philippine coln-
nge.
The prospects for to-morrow s bank

statement from the standpoint of the
cosh resources aro certainly brilliant, If
known conditions are to govern the out¬
come.
There has been keen competition this

week between the banks and trust com¬
panies to put out money on time. At the
opening of tho week one trust company
alone accommodated Stock Exchange bor¬
rowers with J5.000.000 for long periods.
The Cpmmerclnl-Advertlser says: To-

day's slock market, In the early dealings
especially, moved with considerable un¬
certainty, reflecting the conflict between
tho professional view that prices ought
to have some further reaction, and the
admitted fact that there was no outsldo
reason why such a reaction should oc¬
cur. The first tendency was genernlly
downward. London sent over a lower
range of quotations, chiefly, no doubt,
that the early orders cahled from New
York were mostly on tho selling side. At
tho opening here the whole list Hold off
rather sharply. The Tallroad shares wore
In tho lead. It soon appeared, however,
that there was no more disposition to «ell
at the lower level than there bad been
disposition to buy on yesterday's rising
market. Nothing this fact, professional
operators who had gone abort began to
take In their contracts. This process,
slow at first, was hastened by the nppoar-
nnco of some fresh buying orders through
commission houses, and in the afternoon
thero wero Indications that tho cliques
In the lending railroad stocks had once
moro resumed operations for nn advance,
Copper shares weakened In the afternoon
on the drop In metal prices, and hesita¬
tion was reflected In tho traction stocks,
owing to reports that an adverse decision
on the franchise "tax matter might be
handed down next week.
The market as a whole pnld little at¬

tention to special movements. It acted

effect. Commission houses had very light
orders, and thoro seemed to bo some
scattering selling of that character around
the room. Traders thought tho short In¬
terest hnd beoti eliminated In the recent
advanco and that Its absence would be
felt,

There was some profit-taking In the

Wnbash Issues and probably a llttlo sell¬
ing of stock bought to protect In the lost
decline.

INTERSTATE COMMERCE COMMIS¬
SION:
The attitude of tho interstate Com¬

merce Commission on the question of
raising rates, as shown In the report from
Washington, was an unfavorable factor.
THE EARLY TRADING;
In tho first hour the trading was com¬

paratively light with some disposition to
sag undor neglect developed in places.
Thero was sorlous pressure, but the pro¬
fessional element was less bullish than It
had been, end It looked as if the Waldorf-
Astoria crowd had been getting round
to the short side again.

THE FRANCHISE TAX:
Rumors were current that the franchise

tax law would be uphold by the courts,
and may have Induced a little nulling of
tho tractions. There Is, of course, no
reason to suppose that anybody knows
the decision, which is not due until next
week.

ACTIVITY IN SPECIALTIES:
Aftor the second hour's trading was

over, the market, which had been neavy,
hardened a little, especially as the Lon¬
don selling was over. It was thought that
the figures of the currency movement
might help prices, although aotlvtty was
mostly In specialties.
MEXICAN ISSUES^
The strength In the Mexican Issues was

fairly based on the advance In bar sil¬
ver and the decline In Mexican exchange.
This means an Increased effective earning
capacity and naturally reduces the struln

Ion the resources of the Mexican roads.
Tbe largo increase in earnings has boon
discounted In boti; Mexican Central and

Mexican National by the fact that the
fixed charges had to bs paid In Ameri¬
can currency.

THE PACTEICS:
Tho Pittsburg end of the Standard Oil

cliqua Is not particularly bullish at pres¬
ent, and sooms to think that there Is a
good deal of Union Pacific and Southern
Pacific waiting for absorption on mod¬
erate ralliée.

THE HARD COALERS:
The hard coalers acted "well a« com¬

pared with some other railroad stocks,
and bulls on them expect good things
from the March earnings, which should
mnke a very fina showing.
CURRENCY MOVEMENT:
The principal movement of currentrr this

week Indicates that the banks gained
..-7,681,400.
AFTERNOON TRADING:
Tho market showed some tendency to

rally In the early afternoon under the In¬
fluence of the largo gain of the banks on
tho week's currency movement There
was no attempt at pressure, although
there seemed to be a fair supply of long
stock on any development of strength.
BALTTMORE & OHIO:
The pool In Baltimore and Ohio was

moderately active and suceoded In giving
a rather strong tone to the stock. The
report that the April earnings would
make as good a showing as those of
March Is probably well founded, but the
best Information Is that no Increase In
the dividend at thla declaration need ho
expected.
ROCK ISLAND:
The Chicago crowd was fairly active

In Rock Island in tho early afternoon.

PENNSYLVANIA:
Commission houses report light busi¬

ness but found some investment demand,
notably In Pennsylvania and the good
second class bonds.
THE CL08E:
The market was dull, but hard at the

close and rather featureless. Upon the
whole the disposition among tho profes¬
sionals was to buy stocks on the chanca
of a good bank statement. There was
very little business of any other kind.

Then the demand quickened
on receipt of the estimates for to-mor-
row'a receipts at leading points nnd the
larger into sight for the week for forth¬
coming as expected, its effect having been
discounted the previous day.
Thoro was an active market towards

the last hour and prices showed groat
firmness, resulting In a level of 8011
points over yesterday's close with May nt
10.40. From this there was slight reaction
under room realizing, but the market was
finally steady, not 10013 points hlghor.
