Dr. Haas Left Letter to
Señora Muleen.

YOUNG SURGEON
IN THE U. S. NAVY

Dying at the Eakleton Hotel
In Staunton.

OF WELL KNOWN
VIRGINIA FAMILY

Dr. Haas Was Off on Sick Leave and
Reached'Staunton Vesterday. He
Was Despondent from Malaria
and Was Probably Led to

Rash Act by Unfortun¬
ate Love Affair.

STAUNTON, VA., April 28.-Dr. Harold

Hamilton Haas, a young surgeon ln the
United States navy, and a native of Har¬
risonburg, shot himself to-night in hie
room at tho Eakleton Hotel, In Staunton,
and will dio within a few hours. He left

tjnee scaled lotterà, to.be mailed.one to

Sc-nora Muleen, Culebro, Porto Rico.
Dr. Haas, now on sick leave, shot'him¬

self In the right temple with a thirty-two
calibro rovolvur, the ball passing through
hi«, head and lodging in tho left templo,
near tho surface. Both- eyes are shot out,
and he will probably not Ilvo through
the night, although he is now. conscious.
He Is a brother at Talford N. Haas, a

pr'jmlnent-attorney of the Harrisonburg
bar.
Dr. Haas arris ed In Staunton this morn¬

ing at 4 o'clock from tho East and took
a room at. the Eakleton Hotel. He did
not como to breakfast nor dlnnor, nnd
to-night between 7 and 8 o'clock the por¬
ter went to call him. but falling to arouse

Dr. Haas, went out on the front porch
and looking through tho window saw

him on the bed covered with blood, Haas
wrapped himself up Ih a bed spread, and

placing the.revolver at-his head fired.-He
then threw the pistol on the floor, and
when the clerk got to him ho naked sev¬

eral times for the pistol that he might
finish the job..
Dr. Haas stated that ho was in trouble

and wanted to die. Ho left three sealed

letters with, a mémorandum saying:
"Please mall these." They were ad¬

dressed to his brother, Talford N. Haas·

Kcnora Mulecn, Culebra, Porto Rico, and

J. H. Christian. Warm Springs, Va. He

left another memorandum saying: "Please
notify T. N. Haas,- Harrisonburg, that

his brother is ¿lend." He had on his per-

Eon a check for $54 on tho United States
Treasury and ten cents in money.

Dr. Haas Is a native pi Harrison¬
burg, and is ¿bout thirty yerfre old.

He graduated from the Virginia Military
Institute and from the University of Vir¬

ginia In 1895. standing among tho first in
his class; After practicing for over a

year at Joplln. M"t>., ho entered .the navy
and was recently promoted to the rank

of Burgeor», During the Spanish-Amer¬
ican war Dr. Haae was with the "Plying
Squadron," nnd had several thrilling es¬

capes ln Cuba, when tho Americans first
arrived.
He. recently contracted malaria in one

of the islands of tho Caribbean Sea, and
since that time has been a constant suf¬
ferer from the disease. He had grown
dospondent from the effects of tho malaria,
A brother, T. N, Hitas, Is a prominent Inw-
yer of Harrisonburg and a sister is Mrs.
Christian, of Dynchburg. On lest Tues¬
day ho was granted a four-months' leave
of absence from the navy. Ho was sup¬
posed to be ln Boston by hie relatives.

REPORTS ON
CAMPBELL

They Will Be Presented to the
Senate Some Time To-Day.

TIE LIKELY IN COMMITTEE

Will Either Stand Six ?? Six or Seven to

Five Against Campbell.How the

Members Wi" Probably N

Line Up.

A report -will bo made by the Sonato

Committee for Courts of Justice to-day
on the Campbell caso. It may bo said

that two reports will be mado, and it is

not yot certain whothor one will bo a mil··

Jorlty and the other a minority report· or

whothor thero will bo two, each stgned
by six members, The attitude, of Mr,,

Whltohead will decido whether tho re¬

ports are to go to tho Senate signed by
six members each, or whether one will

go as the majority report, signed by
seven members, wiUh 'a minority report
signed by the other five. As lt is, tho

committeo at the meeting yesterday àf-
trenoon stood six to flviV on the question
of tbo tegal status of the case. Six of
these take the view-that the action of tho
Houso on the case and its communication
of that action to the Senate have been
regular and legal. The other flvo, includ¬
ing the chairman of the committeo, take
thi position that the House, in falling
to enter the causes of removal on the

Journal when it votod to. remove Judge
Campbell, and in falling to Incorporato
in the Joint resolution ot removal tho
causes on which It proposée to remove

the Judge, did not comply with tho law
applicable to tiuoh procedure.

MEETING EXECUTIVE.
Tho meeting of the committee was

secret, everything being dono ln execu¬
tive session, so that no complote state¬
ment of the discussion In thíe committee-
room could bo had. In fact,'tho commlt-
teemon show little disposition to "leak"
ns to what was actually dono and how
tho committeo stood. From what can

bo learned, however, lt is understood
that four members of the committee coin¬
cide In. the view of Mr. Mcllwalne, tho
chairman, which, in brief, is that tho
House has hot proceeded legally. If Mr.
Whltohead, the Senator representing
Plttsylvanlà·. and Danville, shares the
view of the present minority, neither re-,

port' will· bo the majority report, but both
will bo-signed by six members, The thir¬
teenth member, Judge Mann, of Notto-
way, Is taking no part ln the decision of
the matter, having beon a witness beforo
the House Committee for Courts of Jus¬
tice when It was taking testimony In tho
case. While the positions of the twelv»
members participating In tho committee's
deliberations cannot.be stated with ac¬

curacy. It is understood that the members
avo divided thus:

While the members of the committeo
will make no statement on that point.
It Is expected that It will submit to tho
Senate to-day a report on tho first clause
of the resolution only; that Is to say,
as to the legal status of tha case. Tho
second olnufo of the Shackolford resolu¬
tion, referring tho mntter to the commit¬
tee, Instructs them to report also "their
conclusions on the evidence taken and
printed in the cause." Tt is not believed
that tho committee has yot considered
that Instruction of tho Senato, but will
report on the legal status of the case

first and let tho Senate decide whether
It Is necessari" to consider tho latter
clause of tho report nt this timo. It
would require very much moro timo, it
Is asserted, for the committee to formu¬
lato Its report as to the latter clause of
the resolution of reference than has yot
been given to It.
Whether tho report be complete or only

partial, or wbothor the mnjorlty favor
one view or tho other as to the legal
status of tho case, it Is almost certain
that there will bo a spirited discussion
on tho floor of the Senate to-day, if the
report is acted on at that time.

INTERNATION'L SALT
PLANT IS BURNED

Docks. Boats and Everything
Swept. Entailing Loss of a

Million and a Quarter.
(Hy Associated Press.)

CHICAGO, ILL... April 28,-Tho plant of
the International Salt Company, located
at South Chicago,, with three boats lying
in the Calumet River, woro destroyed by
fire to-night. Tho loss is estimated at
$1,260,000, that of tho International Salt
Company being placed at $S00,0uo,
Tho building of tho salt company plant,

covering nearly sixteen acres, extends
along the Calumet River'. In theso build¬
ing were stored .00,000 tons of salt, and
tho greater part of this is said to hav-a
been ruined by fire and water. Included
ln the company's ios3 are th« docks, ex¬

tending 1,500 feot along the Calumet
River.
Tho tiro threatened to spread to a nunv

bor of grain elevators' along tho river
and to othor large manufacturing plants,
but after a hard tight the llamas'wore got
umler control, About 125 freight cars
were consumed.

IS BAR TO
LIQUOR MEN

Cuts Down a Number of
Henrico Saloons.

JUDGE WICKHAM
IS VERY THOROUGH

Petitions Are Compared With
Registration Books.

ONLY THREE LIKELY
TO SECURE LICENSES

Means a Considerable Reduction in the

Number of Barrooms in the Portion
of the County Which Is Affec¬

ted by the New Liquor
Law . Olher

Gossip.

Up to this hour just one Henrico county,
saloon keeper has succeeded lii scram¬

bling through the meshes of the Mann

law and securing a license,to sell whiskey
during the coming year.
As stated heretofore, there have »been

situated ln the county some twelve or

ntteon saloons, which, located beyond u.

half mile from Richmond, had to Com¬

ply with the provisions of the new enact¬
ment and secure the consent of the reg_-!
lstored voters before they could obtain
a regrnnt of their license. Tho applica-
tlpns of these men were hold over by
the County Countr until the very end, and-

yesterday afternoon, after many' vexa¬

tious delays, the consideration of them·

was reached. Quite an ougor crowd was

present at tho courthouse throughout tho

day until'after 8 o'clock In tho eyenlng,
when court Anally adjourned. The great-!
est Interest In the proceedings preiralled. ',
A fpw days ago Judge Wlckharn an¬

nounced that the applicants would Iiayo
to convinco liinï beyond; the peradven-v
ture of a doubt that the district ,?? which'
they lived consented to'· a regrant of the
license. The only way to do this was

by un election or a petition. It would,
not be sufliclon.t to introduce witnesses
who might testify to the sentlmonts of
the community in question.
When the few'i saloon-keepers who

could meet theso conditions 'came for¬
ward yesterday thoy wero consequently .,

armed with bulky petitions. But Judgo
Wlckham was not done yet.. He Is lite¬
rally slflting- the Heitrico Jbar-lceepers
gonornlly through a sieve, and he np-
plled the Man law with scrupulous care.
The petitions were placed side by sido
with the registration books and every
name which did not appear as that oí a

registered voter was scratched oft. It
took four mon the greater portion of the
afternoon to apply this rigid but legall'y
requlred scrutiny tc threo petitions.

ONLY ONE GRANTED.
At the conclusion of the oxamlnation

only one man could be granted a license.
Tills man.John M, Sweeney,» of Varimi
district.had obtained 170 signatures to
his petition, and he needed only 165. He
said he had beon at work only threo
days. The applicant at Southard's Store,
also In Varlna, lacked ten names,, and'he »'

wns given until 10 o'clock to-dny to get
them If ho can. Owing to tho great bulk
of the petition of Sam West, of- Fnlr-
flold district, It was' impossible to get
through Inspecting his list at one sit¬
ting, ar\d tho counting will be resumed
to-day. His caso has been sot for It
o'clock. He will«, need about 600 names

on his paper.
So far as is known, the Mann law will

leave nothing else.with the possible ex¬

ception ot iFurman & West, at Elko,
whloh goes over until «the next term, It
Is understood that the other soJoon-keep-,
ers affected by the law are unable to se¬
cure the necessary majority of signa¬
tures of roglstored voters, and that they
¦«iìt go under. The court Is expected to
adjourn to-day after a short session.

locomotive works won.
Before It went Into the cases requlrina

Vigorous opposition was made by tini

Richmond Locomotive Works to the ap·.
plication presented In tho name of John
Snydor.

tinued until tho next term of tho court,
hut on April -30th the man wf.ll havo to.;
close his saloon. Borne timo ago he was*
tried before a magistrate, fined $25 and re¬

quired to give a $500 bond for selling
whiskey to minors. He took an appeal,
and th».» court Is waiting to hoar the ap¬
peal, If the decision of tho magistrato
Ih sustained the Méense will probably be
refused. Tho application of l«""qrmaii ft
West, of Klko, also went over until tho
next term,' by whloh time ther hope to,
havo sunlelent s!gu;uur>--s to their peti¬
tion. This concern, too, huwever, will
have to close on April muli.
