The Origin and Destiny of the Negro

Sir,.Can It be that tho world will be

much longer deceived In regard .to tho
and for what purpose was he created, are
true character of the negro?

The
Biblo teaches that he was regarded as a
beast under tho Old Testament dispensa¬
tion, but since that time ho has deceived
tho world by his likeness to man. He
Is also tiho missing link In Darwin's the¬
ory of evolution. Try him In and seo
how nicely ho fills the gap. That he Is
an Intelligent, high order of man-ape,
placed at tho head of tho animal creation,
called In tho Bible a beast of tho Held,
which locates him beyond fill doubt, and
tells us tho object of his creation. Made
higher than tho gorilla, that comes next
to him, and who can do, when domesti¬
cated, much of man's work, but requires
constant watching, made ns much like a
man as was posslhlo without being a
man, and endowed with consldorablo rea¬
soning and discriminating powers, In or¬
der that ho might more effectually do tho
work of man, for which ho was creatoci,
God In Ills morcy turning him over to
Adam to serve him ln tho arduous duties
enjoined on. ililm by tho curse, and ho
ought to bo"as much tho property of man
as Ills 'horse or his ox, and If ho were
whoro God designed ho should bo
there would bo no nogro problem con¬
fronting us, for which many aro seeking
In vain for a solution,
That tho nogro Is a separate and dis¬

tinct creation from man needs no argu¬
ment to provo. It Is absolutely certain
that God did at the creation,make a beast
that walked orect and spuito Uko a man,
and ondnvvod with "a high degree nf Intel¬
ligence, but without Immortality, and
that this beast was Evo's tempter, and
that nono besides Adam has appeared
on this world's stage, walking erect and
speaking with articulate speech hut tho
negro. Ho could not havo been tho crea¬
tura of climatic conditions or amalgama¬
tion, and could not havo been made hu¬
man, for If tho thoory of tho unity of
tho races bo true, ho would Suive to bo a
descendant of Adam and Eve, who woro
white and mude In the Imngo of God, In
the socond person of tho Godhead, In form,

color, purity nnd Immortality, and as he
In the beginning made a law that every¬
thing In the animal and vegetable king¬
dom should bo produced after its kind,
thon It follows that hy no known law
could a Jot black, blue gum hogrö, cov¬
eted With Wool, the covering of a boast,
como from a white pttlr, and falsify tlho
truth ot God's word.
Whon E'.'o appoarod on the scene, It

wnn ttcoNisnry thftt «ho bo tomptetl boforo
Adam khow her as his wife, and tho dovll
being.a spirit, had to mnko liso of «omo
onrtiily agency to accomplish his purpose,
so ho look this beast of tho field. Now,
who was ho that answers to this descrip¬
tion, If It were not tho being called
negro? That It was he, and that ho has
no soul In tho sense of being Immortal,
Is proven by tho curse pronounced on him
for his sin, "Upon thy holly shalt thou
go, and dust shalt thou ent all tho days
of thy life," I have boon asked why the
offspring of tho beast did not purta'-to of
his curse, I answer, It could not oxtetul
boyond this life, because ho wns soulless,
and lmd no oxlstenco after death, nnd
consequently could not roach his off¬
spring, In the curse not ono word In said
about Ihn horanftor or ovon tho death
of tho body. Has tho nogro a soul? All
animal Ufo Is made up of matter, mind
and spirit In a greater or less degree, and
If tho word spirit In tho Blblo means

soul, thon he has a soul with the differ¬
ence from man, bolng oxplalnod In those
.words: "Tho spirit of man gocth up¬
wards,", which Is Immortality, and tho
"spirit of tho boast gooth downwards to
tho earth." which Is annihllatlo. The de¬
scendants of the boost of the field that
walked erect and spoke like man, np-.
pears dally before tho' people's gaze, yet
thoy go on In their bllndnoss. Ignoring
tho truth of God's word, and rofuslng to
believe ho Is not human because of his
llkenoss to man, and that mistake and
unbelief, robbed tho ownor of his rightful
property, plungod this country Into civil
strlfo at frightful cost of 'blood and
treasure and turning theso soulless be¬
ings looso upon tho country, compelling
tho peoplo to contributo «vast sums for
their education, which In tho end will
ruin them and rendor thorn totally ur.nt
for labor for which alono G'or created them,
nnd thereby producing untold toublo and
a problem that tho pooplo can never solv.e
thla aldo tho groat day.
If you do not bellcvo these things, ask

yourself tho question, What place has tho
full-blooded nogro ovor filled except that
of a common laborer, seeing that uncivil¬
ized, after four thousand years, he Is
tho samo savage and barbarous man-

eating apo of Africa? If he was mado
for something higher than tho service
of man, as some contend, why does It
not appear at this late day of the world's
history7 What deceives man most In re¬

gard to him, Is tho constantly looking
upon the mixed bloods, tho product of
the white man and negro, tho result mak¬
ing them moro Intelligent and-attractive,
and more like a human bolng, and the
people generally being Ignorant of his
origin, regard him as a human being, and
treat him accordingly.
The people are beginning to feel tho

effects of his freedom and education,
complaining that ho Is getting more and
more worthless as a. laborer, drifting rap-
Idly Into criminality and yet tho cry is
educate him, reminding ono of a man ad¬
ding fuel to the fire, ho la trying t ex¬

tinguish. Why Is It that the learned mon

of tho land have not sense enough to know
that In trying to elevate him ln order to
make his elevation and education profit
him, social equality, the pulling down of
the -white man and competition with him
Is Inevitable, which will not bo tolorated
as long as thero Is a decent white man

living.
The account of the creation of man is

simple, and cannot be misunderstood.
When'God created man he said be fruit¬
ful and multiply and replenish the earth
nnd subdue It. clearly indicating t&t ho
did not Intend the earth to bo populated
by any but those bearing his image, and
while he made tho .negro so much like
man nnd capable of having offspring by
him, ho Intended that condition for their
own Increase to supply the labor that
God in his mercy Intended for man, plac¬
ing the bulk of them In Africa, a coun¬

try most remote from coming civilization.
In order that they might keep their blood
pure and best fit them for tho service of
man and the mingling of human blood
with this beast Is a foul blot upon the
world caused by man's dopravlty,

I will now give tho strongest proof of
tho beastly character of the negro. At¬
tor the temptation and curso of tho beast
called sorpent, wo find no trace of him
or Ids offspring until wo reach the sin of
Cnin, which led to the rejection of his
sacrifice, and that sin -was the unlaw¬
ful Intercourse with tho negro beast,
for thero was none other with -whom ho
could commit the sin. Tho following
verses will make It plain:
Gen. 4:7: "If thou doest well shalt

thou not bo accepted? and .If thou doest
not well sin Heth at thy door; and unto

thee shall be his desire and thou shalt
rule over him," tho masculine being used
to denote either malo or female, as Is
frequently tho case In tho Bible. The
above verse and Judo 1st, 10 and 11, clear¬
ly prove tho sin of Cain. And ho went
nnd dwelt In the land of Nod on the, oast
of the garden the settlement of the beasts
of the field, and there ho knew his wife,
who was. what wo now call a negress.
The next and nost Important point I

notice to provo absolutely tho beastly
origin of the negro Is tho fact that he
was not In tho ark as ? human being,
and that alone Is sufficient to settle the

question. After tho sin of Cain wo have
no trace of him, until we come to the
curse of Canaan, whoso sin waa un¬

doubtedly the same as that ot Cain,
while not mentlonod directly. W"* see

further on that God ordered the exter¬
mination of tho Cnnaanltos, because in
thrm his Imago was nearly obliterated
by ¡in amalgamation with tho blood of

thin beast, nnd for that reason tha .Tews
wiire forbidden to -marry nmong them.
The next mention of the ncsrrn hontt

Is In Leviticus xx:15-10: "And If any man
Ilo with a boast, be shall be surely put
to death; nnd ye shall slay the bpast.
And If any woman approach unto nny
honst and lie down thereto, thou shnlt
'.till tho woman and the boast: their
fclod shall ho upon them;" This voiso,
especially the last part, precludes tno
possibility of Its reference to a four-
tooted heost, nnd Is another proof that
ho Is not human, and so regarded by tho
Mosaic law, Remember, too, that ln the
death of the beast, llko man, ho was
amenable to tho same law, receiving his
punishment for wrongdoing by reason of
his Intelligence and knowledge cf right
and wrong.
The noxt nnd last reference to him Is

stronger still, In Jonnh tlliS, fitter pro-
clnhnliig a fast for nil, Including tho
"flocks and herds," which emhrncos nil
four-footod beasts owned by man, occur
thoso words, which sottlos all doubt:
"But lot Tiinn and boast, bo olothed with
sackcloth and ory mightily unto God;
yea, let them turn every one from his
evil way nnd from the violence that Is In
their hands." Now, It Is porfeotly clonr
to all that thero was no beast at that
Into day but tho negro who could cry
mightily to God, and put on snckoloth,
without fully understanding Its meaning.
Accepting tho Blblo as true, no man

living can provo without doubt the unity
of tho races, tho mlxod. races being the
result of amalgamation between man and
tho negro, bringing a third party on tho
scene, nnd If It could bo proven |t would
falsify God's word and corno In conflict
with tho unchangeable law of produci ¡on,
Everything being produced nftor Its kind,
therefore a negro must oome from a ne¬
gro, which proves that he Is a separato'
and distinct creation from man, am)
made only for his service, and outnlde
thnt condition ho will continuo a source
of untold trouble, unless tho government
wl|l undo hs far ns possible thu gib.it
wrong done thorn and us, by turning
them loose upon the pubJlo and giving
thorn the rights of citizenship. Ho cannot

bo put back In servitude, fnlillllng the
conditions Intended by providence, "of
them shall yo buy and sell mid they shall
bo an Inheritance to your children's
ohlltiroii 'forovor," and as long a« you
deceive j'otirselvofl and regard him as a

man and bVöthor, you have "no right to
discriminato «gainst him, «nd conse¬
quently every stop, you tnko to elevai«

The Case of Judge Campbell.
Editor of Tho Tlmes-Dlspntch:
Sir."Tho Judgo against whom tho

General Assembly may he about to pro¬
ceed shall have notlco thereof, accom¬

panied by a copy of the causes alleged
for his removal, at leant twenty days
before tho day on which either house

of tho Gcnennl Assembly shall act. thero-
on."-Section 104, Constitution of Vlr-

Now, taking this as tho chart for the
Leglslnturo In the Campbell caso, lot

us aco what has boon the course and
conduct ot the ease from Its very be¬
ginning up to tho present time.
Tho flrat thing that was dnno was tho

filing of the potltlons to the Cenerai As¬
sembly, asking, for reasons therein and

thereby briefly set forth, that tho Gen¬
era] Assembly should investigato tho
conduct of Judgo C. J. Campbell, as judge
of tho County Court of Amherst, and
take such action as it, tho General As¬
sembly, might think proper. Theso pe¬
titions or memorials were preaentod to
ench house of tho General Assembly, nnd
wero promptly referred to tho proper
commltteo In each of snld houses.
Note particularly here, that those potl¬

tlons simply prayed for nn Investigation,
without asking or. Indicating what action
should be taken, leaving that where It
belonged, to the wisdom nnd discretion
of the General Assembly.
The second Btep was a resolution re¬

ported by th«; committee of the House
of Delegates favoring an Investigation,
as prayed .or. which resolution was

adopted, by tho House of Delegates, and
Its Commtiteo for Courts of Justice was
directed to proceed to make thnt Investi¬
gation and report the result of that In¬
vestigation.
Thereupon the aforesaid committee on the

lfith day of Decembor. 1902. notified Judge
Campbell that on the 14lh day of Janu¬
ary, 1903, It would begin the investigation
as directed, and Invited him to come for¬
ward, with the' assurance that ho should
bo heard.
This notice was most cheerfully ac¬

quiesced In, and the invitation to bring
forward his witnesses most graciously
accepted by Judgo Campbell, and It will
not be questioned that he was most kind¬
ly and generousb«. indulged by the com¬
mltteo aforesaid In every wn.y. But upon
this, and upon the fact that much more
than twenty dnys' notice of the purpose
of the committee to begin tho Investiga¬
tion was given Judge Campbell, no stress
Is meant to bo laid, except in so far as
these circumstances may affect the morals
of the technical positions now sought to
be assumed. Nothing could be more easi¬
ly certain than'that there Is no require¬
ment anywhere to be found that he should
have twenty days' notice before an In¬
vestigation by one house of the General
Assembly.be begum But oven If It were
so required ho had such notice, and. as be¬
fore stated, ho not only made no objec¬
tion to the Investigation In any manner
or at any time, but ho indicated his en-
tiro approval of tho plan, and never
made, nor had cause to make, any com¬
plaint whatever of the manner In which
it was conducted by the aforesaid com¬
mltteo, composed, as It was undoubtedly,
of fair-minded. Impartial and able law-
yors.
Attention Is called again to the status

of the case at this stage of the proceed¬
ing: viz.: all that tho General Assembly
had been memorialized to do was to make
Investigation of the official conduct of
Judge Campbell with a view to taking
such action upon the result of that inves¬
tigation as tho General Assembly might
seom proper. Then the action of one house
of the Generai Assembly In undertaking
to· make an Investigation of his official
conduct can In no senso be said to be tho
action of the General Assembly: for. plain¬
ly, tho mattor Is not yet up to the General
Assombly.it Is simply tho proper proceed¬
ing by ono house to mnko Inquiry as to
whother It bo a case to invoko tho atten¬
tion of the General Assembly and to re¬

quire It (tho General Assembly) to take
action. That'Is all; nnd until such In¬
vestigation shall be made, nnd It bo de¬
cided nnd recommended that the General
Assombly tako notion nnd such notion ns
it may be authorized to take within the
purview of tho Constitution, thero Is no
case to which the provisions of section
101 of the Constitution enn be npplled.
Then what have wo up to this point?

In epitome, this: Petitions arc présente!
'to ench house of the General Assembly,
In which It Is alleged by petitioners thnt
Judge Campbell's ofllclnl conduct needs
tei bo Investigated, nnd praying thnt such
Investigation bo made, and that tho Gen¬
eral¡'"Assembly do what to It may seen·,
meet In the premises.
The Investigating commltteo mot, ac¬

cording to tho notice, on tho 14th of Jan¬
uary, Judgo Campbell uppenrlng with
counsel, and the potltlonora also appear¬
ing by counsel, nnd, ns waa proper to bo
done, In order to avoid pell-moll, tho ptHl-
tlonera, with tho consent of the commit¬
tee, presented to the committee tho spec¬
ification» of Judgo Campbell's alleged Im¬
proper conduct, which petitioners sought
to have the commltteo Investigate. Oí
these sovoral speciilcntlona some woro no'i
approved of by the committee ns innttora
properly to bo Inqlined Into, nnd so those
wero disallowed, and tho scopo of the
Investigation was thereby limitad.

and Its conclusions upon that evidence,
with a resolution, which the commltteo
recommended to ,the.Hoikc. lof Peleantes
for Its adoption, that Judgo Campbell be
removed from office. The Houso.of Dele¬
gates adopted the report of Its commlt-
tee, and adopted a joint resolution baaed
upon thnt report to tho effect that after
the oxnlratton of twenty days from tho
day on which notice shnll be served on

Judge Campbell.tho notice to be accom¬

panied by a copy of the cauBOs alleged
for hla removal tho General Assembly
would proce«:id to act upon the question
of his removal.

Joint resolution of the IIouso of Dele¬
gates, and.thua hnd (Inclined to go any
further with this matter, would'not that
have been a completo ond Of the wholo
matter right then nnd there? Undoubt¬
edly it would have been.· Heneo It Is

plain that tho timo for tho notlco of

twenty days to bo given under section
101 of the Constitution, did not arrive, as

It could not, until niter the Sonato hnu

concurred In tho Joint resolution of the
House "to proceed."
Tho SenaUi, having concurred In the

joint resolution "to procood," each houso
served Judgo Campbell with notlco, "ac¬

companied by a copy of tho cnusos al¬

leged for lila romoval," In exact accord
with the requirement of the Constitution;
and after the expiration of tho twenty
dnya from tho day on which that notlco
wns" served upon Judge Campbell the
11,01180 nf Delegates tlxod upon tho 0th

day of April, 1ÍW1, as tho day upon which
It would "net thereon."

In response to tho notlco thus served
upon him, nnd with tho knowledge that
tho House of Dolngntos had llxod upon
the Dtll dny of April na tho day upon
which that house would "net thereon,
Judge Campboil, on tho Bill day of April,
prosontod and filed his answer 11???··>??.
In his answer thoro in, no liitlmntlonv
thnt ho has been doprlved of or lackod
tho fullost opportunity to mttko his»de¬
fense, no Intimatloti of the slightest un¬
fairness to him by tho Investigating
committee, no suggestion that thero Is
any other evidence of nny kind he would
offer, Illa only defense,· ns set up by
hla answer, Is as to the conclusion's ar¬

rived at by the committee upon tho evi¬
dence adduced boforo It, Fortunately,
however, each and every word of that
evidence was takorf down by on accom¬

plished stenographer, and hns been
printed and bound, nini was thus made
easily acceaslbla to tho mombora of the
Legislature.
Upon the record thus nuule, Including

tho answer of Judge Campbell, tho Houso
of Delegates, on the 0th of April, voted

to remove Judge Campbell, and. reported
its action to the Sonato.

Iti tho Senate technical objections only
have been. made.so fai·, and those only
as, to the mode of procedure, the chief
contention on this Hue bolng that the

proceeding has not been conducted con¬

stitutionally.
It Is submitted that the Constitution

does not prescribe any mode ot procedure
beyond this:
"Tho judge ngnlnst whom tho Genomi

Assembly is about to proceed shall have
notlco thereof, accompanied by a copy
of tho chusos alleged for his removal, ,at
least twenty days lieforo tho day on

which either house o^ tho Gonoral As¬
sembly shall'net-thereon.".Section 104.
Now, observo, notlco by the Genomi

Assembly,, with causes alleged for re-

movnl, at least twenty «tnys before
either houso shnll net thereon, Is all thnt
tho Constitution proscribes. If such no¬
tice hns boon given, tho Constitution has
been compiled with. Of cotirso, It will
he granted thnt such notice has been
given. Notice of what? Why, that olthor
house, nfter twenty days from tho sor-
vico thereof, will act.on what? On the
question of his removal and tho causes
alleged therefor.
Of course, tho object of tho notice, as

prescribed, was to givo tho judge a "day
in court".nn opportunity to mnka his
defense. And In this case he has had
ninny "days In court".nil tho days that
ho desired and nil tho opportunity for
«lefeimo he desired! and now, when ho
bar been given tho constitutional twenty
days' notlco, ho comes nnd liles his nn-
swer. founded upon the evidence adduced
lo his entire satlsfnetton, nnd without any
complaint whntover ns to Irregularity or
any kind of unfairness nn the part, of thn
commltteo, hut simply a demurrer as to
tho conclusions deduced from' that evi¬
dence.

If the Senato thinks the evidence In¬
sufficient to wnrrant tho conclusion
renchod hy tho House, let It so vote, and
then the matter will end. But It Is dif¬
ficult to perceive how any bettor dliTeront
mode of procedure could have been adopt¬
ed than hns been adoptod, so far, In this
caso,
In addition, nnd In conclusion; The pro¬

cedure In this enee seoms tn have beoti
fashioned according to the precedents In

.like cases.prominently tho Stevens caso,
And since the provision, as contnlnod un¬
der section 1IH of tho new Constitution,
just ndopted, Is, word for word, letter for
lettor, identical with seotlon 2.? of article
0 of the formar Constitution, under which
the precedents arose, tho adoption In the
now Constitution of that provision of (ho
old Constitution constructively carries I
with It the ndoptlon of those précédents.

It Is respectfully submitted that tho case
Is fairly up to tho Senato upon Its merits.

concerns are one, tho condition of the
Georgia bu-slneaa should bo taken Into ac¬
count when considering the ability or In¬
ability of the company's mills here to
pay on advance ot ton per cent.
