It was.printed to bring the
extremists fnae to faoo with tho negro
question.
We do not think thnt Dr. Jotor means

to be cru-el or harsh, for he writes as'ono
who Is conscientious, nnd as one who.Is
convinced of tho truthfulness of his posl-
tlon. But It la utterly Inconceivable to

us that a man who has been brought up

In the South, especially a man who has
had the tender care of a black mammy,
and who has had many an example of.

pious men and women In the negro race,
can como to the conclusion that tho ne-

çro is not a humen being; that he is only
¦a higher order of the brute creation," and
that he has no promise of the life to
come, Thoro aro brutal negroes; there
are negroes who seem to bo nlmost ns

Brutal as the brutes. But thoro are bru¬

mal whlto men also, nnd wo cannot Judgo
a -whole race by Individual members of
that race.

However, it Is not* that phase of the

(tuostlnn which we would «ÍÍsousb, tor In
an abstract question like thw nothing cnn

be proved absolutely. AVe ¦caiinotv provò
that the white/man has ? soul, for that
matter, or that (here Is a Ufo beyond
Die grave for him'. It Is at be^a mat-,
tel· of faith, a matter of inner Mi
pess. It Is the prnctlcnl part of'^Dr.
Jeter's article that commands the 'at¬
tention of the white people of the South.
if the negro Is 11 beast, he should bo
treated ns other, beasts are treated. Ho
Bhouia be held in servitude and worked
for the white man's benefit and prollt as

other beasts of burden are worked. He
ehould havo no civil or political rights;
he should not bo given Instruction, except
such Instruction as will make him more

valuable as ¡a boast of burden. Thnt Is
tho Inevitable conclusion ot Dr. Joter's
proposition, and ho seems to believe that
that course should be

"

pursued.
But If the negro is not a beasi; If he Is,

Indeed, a human being, even though nn

Inferior hfmian ty,1ng, endowed with In¬
tellect, h'avlhg ¡\ spiritual nature, und be¬
ing a part of the human family, he
should be treated ns a Immun bolng; ho
Should bo given the rights of human
being's before tho law; ho should bo given
all tho rights -of citizenship where ho
shows himself capable of exercising
them discreetly, and ho should bo given
tho chance to. live and enjoy Ufo and
Improvo his condition and lit himself for
tho duties of this Ufe.and fit his soul
for the Ufo to come.
Thero is no middle ground. We must

treat tho negro ns a beast ot burden or
ireat him an a human being.

AID AND INDEPENDENCE,
The Petersburg Index-Appeal, hi com¬

menting on tho rocent Conference for
Education In this city and on the South-
Bin educational movement, says that "tlio
problem of éducation in tho South must
be solved, not by the donation of UbrarloB
to rich communities nor by generous en¬

dowments ot tho.Jiljilier Institutions ot
learning, but 'bf peolnlary aid to the
count-ry publlo schools* of tho South, so

that thoy will bo able to maintain a ses¬

sion of six or aoven months or more In
the year luid to pay such salaries as will
atimct tho best class of teachers."

If we understand the movement nnd
tho purpose of the Northern men who are

Interested in -lt.. it Ie to accomplish thla
v»iry thing. Some uld has beun given to
1b« schools of higher education, such as

Ih* N'crmal School of Georgia, but most of
It lt«is» been given to the country schools,
ß??.10 of tho opponents of the movement
»ay that it Is bad policy for the Southern
Vr-Opl« to accept outside aki. as it tonds
to make them dependent upon thif bounty
«f the North. But the whole «plrlt ef this
movement la to encourage Indépendance,
to arouse soutlrnont ami to Induce the
t**C-payers In this community and lhat to
Increase their levy and the appropriations
'or public school purposes, The Southern
liäui'ation J<ù:ini lu the- propagandi, and
ha» done a fine work In helping to aroube
sentiment. It could pot be otherwise with
such men a« Tucker and Friuer und Frls-
«i«tU and Mclver aud Dabuuy and Alder¬
man and Murphy |n charge of the cam¬
paign, 'fhey hav« been induçtrlounly
making «¿»eeohe* and, circulating litera¬
ture and mutina with educators »nd tax-
-Mtytfi, ejiQ «11 admit that the.o has been

A general awakening throtiehottt the
South' In the Interest of the public aohoole.
The General Educallqn Board, ¡ follow¬

ing In the wake of this Southern Eiduöft*
tlon Board, has been giving money here

and there t» aid In prolonging, the school
term. But 1« almost every Ihstaheo, So

far as we know, the motley nos'been given
«vmdMlotially, tho condition'· being that a

llko amount would be raised either by
privato subscription or by publlo levy.
For example, the people of a community
agree to "raise enough money to add one

month to tho term, and the General Edu¬
cation Board agrées to add another month.
In every cose money thus contributed by
the General Education .Board Is turned
over to the school authorities, to be ex¬

pended by them. Thoro Is a further con¬

dition, and that Is that In the second
year the local appropriation will be In¬
creased, and tho amount contributed by
tho General Education Board corrspond-
Ingly reduced, and so on ??G four or five

years, Until aid from tho General Educa¬
tion Board Is entirely withdrawn and tho

community assumes tho entire burden,
It will be soen from this that tho Gen¬

eral Education Board does not propose
to givo money Indefinitely to any commu¬

nity. It proposes to limit Its contributions
to a term of years, decreasing on a slid¬

ing scalo, and In this way to stimulate
tin» peoplo to give moro and to mako full
term schools without outsldo help.
Movements of this sort do not go back¬

ward. Whenovor any community suc¬

ceeds attor a term of years ln getting
good schools for a full term, It may bo

depended upon that such schools will bo

continued, and the money, to. koop them

going .will,bo, paid by tiioi taje;-payers. It

is all a matter of education, and this

movement is not only educating the chil¬

dren, but educating the toxrpaycrs as

well.

spirits. They soerh'cd, to think that it was

more rlglitoous to havo whiskey aoid ln
defiance of law than'With', the sanction of
the claw. Tho law was a_ sham and a

pretense, but It was the law.; and the pro¬
hibitionists folt, that .thòy> had done their
duty ln malting, the' Ittw'tthd keeping It
on the books, whether It was enforced or

not,
Theroe are prohibitionists-of tho samo

sort outside of the State of Staine, nnd It
Is not for us to say that they aro insin¬
cere, but wo do say that thoy aro mis¬
taken. The question/ of prime considera¬
tion in a government llko',ours is tho en¬

forcement of the law.'-Arid thee law
should be enforced and uphold In 'such a

way as to make men respect It.
We fully recognize tho ..fact that there

Is a strong sentiment In tho'Stato of Vir¬
ginia In favor of prohibition. It is

stronger to-day than over'before, and un¬

der tho operation of tho Mann law In tho
rural districts, and under {ho operation
of tho local option law In .many of tho
towns and some of tjie cities of, tho State,
prohibition will be enforced in this State
ln the next .year or two as· never before
In our history. Let Virginia ! therefore
learn a lesson from Maine". Lot us see

to it that wherever prohibition exists the
law bo rigidly enforced,! and thnt men

bo made to obey It. Let.tho officers of
tho law to be on tho alert -to apprehend
thoso who violato the law, and let tho
courts doni--with nil such infractions as

the law directs. Lot us^qmembor that

prohibition Is ono thing and a prohibition
law another. Men are disagreed as to
whether or not the. prohibition of the
liquor traffic Is right, but there can be no

two opinions ne to tho rlghteousnoss of
enforcing o law whioh has beoon duly
enacted. It Is tho bounderedilty of officers
to see that tho law Is upheld and en¬

forced In all Instances, and tho law
against tho salo,of liquor; should bo on-

forced ns rigidly as the law against
gambling or theft, or any.r other thing
that Is prohibited.
Wo are not making a plea for prohibi¬

tion, but for tho law, whioh; to our mind,
ts of far moro consequence«. It It be de¬
termined by and by ln ono community or

another that the prohibition flaw Is wrong
or unsatisfactory, let It bo repealed, but
so long as It is tho |nw It must he en¬

forced, or we shall bo untrue to our¬

selves and untrue to the' government
which wo caro sworn to support.
