The bar-men contend that the |
vote polled at tho electlon Indicutes thut
the pentlment of the majority cf the peo-
ple Is ngalnst them, and they do not care
ta resuma businoss through o legal tech-
nicallty against that sentiment, The har-
men aro - advised by counsel that thore
were such lrregularities and that o con-
test would probably result in the electlon
being thrown out. Bui’ the ealoon-men
do not care to do buslness In the fuce
of n declded sentiment Bimply becnuse
there was & defeet In the electlon, They
recognipt the fact that tho peopla voled
them out, and they propose tp ablde by
that declslon,

matter will be probed at the time of the
trinl of tha Robort Portner Brewlng Com-
pany, who recenily appealed from the de-
cigion of the Mayor to the Corporation
Ceurt.

Gend, sprclous houses
and gordens can he had there for thres
ar four dollara & month, while the wages
are sald to be better. It |& snld thnt
wagas at Blue Ridge and Pocahpntns
