ENEMIES MEET AS FRIENDS

Renewal of an Acquaintance Made in
Battle,
(Bpecial to The Times-Diepatch.)

WHITE HALL, VA, May 2.—Cap-
tuin ‘George N. Bllss, of Tast Prov-
{dence, R. 1., has been spending some
days with Thomas W. Garnett, of Curds-
ville, their first meeting since Septem-
ber 28, 1864, when Captaln Blies met
single-handed In a eavalry duel Mr. Gar-
nett and a portlon of the Fourth Virginin
cavalry, resulting in hle capture after
belng eerlously  wounded by a sabre in
tha hands of one of his adversarles,
Bllss was enptain of Company C, Fourth
Rhode Island cavalry, and W. A. Moss
was eaptaln of Company K, Fourth Vir-
ginlp eavalry, Captain Bliss hagd formed
his eompany and ordered a charge upon
the Confederate cavalry, who were re-
treating. Leading the charge, he gal-
lantly rode Into the hend of the reglment,
cuiting right and leff, when he found
himself nlone, Undaunted, ho tri=d to
cut ‘his way o n side street, hoplng to
reloln his ecommand, Thomas W. Gar-
netl Captain W. A. Moss, Robert I.
Baber, of this county, and Hugh Hamil-
ton, of the famous Blogk IHorae, each
recelyed a wound on the head from tha
sohre of Coptaln Bllss, As Captaln Bli=s
had about galned the enveted sireet to
enablns him (o ratreat, Garnett fired his
pistol and brought the horse nf the gal-
Iant captain to the ground. Fe was lm-
medintely set upon amd would have heen
killed, but under the sign of n Free Mn-
ron Mr. Lee protectpd him, thersby snv-
Ing his life. Captain Blisa and Captain
Mora were carrled for aeveral miles from
the engagement In the snme ambulance
nnd oooupled the same quarters,  Thelr
mnde unders such ndveran
cireumsinness, afterwnrds  ripened  Into
n clode friendship, which lnsted through
the life of Captaln Moss, and wnas kept
up by frequent viglts and'a frisndly eor-
respondence.  Mr, Thomas W, Garpett
carrled  tha sabre of Captaln  Tllss
through the remalnder pf the war, and
an his  way home from Appomattox
burled It by an ol fenea, For nind yoars

The Fruit that Survived the Frost and
lce Now Dropping from the Trees.

COMORN, VA, May 3.—O! the many
varleties of wood found In. the forests of
Virginin, there ls perhaops noene so litie
used and so much Bhused ay the sweet-

aweelgum, and It ls equally ‘&s hard to
find a person who will speak a kind word
Ir lts behalf or namo any useful pur-
pose thar could be served by it.

Agk the average farmer why he does
not try to utllize his gum trees for mak-
Ing fences, out-bulldings, ete., ahd he will
tell you thot nothing short of o bell
of lighlng was ever known Lto eplit a
gum log, and that so great are the warp-
Ing and twisting propensities ofthls ape.
cies of wood ‘that It 18 not oven “fltten”
for bullding  plg-pens, But the tde s
turning, and It looks very mueh ps [f
the long-abused Bnd hitherto worthless
Bweetgum ls about to have Its day., It
looks ns If It 1s about to come to Loe
rescue nnd take the place ot poplar for
the manufaciure of paper nnd the hike,

Alrendy sume of King George citizens
have secured contracts for a few vessal-
loads of sweetgum wood—the same to be
eut or snwed, peeled and put on the Rap-
pahannock and Potomoe rivers the com-
fog summar and  [all, If sweetgum be-
comes the “successor” to poplar wood—
and this seems highly probable now-—it
will mean many thousands of dollars for
tho people of this sectlon, for the for-
eitg abound with it, and maony thousands
of eords of It can bhe cut and hauled (o
the rivers by the farmers,

As the marketlng of gim wond Is an-
tirely new here—only an experiment as
yel—the prices pald for It are necessar-
Iy low, but It {8 hoped and bslleved .ant

The fact thet gum loge cannet be spljt

PRUIT DROPE OFT,

A great: deal of the frult, mainly
peapghes and apples, that apparently sur-
vived the |ee and frost of some weels
ago, and that appeuared to be uninjured,
14 now, dropping from the trees, Qne pr-
churd here, in whieh the  winter spple
trees are laden  with frult, presents u
pretty  ond encournging  pppoarancoe to
the unalded eye. The young apples
geem to Dbe In o perfectly normul and
promlaing  condition, elusters hanglng
from nearly every twlg, But “nlt things
are not Just what they seem,'" A care.
ful examination of this orehard with the
microscopo reveala the fact thut at least
0 por eent, of the frult 18 hopelessly In-
dured and will fall from the trees before
the frst of June.

A gentleman of experlence, ong who hag |

made & close study of frult and the ef-
fects of weather condlllons and insects
upon It, sald Thuraday: "Many of the
newspaper ‘reports’ in regard 'to the fruit
are very misleading. and a majority of
our people are  decelved by the general
‘outward appearances” of their orchards.
Tha fact that the fruit has net yet
dropped from the trees !s no prouf that
It 1s not Injursd. Blighted peaches and
apples generally remain on the trees until
the firat very warm spell of weather the
latter part of May or tlie first of June."
