ly. "We know nothing of the man hlm-

Belf." says the Post, In referring to this

Tennessee letter-carrier, "and are there¬

fore willing to believe that ho may bo

rude, offensive or lmrollte. Negroes of¬

ten are. But the chances are nil against

It. and in our opinion, a negro letter-car¬

rier ls quito as likely to behave himself

tu? a white one would bo,"
! ¡In other words, according to tho Wash¬

ington Post, a white man ls Just as apt

to make a brutal assault upon an unpro¬

tected whlto woman as a negro is!

That proposition is so absurd and so of¬

fensive to every Southerner that it is

not to bo discussed. The Post ls wel¬

come to Us view, but the newspaper

which holds to such views Is incapable of

passing Intelligently upon a question like

this. It tho Post thinks thnt the state¬

ment ot Congressman Gaines ls silly or

(¿raggelateci, lot It send a representative
around through tho rural districts of the

South and Interview whlto men hero nnd

there, and it would come to a different

conclusion.

Judge

Hargis Is the county judge, nnd the

Louisville Herald saya thnt on the day
of the assassination ha had gone over to

the courthouse to try a negro who had

f.Ted his pistol ln the corporato limits. He

Imposed a fine, and tho negro offered ?

twenty-dollar note In payment. Tho judge
nnd tho sheriff went out and had the note

changed ,and after deducting the costs,

returned tho balance to tho nogro. When

the assassin's shot was fired, Judgo Har¬

gis nnd Sheriff Callaban nro reported by
witnesses to have drawn their pistols to

bo ready for anything that might happen.
"The poor negro was finca Tor shooting
off his pistol In the city limits," says

tho Loulsvlllo Herald, "while the judge
who fined him was himself -violating tho

law by carrying about a concealed
weapon. Tef he was not flnod for it.

The officer who swore to obey tho law

was on stronger ground than the friend¬
less negro."
The Courier-Journal says that accord¬

ing to his own admission, the sheriff of

Breathltt county, who was in sight of

Mareum when shot down, did not lift

a fìnger to apprehend the assassin, being
afraid, as he confessed, to venture on the

streets In the pursuit of his duty. It ls

to bo said in behalf of the sheriff, how¬

ever, that he has since arrested the
assassin, and notv has him In custody.
It ls also to be noted that tho assassin

was deputy sheriff of Breathltt couny!
This is, Indeed, a most distressing state

of affairs. When officers of tho law ln

violation of the law carry pistols ln their

pockets, and when an officer of tho law

cowardly assassinates a citizen by shoot¬
ing him In tho back, how can it bo ex¬

pected that tho law will be obeyed and

upheld by tho plain citizen?

THE RISE IN COTTON.
The president of threo large cotton mills

in Columbia, S. C, who has been large¬
ly instrumental in developing the cotton-

mi:! Industry, anticipates a general shut¬

down In New England and ln many South¬
ern mills bceauso of tho high price of

raw cotton and low prlco of cloth, He

says that by selling cotton on hand the

mills can make $15 per bale profit, while

tho loss on tho manufactured product
would bo $1"> per bale. This is a question
of serious consideration for tho entire
South. At various times suggestions have
been mado that the cotton planters form

a trust In order to limit the supply of
raw material and fix the price. Such a

trust, If practicable, might benefit tlio

cotton growers for a time, but In tho end

it would prove disastrous. Tho South has
practically a monopoly of the cotton-pro¬
ducing Industry, and It will continue so

as long ns sho will raise a bountiful
supply of raw cotton at reasonable prices.
But If sho should limit tho supply and
put up the prlco sho would not only cur-

tall operation in the manufacturing In¬
dustry, but sho would Invite and oncour-

nge competition in the producing Industry
lu Egypt nnd other lands. A plentiful
supply of cheap raw cotton Is the secret

of success ln the cotton Industry for tho
South, and Is and will continue to bo, so

long as It lasts, a great blessing.
