DR. KERR
TO LEAVE
RICHMOND

Accepts the Call to the
Baltimore Church.

HE INFORMED HIS
CHURCH LAST NIGHT

HIs Reslgnation Is to Be Pre-
sented on Sunday Night.

WILL TAKE EFFECT
LAST OF THIS MONTH

Itis Understood That Dr, Kerr's Deter-

mination Is Irrevocable and His
People Will Sorrowfully Ac-
cept the Determination

Reached by Him.
Regret General,

After a minlstry of nineteen years or
more in thls cfty, the Reyv. Robert F.
Korr, D. I, the dlstingulshed pastor of
the First Presbyterian Chureh, will leave
Richmand, perhaps this month, to assume
charge of the Doundary-Avenue Fresby-
terlan Chupeh, of Baltimore, to which he
haa recently recelved m second call

4'he  offielal announcement from Dr,
HKerr was made last night Lo a regular
sesslon of his church, at which only the
oflicers of Lthe congregation were present
To these elders he made tho slmple stite-
mment that a stern senze of duty com=
pelled him to sever old ties, however pain-
ful the parting might be, and tade up his
work in the Baltimore fleld. Everythlng
thal could be sald was sald by the mem-
bers of the congregatlon; every testimo-
niil that love and affection could make
was made, but éven while the elders thus
tried to change the determindtion of thelr
pastor, they  recognized @ the incvitable,
v, Kerr had decided finally and utterly
that ke would leave, and hls resignotion
{s finnl, So far ns the elders could act, It
was seeepted Jast nlght, and since fur-
ther effort io retaln the beloved pastor
Is uscless, none will be made,

On Sunday next Dr. Kerr will preach
at the Firgt Church ai ithe morning ser-
vice, after which a meeting of the con-
gregation will be held. At this time the
resignation will be formally submitted,
to ke effect the latter part of the pres-
ent month. In view of all the circum-
stances, it will probably be accepted by
the church. There ls, perhaps, not in ex-
{slence a congregation more attached to
its pastor than the IMrst Chureh peopla
to Dr. Kerr., But they, llke the elders,
will without doubt realize that he has
deedded his course, and though much Te-
gretting his deelslon, they will place no
further abstacle in his path.

Like his people, Dr, Kerr himself {s dla-
treesod nt the parting. During the nine-
teen years strong tles have sprung up, to
gaver which 18 to him, as to the others,
a painful task. “A stern genge of duty”
he eald last night, “'ls the only thing that
moyes me.’’

A GREAT SURPRISE.

Te the public at large, 85 well as to hils
copgregation, the announcement of tha
coming departure of Dr. Kerr will come
as 0 stertling surprlse,  Recent events
prior to the second call seemed ito have
cleged the door upon any poseibility of
hia leaving Ttichmond, and not even his
eollcagues among the ministry here would
believe that he contemplated anything
Hke a reslgnation.

The first movement from Britimore to-
ward gecuring Dr, Kerr came something
over 1wo  weeks nago, when, as duly
recorded At the tlme, the Boundary-
Avenue Chureh, & powerful congregation
fn the Monumental Clty, extended to
him its first call [o become its pastor.
Iven at that iime there crept abrond
the impression that Dr, Herr meant to
leave, nnd this impression inspired o
dosperate effort, which succesded In' its
abject, to keep: him liere, From every
gection letters, resolutions and the ke
poured in upon him, untll {* secmed fhat
he would be flooded benenth them all if
he did not hurry and declde fo remalin.
Thig he did eventually, and the mattar
was ronsidered ns settled.

A few days agn came & second and
more Insistent cell from the Baltimero
ochurch, and this time Dr. Kerr does not
decline {t. Local ministers, or such as
expressed  themselves, reouted the Idea
that he intended to consider | seriously.
To them, as 1o many others, the sur-
prise attending the announcement will
be great.

HIE WORK HERMT

The worl of Dir, Kerr In this eity hng
heen of a most notable kind, TIls Influ-
enca has for years been felt throughout
the olty, and the withdrawal of that in-
fluence will create s stranga want,

Dr, Kerr la s natlya of Greensbaoro,
Ala, He waa educated at Willlam Jewel
College, in Mlssourl, from which he was
gradunted In 1870 with tho degrea of
T. A, Fa nttended Union Theologieal
Semlnary, in this Btate, and was lleensed
to pronch In 1872 by the Presbytery of
Nashyille. In 1874 he was ordalned by
the Presbytery of Lafayetip and became
pastor in Lafayette, Mo, Later he filled

pastoral charges  in Thomasville, Ga.,
Savannah, Gua., and Tabb-Btreet Church,
Petersburg.

On Yebruary 8, 1884, Dr. Kerr came
to Riehmand to take charge of the Flrst
Church here. Sinee that time he has
peen steadily at work In Rlchmond, and
the evidenees of his good work have been
widespread, The degreo of . D. was
conferredd on him by Washington and
Lea University, ITe oceuplnd Important
positions on varlous church boards and
wad only westerday re-clected president
of the Board of Trustees of Union Then-
loglenl  Bewmlnary,  These  positlons he
will, of course, have to reslgn when he
enters the Northern Churol, Dr, Kerr

When tha ballot was finally announced,
Insuring the apprropriation and the ultl-
mate e¢rection of the Battle Abbey In
Richmond, applauss resounded through
the Counctl chamber, the enthusiasts
being equally es manifest as when the
initlatory step was -taken by the Com-
mon Counell,

Opinlon from Mr. Pollard,

As a precautionary measure, Presi-
dent Turpln had called for an opinion
from City Attorney Pollard on thas legul-
ity of tho contemplated appropriation.
This paper, & copy of which is glven be-
low in full, set forth that before the
Councll ecould appropralie any sum look-
ing to the grection of the Battls Ahbey
in Rlechmond, tha Genersl Assembly

NO LABORERS
TO BE IMPORTED

Stringent Order Against Busi-
ness Men’s Assoclation,
CANNOT SEEK FOR
FURTHER COURT ORDERS

These Are Only a Few of Restraints
Put Upon the Defendants in Order
|ssued on Petilion of Counsel
for Labor Unions in Omaha,
More Stringent Than
One Against Them.

OMAHA, NEB.,, May 12—Judge Dickin-
gon, In the Distriet Court to-nlght, on ap-
plieation of John O, Yelser, an attormey
repreaentlng the labor unions whoze mem-
bers are on strike, lssued an injunction
against the business men and proprietors
oven more sweeping Lhan that lssued by
the Federal Court against the unions last
week.

The order restrains the busine=s men
from refusing to sell gocds to deslera who
empioy unfon labor, prevents, them from
boycotting unfon labor, requires the Bua-
{ness Men's Assoclation to ceasa to hold
metlngs or conspiring agalnst the unlons,
or in any way interfering with the uniona
in the management of thelr affalrs.

The order of the court restralns the bhus-
iness or person.of any employer of mem-
bers of cros scomplalnants’ union or mem-
ber of labor unlon, or any person who
may employ or deslre to employ such
unjon men, or from refusing to sell com-
moditles and supplies of merchandlss to
employers of such union labor and from
aiseriminating against such persons in
the prices charged for any such com-
modities. o 3

“garond—From threatening or Intimi-
dating ipeny’ mii.ner doy parson into
joining the sald Business Men's Associa-
Hon or any orgunizations to join labor
unions.

“Third—From threatening or Intlmidat-
ing any person who may have hecome &
member of sald assoclatlon or organizi-
tion, if he employs organized labor or rec-
ognizes labor, unions, Inte digcontinulng
suel employment.

“Fourth—From Imposing any fines upan
{ls members or any person for violating
any agreement mot te employ organized
labor or not to recognize a labor unlon.

money to offlcers or members of unions,
directly or Indlrectly, as a bribe to do
or not to do any agt in pursuance of any
agresment with any of sald defendants
acalnst such unlons.

slstent with the new act.

Tho Governor claims in hls etatement.

Contlnuing ha says:

“The LI In Its applleation s not con-
fined to officlals, but affects as well the
citizen or buslness man, whose conduct
canstitutes no part of the right of the
publle to Information. The. corporation
officer who has been falsely charged with
crime; the manufncturer who s falsely
accused of belng o drunken brawler; the
~woman whose domestie griefs have boen
unfeelingly parnded, or whose chastity
1# Improperly suspected; the student. who
has heen falsely nccused of murder: the
clergyman. wha hera been cruelly ma-
ligned; the qulet eltizen. whose pence of
mind has been destroyed by the publica-
tion of evil gossip; the merchant. whose
credit hns heen affected by groundless
rumors; the sufferers from reckless, but
not neceszarily mallelous publications are
glven the rlght not te prohibit publica-
tlon, but to recover the damages which
‘they have sustalned, provided they prove
negligence or lack of eare on the part of
the publishing newspapers,  All of these
are Instances of what has, in foet, re-
cently occurred.
