RESIDENTS ARE

Electric Light.Plant, Put Out
of Commission.

MULE DROWNED ON

Skiffs and Maphtha Launches Went
About Removing People from Sub-
merged Houses— Damage Can-
not Be Accurately Estimated.

JACKBONVILLE, FLA, May 13.—Tha
rain which hed been falllng Incessantly

all day wvesterday and all last night as-|

sumed this morning about daybreak al-
most the proportlons of & cloud-burst
and when the cltizens prepared to lenve
for thelr places of business many of them
found lhelr homes completely surrounded
by water.

But these wers not the unfortunates,
Many were driven from their resldences
or forced to go to upper storles by the
water that In some cnaes reached tha lev-
el of the firat story windows.. In all as
much as one square mile of the towrh
was under. water. Fully o halt mile of
Bay  Btreet, the princlpal thoroughfora
of the cily was under water and much
damage was done to siocks of goods. On
this etreet, a muls hitched to & wagon
got beyond Its dopth and was drowned
and the driver attempting to out it from
the vehlcis nearly lost his fifa.

fkiffs' and Iater in the day a naphthe
lnunch' wero plying. on Bay Btrest, re-
moving pesopla from thelr ' submerged
homes. Tho water was two fect deep
In the walting-room of the Unlon Depot
and every track entering the clty was
under water, Ons traln each over the
Fast Coast Lins and Atlantie Coast Line
came Into Jacksonvilla in the mornlng and
one each over the two rtonds and the
Benboard Alr Line and Hast Coast trains
deparied nt night.

1IN TOTAL DARKNESS.

The rain In 1its Intenslty seemed to be
local and the rallronds are not dnmaged
except in or near the city.

The famous Amherst county judgeship
mattor has at last been {inally and
amicabl y adjusted, upon the lines in-
dlcated In the forecast mades In The
Times-Dispatch of yesterday.

A delegatlon of membors and cltizens,
composed of Mr. I. P. Whitehead, of
Amherst; Hon., R. B. Davis, of Petera-
burg, leader of the Heuse Judiclary Com-
mitten In the Compbell casa; Benator
Bland Massie, of Nelson, and Dr. R. B,
Ware, of Amherst, called upon Gover-
nor Montague carly yesterday morning,
and told His Excellency that all partles
had agreed to the deslgnation of Judge
J. M. White, of the County Court of
Albemarle, to hold the County Court of
Amherst durlng the unexpired term of
former Judge C. J. Campbell. | Governor
Montague readily assented to the agree-
ment and the delegation left well pleased
with the result.

Pefora tha delegation waited upon the
Governor, o conference was held at the
Capltol between represontatlves of the
warring factions 4 ‘mberse and mem-
bers of both branches of tho Legislature,
and it was agreed that thls course was
the proper one to pursue,

The matter was urged by Mr. White-
head as the best salutlon of the trouble,
and he soon induced the others to fall
in-line.
