had, Mr. Cogblll bad gone out to look
for Mr..Watklns, who) had gone over lo
tho House to communicate a bill, nnd be¬
fore eilthor could return th« result had
been announced, and the bill was dead
for the present, but not boyond herpe ot
resurrection.

REVISION COMMITTEE

A Meeting to Be Held In This City the
3d of «June.

The Joint Committee on Final Revision
and Adjustment of theStatutes, consisting
of Senators Mann, Walker and Anderson,
and Delegates Caton, Davis and Boaz,
will meet In this city June 3d, and will
then go to work. Tho work of revision
will be divided among the members of
tho committee, and a month perhaps will
be spent In this city, after which tbe
'committee will divide Into subcommittees.
Messrs. Walker, Boaz and Anderson will
probably go to Wythevllle, and there
work together; Senator Mann and Dele¬
gate Davis, both of whom U've In Peters¬
burg, will work there together, and Dele¬
gate Caton will work alone at Alexandria,
where he will also attend to bis lnw
practice.
Judge Mann stated yesterday that tbe

new Code would not bo published for sev¬
eral years yet. It would take some time
to perfect the statutes and get them in
accurate and permanent shapo, and It
would be useless to publish them until
this had been done.

DR. KERR'S RESIGNATION

Will Be Tendered to the First Church

Given In Honor of Army Offi¬
cers Who Have Rendered
Distinguished Services.

WASHINGTON, D. C, May 10,-Tho

War Department to-day assigned names
to a large number of sea coast batteries.
Tbe names are In honor of ollicers who
have performed distinguished service In
the Continental nrmy of the Revolution,
the wm of 1812. tho Seminóle Indian War
and the Civil War. The following ore tho
butteries, with tho iiamee assigned!

In honor of Ciiptiiln
Robert 1'· Purrott, Ordnance Department,
1!. ?. ?., Inventor of the Parrott gun and
projectiles, who died Hoeiiinlmr 14, 1878,
at Cold Spring, New York. Datteri' Ir¬
win, In honor of FlrHt Lieutenant Douglas
Irwin, Third United States Infantry, who
served with distinction In the war «gainst
the Florida, killed September 21, 181«, at
tho buttle of Monterey, Mexico. Battery
Jlompford, In honor of Colonel George
lii'inbford, chief of ordnance, U. ?»., ?.,
1SS3, under whoso direction many Inge¬
nious and valuable experiments were
iliade on the best form of pieces for
heavy ordnance, which led to the adop¬
tion of Improved patterns for the United
Slates service, and who died March 25.
1848. at Boston, Muss. Battory Montgom¬
ery, In honor of Major Lemuel P. Mont¬
gomery, Thirty-ninth United States In¬
fant ry, who was killed March 24, 1814, In
action at Horseshoe Bend, Alabama.

WORST IS
NOW PAST

Another Exciting Day In the
Cotton MarKet.
(By Associated rime.)

NEW YORK, May 15.-The cotton mar¬
ket continued excited to-dny, making the
fifth day that It has kept the cotton
trade In a furore with prices fluctuating
Î1 to Î2 por balo on tho largest volume of
business on options transacted In many
years. Since this excitement began last
Saturday, upwards of 4,500 000 bales of
cotton options have changed hands in this
markot, and prices havo gono up about
100 polntB or equivalent to 16 per bale,
with no material reaction of any Impor¬
tance.
To-day, however, thero was evidence

that tho local clique Is closing Its deal,
and for the first time the market showed
Indications that the worst of the present
excitement and upheaval In prices ls
over for the present at least. At the open¬
ing a broker offered to soil 1,000 May at
11.40, with no takers, nnd then offered
July In thousand bale lots from 10.97. last
night's closing prlco, down to 10.94. De¬
spite the Influence of exceptionally strong
markot at Liverpool with a further rise
In spot cotton, thero to 12.32 cents per
pound In our market, and tho pit being
again flooded with supporting orders f.'om
the Now Orleans cllquo. prices steadily
crumbled away under continued selling
of the May option and forced down Its
price 40 points amid great excitement, to
11 cents per pound, while July sold off
about 24 points, nnd August 17, nnd the
rest of the list nbout 10 points. July solel
down from 10.97 to 10.73, and August
from 10.70 to 10.53.

It was feared that the bottom of the
market might drop out, but Louisville
houses were largo buyers, shorts covered
freely, and thero was a continuance of
aggressive support from the New Or¬
leans crowd. Later the market rallied 2C
points on May, and 15 to 10 points on the
rest of tho list, May being quoted at
11.11, July at 10.86, and August at 10.66.

MORE LIQHT ON SUBJECT

Dr. Lyon Tyler Agrees With "B. R. W."
Against Dr. Mowry.

Editor of Tho Ttmes-Dlspatch:
Sir,.I read with much Interest the let¬

ter of Dr. William ?. Mowry and the an¬
swer thereto of B. R. \V., In your Issue
of May 10th. It appears to me that tho
objections of B. R. Vf. to thn text of Dr.
Mowry's book nre well taken and ably
sustained. Virginia's conquest of the
Northwest territory ls the only real fac¬
tor to be considered by the historian In
awarding credit In the matter of Its ces¬
sion to the United States.
While other States surrendered claims,

they were cessions of nothing more than
paper claims, which were of no value at
all Ih securing the United States that
magnificent domain. They therefore do
not deserve to bo mentioned In the same
breath with the cession of Virginia. B.
R. W. Is more generous than I think the
faots permit In conceding that Dr. Mowry
hnd some warrnnt In eaylng that Vir¬
ginia did limit her claim to the forty-
first parallel, "assuming thnt to bo the
northern boundary of Virginia under her
oharter." No charter of Virginia ever
assigned the forty-first parnllel as Its
northern boundary, ns the examination
of tho chartere granted it different times
will certainly show. Under the charter
of 1606, while a claim wns made for Eng¬
land to all the territory between 34 de¬
grees and 4fi degrees north latitude, two
companies were created, whoso terri¬
torial possessions wore expressly con¬
fined tn smnll tracts represented by two
rpctnngles, each 100 miles wide by 200
miles long. In 1609 one of these com¬
panies, known by tha name of the London
Company, which had planted a settlement
nt Jamestown, obtnlned a separate chnr-
ter. by means of which Its territory wns
enormously extended. It fronted on tho
sea ooast for 200 miles north of Point
Comfort and 200 miles south thereof, nnd
extended "west nnd northwest from sea
to sea." These limits wero confirmed
by tho charter of 1612; and, therefore,
whatever rights Virginia had In the
Northwest country tinder the charters
?????,? have òten to territory south of a
line trending northwesterly from a point
200 tulles north of Point Comfort. A
study of the ninp of the United States
will show the grunt difference In area
such a lino, over diverging northward,
would mnko In the claim to tho North¬
west territory over the forty-first paral¬
lel.
The mistake of Dr. Mowry In substi¬

tuting the term "The National Govern¬
ment" In the pinco of tho actual words,
"United States of America," nnel thus
forcing his opinion upon the student bh
to tho asserted national character of tho
Union nb ovo. Is also properly objected
tn. 1 would not debar any hlstorlnn from
his opinion, but It should ho made sec¬
ondary to thn fae>t always. Whnt Dr.
Mowry stntes In vindication of his mis¬
use of words Is. In no sense permissible,
for ho certainly ought to know thnt able
Writers and speakers.sorne from his own
section of country.from tho earliest
period of tho Union, hnve donlcd thnt
the quotations made by him In favor of
? nntlonnl government Import nny such
conclusions ns he draws from them. On
the other hnnd, he cunnot but know thnt
authority for tho opposite view abounds
In archeves of every Stnto. The articles
of confédération· positively declaro tho
Union to bo a league, nnd thero Is not a
Stute 'of tho old thlrleen nt least that
did not Insist by legislativo resol vos and
otherwise upon Its "Independence, free¬
dom nnd sovereignty," even down to 1801.

At 'be very montent that Virginia con¬
summated her cession to tho Northwest
territory she passed nn act denouncingdeath upon any person uho should at¬
tempt to overthrow "the Constitution,
sovereignty and Independence of the
Stnto"
Language so dollnlte nnd preciso must

cany g(oater conviction than that which
Dr. Mowry quotes bearing only an In¬
ferential argument In favor of his Idea.
For Dr. Mowry or anybody elsa to argue
against tho obvious meaning of such
language Is to detract very much ire
the common senso which all good patriots
are fund of Imputing to our ancestors.
It Is claiming, In fact, to know tlie mean¬
ing of words and the character of tilingabetter than did thoy who were the makers
of the country.

GEN. MILES
ON THE ÂRMY

Cruelties in Philippines Were
Not Justifiable.

SHOULDN'T BE CONDONED

The Officers Who Are Responsible Do
Not by Any. Means Constitute the
American Army, Says the Gen¬

eral Commanding,

(By Associatoli Pro«».)
NEW YORK, May 16..???ß Army and

Navy Journal will print to-morrow from
General Nelson ?. Miles, In which he
says that ho went to the Philippine Is¬
lande, not as a tourist, but In an official
charaoter and the Instructions addressed
to him as Lleutenant-Uenoral, command¬
ing the army, came from tho highest au¬

thority, viz; Tho President, In which ho
was directed to give especial attention to
tho Instruction, discipline and supplies of
the army,
in referring «o his olllclal report on the

Philippines, he says: No one can have
a greater regard for tho army than my¬
self. Coming to tho subject of cruelty In
the Philippines, General Miles' letter
reads as follows:
"it Is Idle to assumo that campaigning

In the Philippines has conditions that
warrant reeort ito medlevnl cruelty and
a departure from, the honorable method
of conducting warfare and that sucn de¬
partures as have existed should be over¬
looked and condoned.
"It Is most gratifying that tho serious

offonses have not been (ximmilted by the
soldiers, unless t-hey were under the di¬
rections of certain officers, who were re¬

sponsible. Soldiers have withheld fire
when ordered to shoot prisoners, pro¬
tested against acts of cruelty and written
relatives at home urging them to take
action to put a atop to these crimes, it
will ever be one of the glorios of the
army that such deeds, committed by what¬
ever authority, are abhorrent to the
Amorican soldier. The olueots who are

responsible, using chiefly cruel Macca-
bebes, do not by any menus constitute the
Amorican army, and oliere must be a

very unmistakable lino ilrawn between
the great body of honorable and faithful
officers and brave soldiers whoso retxircls
have been commendable nnd those of
whatever station whose acts have re¬

ceived and should receive the earnest
condemnation of all honorable men."

THE CAPITOL IS
TO BE REPAIRED

Considerable Money Avail¬
able for the Pur¬

pose.
The work of repairing the Capitol will

not be delayed by the failure of the Leg¬
islature to do anything looking to or«ler-
ing repairs made. In fact, tbe General
Aesombly more than a year ago em¬

powered a Joint commission to do the
work, nnd appropriated $100,000, of whloh
a small portion only has been expended.
This commission has plenary powers
which have been In no wuy revoked or

curtailed. The Joint committee appoint¬
ed to examine the attlo reported a dan¬
gerous condition there, and recommend¬
ed that a new roof bo put on tho structure
without delay. The House failed to act
on the report of that committee, but the
point commission, of which tho Governor
is chairman, has ample power to net.
and will, it is Hiild by a member of the
commission, proceed without delay to
have a new metal roof put on the build¬
ing. This, It is stated, will cost about
Vi wo.
The complete renovation of the build¬

ing and the enlargement of it by the
addition' of wings for the hulls of' the
two houses of the General Assembly will
be mado in the future, probably by tlie
next General Assembly· AH that remains
of tho original appropriation will be held
us a nucleus for this fund and will be
added to as muy bo necessary. It Is
thought that «M.OOO or $76.000 more will
be sulllclent to complete tho building with
the contemplated additions.
It may In· slated with practical posl-

tlyrness that the erection Of a new and
larger hall for tlie House is ,·? necessity.
