it is Thought That it Will be Ganerally
Satisfactory—Ils Passage Due to
the Efforls of Delegate L.
T. Christian,

Many amendinents have been made {o
the game law of the State, the fuil test
of which §s given below. It Is belleved
that & most excellent lnw has been framed

—one thot will protect: the birda from
extermination, and at the same thne not
fpterfora  with reasonnble sport, It e
due In & large part to the efforty of Dele-
gale L. ‘T Christlan, of this eity, that
the measure wos adopled, It reads as
1ollowe:

BLie It enacted by 1he General Assembly
of Virginla, That clinpter nlneiy-five of
the Code of Virglnla, elghtoon hundred
and elghty-seven, ba amended and re-
enacted 8o ne 10 read ns (ollows:

stroy thelr nepls, eggs or young ab any
time, or to kill, ehase or eapture, or buy,
offer for sale, or havo in possession any
wild deer hetween Jounuary the first and
Getober the first, or to track or hunt
them in snow, or Lo kil or capiure, or
buy, offer forsale, or hive in poeseesion,
any winter wild water fowl between
April the fivst ‘and Detober and Afteenth,
o summer or vond dueks between Jonu-
i the first aml August the first, or any
ralls, mud heds, gallinules, plovera, surt
hirds, snlpe, snind plpers, willets, tatlers
or cnrlews, belween Jonunry the first
pnd July twentieth, or robins betwren
April the flrst and February 10th,  The
