In the Methodist Churches of Richmond
on Sunday last there began, to continue
through four days, what promises to bo
one of the most notable events in the
local history of the denomination.

Churches were filled and at
ever." hand the great and wonderful In¬
fluence of the namo of Wesley calling
down through the ages was to be witness¬
ed.

PRICES SPURTED AT START

Shorts Scrambled to Cover and All
Records for Movement Were Bro¬

ken.May Sold as High'
as 11:68

NEW YORK, May 18..This wan another

exciting day on tho Cotton Exchango, In
fact, the neones surpassed those witnessed
last week. It started at Liverpool be¬
cause trading thero was some live hours
earlier than our time, and the riso of
equivalent to 23 pointa In the price of spot
cotton in that market and 36it_0 points
in futures did not need any extensively
cabled remarks to show what was hap¬
pening there. It was, however, stated
that tho followers of the New Orleans
bull clique had flooded the market earlier
In tho day with buying orders, and their
appearance was enough to excito the
shorts and cause them to scramble to
cover. All records for the present move¬

ment were broken. May sold as high as

11.68 and July 11.24.
After closing at considerable decline on

Saturday prices It started this morning
to Jump, and before noon July had crossed
lie, Belling at 11.05, some I points higher
than last week. Thero was but one sale
of May cotton during the first half hour,
a sale at 11.40 as compared with 11.15, the
closing price on Saturday. September
showed an advance of Vic, a greater rise
than that revealed In either July or Au¬
gust, during the first half hour. In the
first hour nearly 300,000 bales clanged
hands.
July opened at 10.90, an advance of 20

points, halted for a few moments, shot to

10.98, halted for a few moments, and
then on.a scramble to cover Jumped to

11.16. While transactions In the Now York
market did not aggregate as large a to¬

tal as the record day of last week, the
market holds the season's record In point
of advance. During tho afternoon May
cotton sold at 11.6S, an advance of 65
points. July sold at 11.2G, an advance of
65 points, and August sold at 10.90, aji ad¬
vance of 45 points.
A. feature of the afternoon was the pur¬

chase of a large line of short cotton In
July, after which the entire market be¬
came excited, with prices advancing rap-
Idly. One broker had an order to cover

200 bales of May cotton. The price was

11.55, and he started in to get tho 200 bales
at the best figure. He bid 11.58, 11.CO, 11.62,
11.55 and finally 11.68 before any cotton was
forthcoming. Soori after a broker had 300
bales of May tó sell, and he sold the
market down to 11.60 before disposing of
the cotton.
The market at the close wag steady, and

PRODUCING
THE BERRIES

Marketing Is Most Costly Item
In the Bill.

THE CROP ENORMOUS ONE

Ground is Cultivated as Carefully as a

Garden, and a Weed is Fought Like
a Very Demon.Prlco of

the Land.

(Special to The T!men-r>l»patrh.)
NORFOLK, VA., May lS.-kneo-deep

In strawberries! Strawberries by tlio
wagon-load, the carload, tho boat-load,
the train-load! Acres of strawberries!
Miles of strawberries! Millions of them
gloaming red among tho emerald of the
vines.tho air of the truck farms heavy
with tho fragrance of this queen of tho
berry kingdom.strawberries the one
topic on tlio farm and In tho city, among
rich and poor, whito and black.
Tho foregoing paragraph may bo re¬

garded ns tho notes of,'a trip I mado to¬
day through tho trucking section of Nor¬
folk county, on Western Branch. Tho
farmers said that later In the season

they would discuss other things that
grow out of tho ground, but that now

the strawberry must hove tho right of
way. And well the growers may devote
so much thought and work to the berries.
Thero are many hundreds of thousands
of dollars involved In the crop. And the
men who own the farms on which tho
berries grow are not a whit more In¬
terested than the thousands of negro
men and women and children who pick
them In the field. For In the last analy¬
sis it is a question of bread nnd meat.

ENORMOUS CROP.
The crop this year is enormous. Its

value is conservatively estimated at ono

millions dollars. Tho prices have all
along been generally higher than In
years. The crop lias ripened very slowly
and gradually, bo that It is possiblo to
pick the fields clean every day. In ordi¬
nary years, especially towards the latter
end of the season, a great many berries
are lost through the crop ripening bo

quickly it cannot be gathered before
spoiling. As usual) this year, there has
been difficulty experienced in securing
labor, but thero has been no great com¬

plaint on this score, nnd the crop has'
been well tnken care of. As a result, the
farmers have secured large returns for
berries received In market In flno condi¬
tion.
Though prices have been so good, It

must not be thought that what the farm¬
er gets is all profit. It costs more to mar¬
ket strawberries than wheat or corn or

potatoes. For this aristocratic member
of the vegetable kingdom has to be
treated with utmost eve In pvery period
of Its life, especially when It Is In the
fullness of matured perfection. The
hundreds of negroes sprawling out In n

field, filling square quart baskets with the
berries, appear to be quite careless In the
manner of handling them, but when they
bring the boxes to the shed, it is ob¬
served they set them down with great
care, nnd that a crushed berry cannot
be seen. And so on until the fruit Is on

the table, tempting the palate of the.
consumer. The quart baskets are care¬

fully packed in crates of sixty each,
and tho top of the big box Is locked. If
the average baggageman were half as

careful of the trunks committed to his
care as the farmers and freight handlers
are of the strawberry crates, tho term
baggage smasher would not be so com¬

mon nnd so appropriate. The brawny,
sweating stevedores trundling truck-
loads of crated berries in the freight
sheds in this city do not appear to lie
exercising coro in the operation, but it
may be noticed that each of. the big
boxes Is placed on the truck and lifted
off ns though it ¿contained Venetian
glass or Sevres chlnn.

EXACT CALCULATION.
The cost of producing strawberries for

market, while considerable, has the ad¬
vantage of being capable of exact cal¬
culation. Mr. John H. Bassett, who re¬

sides on a magnificent farm of 213 acres,
several miles from Portsmouth, called
attention to this fact to-day.
"After you have your field of straw¬

berries." he aald, "you can nlwnys count
on it costing two c^nts a quart to havo

N. a, was the first tribute paid to the
warriors of the Confederacy, and the
