As to the politieal question, the South
has attempted to settle that In & way
reasonably satlsfactory to Itself and in
a wny It belleves will prove reasonibly
satlsfactory for the North.

“In ons way or another we have taken
the ballots from the illiterate negro, not
alona for polltical beneflt, but, a5 we be-
lleve, for his good and for our own sal-

““The question of reductlon of Bouth-

HE SHOOK OFF ITS DUST

Foreseaing What Must |nevitably Gome,
Two Decades Ago Ha Left Home
and Kindred for Free Amerlca.
First Cousin Among Dead,

Mr. D. Hplgel, of No, 2i2 Iiast Droad
Bireat, 1s glad enough that two docades
fign he packed his trunic and shook the
dust of Kishineff from hla fest forever,
3ut ho la desply grieved over tho fate
of frlends aud relativea in that unfortu-
nato Russlan elty, and mourns the death
of ‘a flrat cousin, whila his blood balld at
tha outfages dommitted upon the innocent
and blameless people of his race.

Mr. Hplgel Is not alono In his oritiolem
and sympathy for the far distant sufter-
orE, na 18 evidenced by the sum of 3100
already raleed for thelr rellef and the
enthuslniam which s belng displayed over
a dance and musleale at Snenger Halle,
which will ocour to-night.

Twenty-threa yenrs ngo Mr., Splgol came
over to this country from Russia, sattling
in Richmond, Ha regarded this as the
conter nf the tobnces belt, and waa deeply
interosted in the growth and manufacturs
of tha weed. Klshinpff wos at that tims,
and atill lp, In the heart of a belt some-
what similarly loeated as Richmond, the
enll belng a good preducer of tobaceo,
¥la had been engaged In cultivating thils

ir, Bplgel was prompted to leave XKigh-
fnefl and Russin prineipally becauss he
ohearved the tendenay of the government
At St. Petorsburg to suppresa thoso of
his religlous bellef,  His foresight told
him that In  time it would amount to
outrageous persecttion, when' thelr lands
and storehouges would he worth nought.
