TOWN AND PEOPLE
BOTH DESTROYED

Two Thousand Lives Lost In
Earthquake in Aslatic
Turkey.

(By Apsoclated Press.)
CONSTANTINGPLE, May 28.—Advices
whiech reached hers to-day from Asla-
tia Turkey show that A& terrible earth-
quake occurred April ™th ot Melnzgherd,
in tha Vilayel of tha Van, eighty mlles
sotheast of Erzoom, on the Euphrates,
The town was totolly destroyed, with
{is entire population, numbering 2,000
souls, Including 700 Armenians, as well

ag the tropps forming the garrlson of
Melezgherd. In wdditlon, over 400 houses
In nelghboring villages collapsed.

A somewhat severa sarth shock was falt
here this morning, but no damoge was
done.

LONDON, May 28—~The Foralgn Offca
hers to-dany recelved some detalls from
tha TBritlsh consul at Ezroom regarding
tha recent earthguake At Dlelazgherd,
accordlng to which n strong earth shock,
lnating thirty seconds, was felt In the
morning of Aprll 20th throughout {ha
entlra district between Lake Van and tha
Russian frontler, and a8 far west as
Kharput, Tha town of Melazgherd, con-
slsting of flve hundred houses, was de-
stroyed, and much hovon was wrouglt
In tha surrounding villages. Colonel
Khalll Bey, commanding tha garrison
nt Melazglierd, with hls whole family;
threa other ofMcers and elghty soldiers,
perished In tha rulns. Tleutenant-Cnl-
onel Taylh Bey, whose famlily perished,
becama Insane,

THa telegraph operator who sent the
news of the catpstrophe Bald he himself
was badly Injured, and that his wife and
slater had been killed,

Dr. Pltt hes Just reachod Richmond
from Buffalo, whers ha went @3 chalrs
man of an Important committes to ot-
tend the annual sesslon of tha Northern
Baptiat annlversaries, which correspond
with the Southern Baptist Conyention, Ha
returhs rather amazed at what ‘ha saw
and henrd, Two years ago, when he at-
tended the same meeting In' Bnringfleld,
the first thing ha eaw when he enterad
the chureh wna A negro woman on tha

latform making a spoech, 8he =ons from
‘Hartshorn <Collegs, Rlchmond, ‘and she
wag making fun of some Sonthern whites
to the great dellght: and am:--
the audience, which had senttered
it a largn number of nagrocs,

CONDITIONE CHANGELD.

This sear tha condltlons wera  very
much changed. Diring Dr. Pltt's stay.at
tha meetinga only two or threa negrond
wern pragent, and they wara dacidedly
relegated ta the rear. There was but ona
negra speaKer, and he was A proacher
fram Virginla, Rev. Walker, held In high
erterm by the whites In this seetlon for
hig goodness aof Heart and his goordnaess of
genas an well, The siriking contrast be-
tween the two mcetings consed Dr, Pitt
to metitute Inqulrles, and he talked. pri-
vately with a number of ths most prom-
fnent men present. The result syas that
ha eame away with the eonvietion that
Worthern men are steadlly comiag over
te the Bouthern vlew of the negro prob-
1em. Ewvery man to whom Dr, Pitt apoka
thought universal suffrage a mistake, and
expresspd the bellef that it was doing the
negrn more harm than pond.

Tn find one of tha causes enniributing
to affect this wonderful change among
Northern Baptiafs It {s not necersary to
zeck for. TFrom Richmond tn New York,
all’along the coast, thers stretclies a cor-
don of Bouthern preachers who have be-
come pastors of Northern churches, A
great number of them are from Virginia;
