Rev, Dr. C. S, Blackwell Tells How
Ruin Has Overtaken Those Nations

Rey, Dr. %, K Rlackwell preached a
most Interesting sormon  Bunday night
at the First Baptlst Chureh of Norfolk,
hla gubjeet belng “The Jews Vietims and
Victors In the Trageay of History.” le
Bald:

“The angel of the Lord appeared unto
Moses Ina flama of fire out of the midst
af n bush, and he looked, and behold, the
bush burned with nre, and the bush was
not And Moses sald, I will
turn palide and geo thin grent slght, why
1ihe Lush 18 pot burnt. * * * And the
Laord sald put off thy shoes from off thy
foal, for the ground on which thou stand-
ezl Ig holy ground."—Exodua §:3-5,

With uncowvered heads nnd unsandaled
feal let ud draw aslde and 1 this
burning, but unconsimed h—which
roprosenls  tho  Jowlsl racs  passing
through cenlurles of hottest fires of hate
Hnd' perscculion, and yet stil Auorlshing
As no her raco of men. Why 16 the
bush not eongumed? Is the tira not  hot
enough? Far thirly-slx hundred years
one-half of the (fme one-half of the
Jewlsh raea has Hved In eaptivity and
exile. Hated, persecuted, banlshed, wrong-

prinee, temple nor government they could
call thelr own. yel the-Jews hava outlived
tho tyrants who have conquered and op-
call iheir pwn, yet the Jews hgve outllvad

HECRET OF VIRILITY.

Tha secret of the Indestructiblenecss
nnd virllity of this race la In this: Al-
mighty God I8 using them as His lving
wilnesses ta revealed truth. I held In
my hand tha Dible—a book translated
Into the speech of every living people
throughout the earth. This book has an
atmoephera pecullnr to 1tself. Its cone
fenta deal with supernmiurnl faols. The
book must have supernatural llving wit-
nesges o establdsh IE o the fulith of men.
Bo, wheraver Lho book hns gome, the Jew
with his mupernatural race history has
&lso gone, Wherever the missionary. han
carrled nnd translated the hook tha Jew
follows tor trade mnd speaks ths sam@
tongue and reproducea the pecullar life
und atmaosphiera of the Biple. His presence
forced the arch infidel of modern Haye
to admit that tha Jew himself was the
one unanswerabln argument in favor of
the supernaturalnesas of tha Dihle,

nhle langevity:

Of 100,000 Hebrews horn on tha samna
dny, there will he 0,048 males and 40,518
feamnles. . At the end pf the first year
the 100,000 Jewish Infants will have es-
tablished In A most  remarkabls way
thelr superiority In point of wvitality,
for only B091 will have died, as com-
pored with 14,102 In the English experl-
ence nnd 16,76 Americang.

Siriking as this difference is, it will
Y4 found to be practleally malntained
throughout the later plages of life. At
‘the end of five years only 18,344 Jewish
‘children out of the 100,000 wlll  have
Aled, while out of s ehnllar number of
‘¥mgllsh children 24,870 will have joined
the great majority, and Amerleca will
'mtill keep her bad pre-eminence with
6,012 angels.

Mpking o leap to middla nge, the
Menths at fifty years of ago will hove
been 28,610 Jews, as compared wwith 49,070
¥mgllsh, and at the nge slxty-flva the
martnlity returnyg will stand at 87,442 and

E4,110, respootively,

FBXTREMPA OLD AGE.

Fut tha full forca of the comparison
Ya hardly sean until the point of ex-
tromn ald age ls reached. At elghty-flve
wenrs no fower that 2,185 of our 100,000
Jews will bo still lving, while the sur-
vivors of the English band will ba a
mengra 0,608,

This longevity of the Jews and thelr
priactieal exemption from plaguas  and
pestilences  exclied the suparstitious in
the middla ages 1o persecute them on
the ground that they were In. leagus
with tho-davil, who protocted them in
e midst of the “'black death.'

Only n few yeara ngo every Gentlla
phyalclan thought to bleed (he patlent
wns his first duty. DJut Tabrew doo-
tors dld not follow such a practiee even
in the dark ages, for Lhey remembered
how Moses had taught them that "lita
weis i the 'hlood,!' Moses had antlcl-
pated for them the germ theory and
saved milllons of precious lives.  TWhila
in tha Clentlla homea *‘opsn’  vesgels'
wera evarywhers plant-beds for 'germ
culture,” the Jews wers taught fn Num-
ters nineteen “that overy open  yessel
myhleh hath no ecover found upon It is
unclean.'”

(&) The laws of the Jews have pro-
gected them Irresiutibly onward and to
tha front of other peoples; who cares
for the boasted '‘unchongenbla lows. of
Tarlus the Mede''? Who observes the
blondy laws of dreaded Dimaco? Who
curas for the laws of good Bolon? Who
trombles before tin tramp of Roman lo-
glons, ag they come to axeciuts Roman
faws? Who so servile and wenlt as Lo
obey any of Lhese lowg to=any?

BASIH OF LEGAL CODES.

Jew, on Mt. Blnaj, Is the basis of the

Did you
never get into cloge quarters with a Pres-
byterlan speculator? DIid you ever buy
mining #tock on the representations of
an Eplscopallan broker?  Did you eyer
taka o man's word qulcker because he
was a Baptist or & Roman Catholle? Did
you never gea n Atone welghing twenty
pounds econcenled In a bala of cotton
grown by a Southerner? Did you never
find Iard In the butter sold by o New
England Puritan?

“The Jews are victors In the flelds of
{ntellectual conflict and  conaquest. From
the first the Jews set ona tribe, the tribe
of Lavl, apart as thelr teachers, They
glarted with a compulsory educational
Inw. I bhelleve If the Jew could express
hiz sentlments, he would lmpeach any
body of law-makers that dld not glve
every 1and In which ho lives a compul-
sory common =chool law, without regard
to the falge senliment that prates of ‘per-
gonal Hberty’ and ‘parental privilege.'

OF BRIGHT INTELLECT.

“New York Bun: ‘It is nolabls that
agaln this year, ot the girle from the
publle schools who have passed the en-
tranco examination to the nermal college,
the majority, as thelr names indicate, are
Jews.

Neander, tha great church historian,
was a Jew; Napoleon's marshals, Boult
and Massena, were Jows; Bplnoza and
Malmonides, two of the greatest philos-
ophery, omitiing ¥Kant, sinee the daya
of Plato, were Jews, In musle, Mendel-
seohn; Meyerboar, Rogsinl and Rubensteln
stand at thae front.

“Money: ‘The grent speculators, mn-
nipulntors and trust combiners of the
world are not Jews, The men who have
piled ‘up mlilllons by such methods are
not Jews, They are Morgans, Rockefol-
lers, Hills, Clarks, Gnated nnd other gen-
tiles, who form the lobby gang in the
leginlntive halls, The Jew !s & Janker,
n marchint, a financler, pure and simpla,
By hia dlligence In businesa he has coms
to stnnd before kings, A fow years since
thre housa of Rothschilds was applled to
by ths Russian government for o loan,
The eldar Rothschlld went to Bt. Pelers-
burg, where was walted on by the
Minister of Finance of the Ilusslang, Count
Canerin, a Jew of purest Hebrew do-
seant. Tha loan war connected with the
affalra of Bpoin, and Rothechild procead-
pd to Madrid to confer with the Bpanlsh
Minister of Finance, Count Mendazibll,
a Jaw of pure Hehrew descent, Thence he
went to Parls, whers hs conferred with
Mnrshal  Bault, at the head of TFrench
finance, and o Jow of purest. blood,
Tha final Interview was held ot Berlin
with the Minlster of Finunce of the Prus-
slan government, Count Arnlm, another
Jew of purest hlood. The bloadhounda
of ‘war In Europs are held In leash by
Jewlsh purse-strings. They ara thua the
conservalors of tha world's peace,

Tha eecond generatlon of Ho-
brews are as thoroughly American as if
they wera of Plymouth Hock or James-
town descent, Our wlsdom {s welcoming
them  when oppressed in other lands.

MANY WELLS BEING SUNK

No Danger of Pumps Being |dle on Ac
count of a' Lack of Malerial—Other
Industrial News of the
South,

(Bpecial to The Timea-Dispatch.)

BALTIMORE, May D—Approach to
completinog at & coat of mors than §1,-
0,000 of a pipe line system to furnish nn
outlet for the oll of the Tennessee-Kan-
tucky fields lends the corrsepondent wt
Barboursville, Ky., Lo nesert that the next
fow months will largely determine what
part theas two Btates will tnke In oll
production. Ho writesa:

“Thers are already enough wells drill-
ed 1o make a good showlng for some time
to come, and with the large gmount of
oll nlready on the surface In {he yarlbus
duvelopments, thers 18 no danger of the
pitmps being 1dle on account of & scarcity
of tnaterlal. On an estlmats, Lhere are
now nt jeast 400,000 barrels of ofT in slor-
age tanks In the varioua felds awaltiug
the completion of tha llne. Thid does
not Inelude the smalltr tanka In some
of the wild-cat developments, At Bomer-
wet thers ore 225,000 barrels of oIl In ten
Alorage tonks, the productlon  of  the
Wayne county, Ky, and the Tennessce
fleld, This oll I8 the accumulation of over
n yoar, T'he Knox county fleld hoas pro-
duced about 60,06 barrels  durlng  the
past two or three months, which produc-
tlon 18 slered at Boarboursville. In the
central developments there s o vast
quantity of oll, and storage capacity at
all polnts 18 becoming limited. However,
the pressure will soon be relleved,

ON INCREAEE,

‘"With the Impetus gh'en the work by
recent wild-cat sirikes In new territory,
and tha fact (hut many companies ore
Just mow heginning to do Actlve work,
field operatlons are on the Mnerease In
all sectlions. In the southenstern dlatrlets
actlvity |8 evident all along tha line be-
lween the Btales of Kentucky and Ten-
nessee, nnd In the territory the Btandard
{a beginning to operato under the nanse
of the New Dpminlon O] Company. Ten
drllling rigs have been shipped Into Cume-
herland county by this concern. and a
good production wlill rapldly be obtnined
nnd that will mean tha extenslon of the
pipe- line to that territory. In the older
developments of Wayno and Knox coun-
tles good producers are belng drilled every
day, and the output iy Inereaslng. In
Waoyna eounty during the three weeks
pRst obout twenty wells have been drifl
ed to eampletion, while the pame Is true
of the Xpox fleld. Not go many have been
drilled In Cumberland, for ths reason
that it takes longer to drlll o well.

MAPIDLY EXTENDING.

In: the ecentral developments prepara-
tlong nra being.made to put.as many
wells ag posslble to producing, and work
15 rapidly extending to new flelda. In
Morgiun county, the deep well territory
of Kentueky, several nice producers have
como in lately, whily strikes In the maore
shallow formatinn of  Bath and Rowan
countleg are o delly ocourrence. In the
countles of Estlll, Lez, Elllott and Wolte,
work s progressing sysiematically, and
every Blrlke Is serving to deflne more
accurately the naturs of the oll-bearing
eands, and the numher of dusters |3 grow-
Ing smaller. The output of this fleld ls
n lubrleant, and a plpe lne extension hag
now  been made to Balt TLick, on the
C, and Q. Rallroad, and the output Is he-
Ing loaded Into tank ecars and shipped
awny. However, llluminating oll is found

algo, but not In  such quantities oy
tha lubricating grade,
‘'Operations will ha carrled on on an

extensive gcals {n whit Is known as the
Eastern District, a torritory lying off
tha rallroada and difficult to anccess, A
number of eastern capltalists are shipping
stundard rigs Into the reglon, and al-
ready a number of welli are In courss
of drilling [n the counties and Clay and
T.eslle, It Is the Intentlon of the opera-
t0rg to drlll desp holes and glye the eoun-
try n thorough test, The Standard has n
conslderable acrenge In this reglon, hut
wlill not begln work for a whils,

"Worthern capiialiats are now beinning
