The most unmanngeohle hoya
at sehool are generally those whoso par-
ents have lost oll eontrol of them, or who
do not seek  to control  them—with o
awltch.

There can ba litle doubt that an ude-
quntely guarded restoration of the rod to
the schools that have lost that potent
clviltzing  fores would redound to the
gond of the “young {dea' andl the peace
of parent and teacher allke.—Atlnnta Con-
