LIFE ENDED

Marlin  Meredith Lipscomb
Died Yesterday.

WAS EIGHTY YEARS OLD

Was Widely Known at One Time—Thras
Times  City Sergeant—The Man
Who Removed Dahlgren's
Body,

Captaln Martin Meredith Lipscomb, one
6! ihn oldest and best known ctilzena uf
Richmond, died at his home, No. 102 Rus:
ervole Street, early yesterday morning,
after a brief Nlnesq,

Tha funeral wll take plare at Calvary
Baptlst Chureh, of which Captaln Lips.
comb was o member, al 5 o'clock thia
nfternodn, and. the interment will be
made In Riverview Comatery,

The matter of pall-hearers has not yet
been definltely prranged, though {t la
probabla that A ecommittea from  the
Blues’  Assoctation, of whieh . Captan
Lipgeomb  wna porhaps the oldeat mem-
ter, will aet In this papacily: °

Captaln Tipscoml's death was the re-
sult of A general breakdawn, ha having
heen over: elghty years of age, though
It was probahly hastened by an acoldent
to hls knee, fnourred in a fall, which
eaused him great suffering. Dr. B L
Mosaley attonded Captaln Lipseomb . In
his Jast 1lness, and the phyelctan an-
nounced =everal days ago that “the en-
feebled condltion af his patlont's eonstls
tutfon swould not parmit him to recover,

AN INTERESTING LIFF.

Martin Mepadith Tipscomb seas elghly
years of Age on the GHth of last March,
nnd was onn of the most Interesitng and
unfque eharacters who ever lved In this
clty. He was a npatlve of Richmond,
nnd wias born In the western portlon of
the cliy (then the enuntiry), near Mnln
and Beech Btreets,  Tie was of humble,
but honest and highly regarded parent-
ngn, who hnd removed hers from IKing
Willlam county, {m kL {

Mr. Lipscomb, when a youth, learnesd
the trads of a brick mason, and followaed
It nuntl later {n 1ifo, when hs becamas a
contractor In tha same huslness.

Abnut twenty-flve years ago ha mar-
ried a Mrs. Ward, of this ecity, who llved
hut a short time. Absut ton years Inter
he marrled Misa Nannfe 8. Atklnson,
alio of Tlohmond, and she survives hilm,
Thera ware na ehildren by either mar-
ringa, though Mr. Lipzeomb was fond of
young people, anfl always kept soma. of,
his young relatives at hls home,

He was a man to whose 1ifa thers was
n publle =ide, which bristled throughout
with human Interest, so entiraly unlque
were foma of  tha incldents  thereln,
When quite young Mr. Lipscomb had
military aspirations, and (o this end he
jolned a- lacal volunteer company,

TWAS MADR CAPTATN.

Later on he was made capiain of tha
Mechanles Guard, and parved -on many
publle neenslone In this capaeity. He bae-
cama a memher of the Richmond Blues
when a voung man, and was perhaps the
nldest mamber of the organlzation at tha
tima of hiz death. : s

Captain: Tipecomb had but  few  near
relatlves,  Thers wna only ons brother,
and he went to Galyveston years ago, and
j# thought to have been lost In the re-
aent dlsaster In that elty.

Long  hefora the Civll War Captaln
Lipscomb  bepama Interested in pollties,
and_wap A great admirer and  supporter
of fhe late John Minor Botis, In 185
he wag himself a eandldate for publie
office, ng ha was In many subsequent con-
tests, and was elected to tha poslUon
af Clty Sergeant over the incumbent, Mr,
John Miton Fergusson, who wWag ‘a gen-
tleman nf the old school) ! The battle was
onn of the most uniqua:in the hisiory of
the elty, and at firsy the candldacy of
Captain  Lipseomb was regarded In n
spirit nf Jevity, When the wvolos wers
eounted, however, ha had wen out, anrd
wns lwlea re-clocled to the pfMee,. When
a ecandidate the fourth time ho was. de-
fonted, and taking the result phillosn-
phically, as he took all of the ups aml
downs of lifs, Captaln Tipscomb de-
elared: "I -am  satisfled; T threw my
hatehol high, but It falled to stick.'

WAS A GOOD OFFICET. !

Captnin  Lipscomb made an  excellent’
elty nfficer, and he wnn epch timo chosen
nver strong  oppositlon. The term of
offica wns then for only ona year, ko ha
served In nll only thres years,

On'n great many subsequent oceaslons,
mostly after the war, Captaln Tipseomb
appired to publio ofles, though he was
never elected. ITs waa several times o
candldate ‘e Copgrees,) and made a
number of unsuccessful efforts to regaln
s ald offlce of Clty Bergeant. :

As a spenker, Captnin Tdpsaomb'a styla’
wir altogether unique and orlgnal, and
he never Palled to draw noerowd, An-
onther ane' of s “long suita” in political
oampilEns was o lssue, lengthy addrosges
throvigh the newspapers to thea votors,
acclaring . his positlon ‘on publln ques-
tiong, and appenling to them to support
hlg oloims,

Captadn  Lipseomh  was  orlginally s
Unlon sympathizer, and  waR  therafora
appoeel o the war hetween the Blates
When the strugele came' on, he did nnt
enter the fleld, but, was'a eontractor far
the hurfal of the Confederate and Fede-
ral soldlera. And it 18 In thla connectlon
that one of the most Interpsting Incl-
dents of his lifa took place,

DIEINTERIED DAHLGTRIIN,

Calonel Trleh Dahlgren. a Federal nfll-
eoar In enmmand of o ralding party, which
wos malking s way to Illchmond, was
lelled  In Wing Willlam  eounty and
hrought Liers for burlal Captein Lips-
ecomb tonke charge of the body, and It was’
Interred 1n Oakwood Cematery.  Ctlonel
Tahlgren was a son of, the Admiral, who

won analoun Lo have the former's liody
rentored tn the fdmily, 1Ie wrofs tn
Vresldant  Davie, pendlng. 5100 to cover
expenton, and pslking  that the rempins
b pent to thele horn In Pennavivania,
Upon Inepection (4 wag found  that the

hody hod Been dlsinterred, #o Mr. Daviy
eonld ner eomply with the rerquest
Tailer on It was found that on account
of the snbmoslty felt, taword TDahlgron
by Bouthern nuaple, shmo Tnion sympas
thizere, led by Captain  Lipseomb apd
Mipy Ellzabeth Vin Lew, had hoad the
pady diginterred and reburled Dy a pas-
gafran biwh ot Ol Hungary. which f{s
now Lavrel, o e statlon just north of
Filehmond, on the Rlehmond, Fredoricks.
bk and Potoman Tisdlresd. Tho whole
thing was planned by Capiain Lipscomb,
and then bie pereonally helped 1o executs
It anoer suecesifully, . Op the nlght of
