At
noon the skies cleared, and the afternoon
attendance was maotsrially Increased, but
rein began agrin at 4 o'clook.

nnd nearly every man who had a horse
entered waa about the ringside. Itla sald
that a number of salea wers made to-day
rt good prices.

MANY BUYERS.

Thers are many buyers in attendance
watohing the performance of promising
enimals. In this way the eclub still ful-
fills the object of Its formatlon. Fifty
years ago, In 1853, a number of Fauquler
county farmers got together and organ-
ized n club, ths chisf object of which

mtock. It was thought this could hest be
déne by having an animal exhibition, and
espocial nttentlon has always been pald
to the Improvement of bresd: hence a
fenturs of the exhibition has been the
suckling colts.
