It wa.s very evident that the
Principal demand came from uncoverod
bear operators for the short account, and
thero was the samo lack of adequato
news to explain the sudden reversal of
sentiment ns thorn has been to explain
tho persistent weakness of the market
for «omo timo. It became Instantly appar¬
ent, however, with the fall of Uie presi¬
dent's gavel this morning, that much of
what, has been regarded as urgent and
forced liquidation, yesterday more espe¬
cially, was a daring Operation on tlio
short side of thn marlteL Tho speculative
forces In the market seemed to have re¬
assured themselves overnight ns to tho
character of this soiling. Largo buying or¬
ders wero In consequence placed In the
market for execution at the opening this
morning. The uncoverod beam seemed to
llave Information of what was awaiting
them, and the oponlng looked like a bear
panic Simultaneous transactions In man/
thousand shares weréi made at widely di¬
vergent prices. In Atchison, after one
Fulo of 600 shares at 0%. 11,000 shares wero
sola at varying quotations from CO to f.7,
the excited brokers paying this rango of
prices In different parta of the crowd at
Ihe same instant In many of the qther
»stocks which have boon tinder most près-
mire lately prices ranged upward at tho
opening with a rush all tho way from 1
to VA points for the leaders. Tho princi¬
pal trudlng and the most notable move¬
ments of the day were In Atchlson, Balti¬
more and Ohio, Norfolk and Western, St.
Paw], the Pacific and Amalgamated Cop¬
per, which are precisely the stocks that
liavo fallen In the weakest manner for
some time past. By tho end ot the day
tho gains in these stocks had extended to
from, 3% to 4*¿. the latter for Atchlson.
Even larger gains were shown by some
of the less activo stocks.
Yesterday's rumors of trouble In foreign

circle« were Incidentally cleared up, and
It was learned that there has been no Im¬
portant soiling of Americana for foreign
account, but on tho contrary a growing In¬
vestment demand. There has been an ob¬
vious Investment demand for eeveçal days
In'thls market for stocks which had fallen
to a level at whl/.i their Investment re¬
turn on tho preifent dividend basis was
equal to or greater than ttv; interest rate
on money. Buying of this character does
not concern itself with checking a decline,
hut It takes stocks out of the market
Bnd reduces tho supply. With tho realiza¬
tion that they had Dcen selling into a

pocket the bears rushed to cover and
caused a violent revulsion on the Btock
Exchange.

A reaction In tho cotton market was

viewed with satisfaction, and a violent re¬
covery In tho London copper market had
a special effect on Amalgamated Copper.
The largo decreaso In domestic exports
for May and tho rather doubtful tone ot
tlio leading authority In the Iron trade
were Ignored. The lightness of the selling
at the recovery demonstrated that liqui¬
dation for the present has been completed."

OPTIMISTIC

Believes American Market Is
All Right.

EXPLAINS PRICE SLUMP

Americans Have Invested Their Money
Abroad, and asa Consequence Have

Boon Obliged to Realize on

Their Holdings at Homo.

(By Associated Press.)
LONDON. Juno 11..Lord Rothschild

was Interview by an Associated Press
représentât! re to-day on tho financial
situation In America. He said:
"It Is no good looking further than

your nose in these matters. The depre¬
ciation In stock values Is not caused by
European soiling, for the very good rea¬
son that Europe has scarcely any Ameri¬
can securities to sell. Yesterday's Falca
In London we're almost entirely on Now
York orders. Amsterdam sold slightly,
but not nearly a3 much as was attributed
to that city by tho dispatches. When
an American, wants to sell he has got
into the habit of sending his order here
and leaving It to the arbitrage houses.
"There Is absolutely no feeling of dis¬

trust In Europe over the financial condi¬
tions In America. Only a fool would say
that the financiers hero are making what
you call dead eat against American
securities.. What do I think of the fu¬
ture? Well, tho bost answer I can givo
Is this," and Lord Rothschild handed
over a stock ticket, showing that he had
Just purchased BOO shares of an American
railway. "That, of course, Is only a drop
In tlio bucket, but I may tell you that one
of tho wealthiest capitalists I know, yes,,
terday Invested 200,000 pounds In Ameri¬
can securities, and ho has put another
200,000 pounds Into thorn again this morn¬
ing. That sounds large, but It Is nothing
compared with tho selling orders which
come hero from Now York. At such ?
period as this, tho transactions of even
tha largest Investors had a small effect
upon the market, in which the speculator
figures so largely."
Lord Rothschild's explanation of the

recent serious shrinkage In values Is tills:
'iSpeyers wont Into street railways.

Yerkes enma over here to cloctrophy the
undergrounds; Morgan bought British se¬

curities, and I am told Schwab wont In
largely for British Industrials. Thoy all
thought that British or European Inves¬
tors would malto a larger sharo In these
Europeun enterprises than they did. The
result Is that some of the largest capi¬
talists In America have been obliged to
realize on their socurltlos on the other
side In order to provide capital for their
undertakings here. Under such circum¬
stances, quotations woro bound to go
down."
