NOTMERIT, BUT
"PULL" WINS

This Shown to Be Condi¬
tion in Washington.

WAS USED AS
SOCIAL BUREAU

Appointments Were Made
Without Regard to Merit.

DEVIOUS METHODS
WERE EMPLOYED

One Woman Was Nominal'y Appointed
to an Office In New Jersey at a

Salary of $1,600 a Year,
and She Never Left

the Washington
Office.

(Dy A»nociated Prcsj.)
WASHINGTON, I.. C, June 12.-That

the Washington postofflco was used by
the department for political and social
purposes, and that appointments thercln
were made on the request or suggestion
of high department officials, without re-

gord to fitness, Is clearly evidenced by
the report submitted to Postmaster-Gen¬
eral Payne by Chairman Proctor, of the
Civil Service Commission, to-day.
In addition to tile report proper and a

transcript of the testimony taken, Mr.
Proctor presented a nummary of the find¬
ings. This summary concludes as fol¬
lows ;

"A departure from tho observance of
the civil sendee rules appears In the pro¬
motion of certain employes In tho Wash¬
ington postónico, which have been di¬
rected by tho department, although re¬

ports of ofliclency are neither requested
nor received by the «lepartment.

CASE IX POINT.
"A case In point la that of a lady who

was nominally appointed in the Morrls-
tewn, N. 3., postoflice, but never left the
Washington postoflice; who owed her ap¬
pointment to the classlflcatlon-on-transfor
method; was promoted from September
1, 1ÍH». to'July 1. 1901, from Î600 to tt.GOO
per annum by direction of tho depart¬
ment, and Is dein«?, the,-work.Xonmerly
done by an employs who received a com¬

pensation- of. only "-,000 per annum.
"The Information disclosed, by the Inr

vestig!«tlon seems to warrant the state¬
ment that appointments to classified posi¬
tions In the Washington postofllco with¬
out examination, by the devious method
of appointment in small, unclassified of¬
fices, or In.offices about to bo consolidated,
and subsequent appointments in tho
Washington office. The appointments of
those' laborers who -were appointee^ anrl
separated during tho administration- of
thé present postmaster show a wide de¬
parture In policy from a strict regard
for the public interest, and afford Indi¬
cations that the department used the
Washington postofflco for political and
social purposes to an extent which left
the authority of tho postmaster in trans¬
fers and appointments of this sort but
little more than nominal, and placed tho
office In many ret-pects In the relation
of a bureau to the department

REQUEST WAS DEMAND.
"The Investigation seems to show clear¬

ly that most of the Irregularities herein
set forth were directed by the depart¬
ment, requested or suggested by high
departmental officials, and in either case
came to the postmaster with all the force
of a direction.
"The investigation Indicates that the

employes who entered the service by
transfer and without examination are, in.
gGneral, Inferior to those appointed
through competition. The Investigations
made by the commission show that many
of the persons who entered the service
by transfer had failed upon competitive
examination; were from States which
wero In excess of their apportionment, or
had not passed with sufficiently high
grades to he reached for appointment by
tho regular methods.

PACKED BY INDIVIDUALS.
"How many wero appointed for ren¡*onv

other than tho needs of the service It Is,
of course, Impossible for tho commission
to determine, but that the service was

packed with employes In the interests of
the individual Is Indicated by tho fact
that thé number of appointments In the
month of tho classification was more
than twice as. groat as for the preced¬
ing four months.
"The appointments made under the

circumstances above set forth resulted
In a congestion of the service, and when
.a reduction is to be made the employes
appointed for political or personal con¬
siderations are cared for, sometimes at
tho expense of persons appointed upon
merit and without influence. In relieving
the branches of the service thus crowded
with employes, transfers are mado to
other parts of the service, to the Injury
of eligible« In line for appointment by
roason of their ascertnlne«, fltnt.s.
"The passing of the war emergency,

the amendment on December 11, 1901, of
the rule relating to transfers, and the
new provisions of tho revised rules which
became effective on April 15, 190*1, will.
It Is bellovod, prevent the continuance of
these abuses In tho classified service; and
the adoption, at the earliest practicable
date, of regulations for the employment
of laborers In the Washington postofflco,
in accordance with tho executive order
of March 2i>, 11Î03, will, there Is reason

to hope, put the employment of laborers
on the hriRls of fitness and tho needs of
the service." ,

CLEARS HIS SKIRTS.
The Postmaster-General gave out the

following statement regarding the report:
"Attention Is called to the fact that

since my Incumbency of the position of
Postmaster-General the Civil Service
Commission report thnt there have been
but ten persons transferred to the Wash¬
ington cltv postofnee by a postmaster
from smaller offices, and that these ten
wore appointed to tholr respective plncea
hIi months or moro prior to their trans¬
fer.
"The point raised toy the report regard¬

ing the promotion of certain employés in
the office, which havo been directed by
the department, occurred pervious to
January 1. 1902. No auch directions for
promotions as are referred to have beon
authorl?»d by ma since I have been Post-
maeter-General,"

SHATTERED
BYAJMSÏ

Curious Accident on the C. &
0. Near Manassas.

RICHMOND LADIES THERE

They Are Badly Frightened and Cov¬
ered With Flying Dirt and Broken

Glass.An Afton Lady Is

Painfully Cut.

Four Richmond ladles who were pas¬
sengers on the fast Chesapeake and Ohio
train from Washington to the West yes¬
terday, arrived In the city last night, af¬
ter having passed through one of the
mont thrilling experiences of their lives.
They were not hurt, but their clothes
were covered with mud and dirt, and
glass was thrown all over them by the
premature .explosion of a blast some¬

where between Alexandria and Manassas.
All, however, were not so fortunate, as

a young lady who was a passenger for
Afton, Va., was painfully cut on tho
wrist, and others were less seriously hurt.
Nearly all the -windows on the north

side of.the Pullman cars were shattered,
and such quantities of debris were thrown
Into the cars that the dirt had to bo
cleaned up before, the doors of the cars

could be opened. Three Pullmans were

Incapacitated, tii-- windows being broken,
through passengers refused to ride In

them, saying they would freeze to death
If they tried to sleep In them while going
through tho mountains.

Like a Thunderbolt.
The train, which Is known ao No. 1,

was running about an hour late. It is
one of tho Chesapeake and Ohio's best
and fastest train."», and runs through from
New York to Cincinnati. *> The passengers
were sitting quietly back in thwr seats
nü the train sped through Northern Pied¬
mont Virginia, and were nearlng the fa¬
mous Bull Run battlefield, when there
was a roar louder than that of a can¬

non; and gloss, dlrt, mud, «opes and all
manner of debris wero projected Into
the train.
In an Instant all was consternation.

Evcryono thought that the train had
plunged Into a landslide. As soon as eorne
semblance of o;Cor had been restored it
was found that no one, with the excep¬
tion of the young lady who was'bound
for Afton, had been hurt. She was stand¬
ing In tho aisle, with blood streaming
from her wrist. There was no physician
on board, but a young man who said he
knew something about medicine offered
his services. The trainmen wero mo«"t
courteous, and Insisted that a doctor be
sent for at tho next stop, but the young
lady did not deem tho wound so serious,
and »continued on her way home.

Badly-Timed Blast.
After buckets full of dirt had been re¬

moved and the car put In presentable con¬
dition again, nn explanation of the acci¬
dent wns sought and found. The South¬
ern Railway Company, over whose tracks
the train Is operated from Orange to Alex¬
andria, Is putting down double tracks,
and there Is constant need of blasting.
One of these blasts had been timed wrong
and had gone off Just as tho fast train
was speeding by.
Passengers were relieved to loam that

It was nothing worse, for they had felt
confident that they wero In a landslide.
Still they wore loud In their condemna¬
tion of the carelessnoss of the construc¬
tion force which had let such an accident
happen,
Tho ears presented a curious spectacle.

Windows wero shattered, and all over the
side» were loaves, tho twigs of trees and
rod mud. At every subsequent stop a sen¬
sation was caused among those at tho
station, nil of whom were certain the
train had been In a wreck, and who
wanted to hear all about It.
Tho Rivhmond passengers changed cars

at Gordonsvlllo and got to this city with¬
out further experience, though their
train was ah hour Inte. Friends who
mot them at the depot woro astonished to
find them In such a condition of muddl-
r.css, but when they learned tho story
they woro thankful that It whs only their
garments which had suffered.

MAYOR TAYLOR GETS IN

He Visited Manager Huff In an Effort
to Adjust the Trouble, but Had

port.

Probabilities are at present that the

Btreet car situation will be brought to a

close, favorably or unfavorably, to-mor¬

row. This statoment is based upon the
faot that what appears to be an ultima¬
tum to the company from the national

organizer and the committee of local em¬

ployes, sent to Mr. 8. W. Huff, general
manager of the Virginia Passenger and
Power Company.
In this ultimatum. If it should so prove,

tho committee positively pay that thoy
are willing to abldo by a decision of an

arbitration board, and that they are will¬

ing. In order to maintain amicable rela¬
tions and not cause any Inconvenience
to the public, to enter Into an agreement
for a year. This course, from tho face

of the proposed agreement submitted,
would entirely obliterate any. hopes of
futuro trouble within a period of eleven
months at' least, from tho fact that It
provide« that either side cannot, until
thirty days' notlco has been given, open
the question, either ior a reduction or

advance of the scale of wages entered
Into, upon the agreement to tho provi¬
sions.

University Board Fails
to Make Choice.

MOORE DECLINE

Close Between Prof. Dabney
and Col. G. W. Miles.

ALL EXCEPT ONE
ARE ELIMINATED

Board to Meet Again In July to Further
Consider Matter.A Committee Ap»

pointed to Gather Information
and. Report Then.Dr. J.
M. McBrldo the Only
Name Left on List.

CKARLOTTESVILLE, VA,, June 18..

The University of Virginia is still with¬
out a president. Tho five hours' session
of the Board of Visitors hold here to-day
for the purposo of filling this important
office did not result In a positive selec¬
tion,i
When adjournment was had to July

28th the only name before the body was
Chat of Dr. J. M. McBryde, of the Vir¬
ginia Polytechnic Institute, and the in¬
dications are that he will be elected if
it shall be found that ho will accept. A
committee, consisting of the rector and
throe members of tho board, was ap¬
pointed to secure "desirable Informa¬
tion," and this Is taken to mean that
they will ascertain whether. or not Dr.
McBryde would accept if tendered the
office.
The names of Dr. John Bassett Moore

and Hon. Grover Cleveland were not
really before tho board. Thero were,
however, many names proposed. Those
to which most consideration were given
.were Dr. Dabney and Professor Miles.
Neither had sufficient support to elect
and both were eliminated. Then Dr.
McBryde, who was not a- cartdldate, was
dlsousscd most favorahly, and ho was
being considered -when the board ad¬
journed to July 28th.
The greatest Interest has heen felt

throughout the State In the selection of
the.first president of the groal school
founded by Mr, Jefferson and the alumni
of the institution,, .both in Virginia and
throughout the country, have evinced
the greatest concern about the matter.
The Individual members of the hoard had
received communication's from all parti
of the United States concerning the va-

rltius gentlemen whose names have been
mentioned In connection with tho position,
but a noteworthy aspect- of the matte*
tn-day was tho almost entire absence of
alumni from the board meeting.
The' board assembled promptly at noon

and went immediately into executive; ses¬
sion. The deealls of the meeting connal,
be found out The "strlctnst prudence; in
this regard was observed by the board
because of tho nbsolijto necessity of a fres
and frank IntorclTange of. opinions andn
searching discussion of the qualifications.
of the various persons mentioned for the
presidency of the University.
As was foretold In dispatches from this

place somo days ago, tho name of. Du
John Bassett Moore, of Columbia Unlver*
slty, was not considered, because Dr.
Mooro himself positively declined to b«
even a receptive candidate at this tlm«
on account of his engagements with the
Federal go<verrimont, nor did Dr. Moor«!
ogreo to say that he would accept th«
presidency If tendered twolve months
hence, It wob stated, however, that th»
rumor In regard to Dr. Moore's view*
on the race question, which ascribed ti>
him sympathy with the propaganda of
northorn negropholists, proved, upon In¬
vestigation to be so utterly groundless
as to causo astonishment that such a
report could have ever gained currency.
A telegram Is said to hawo been received

by a member of the board either directly
from ox-President Cleveland himself or
from a gentleman at Princeton author-
ized to speak for Mr. Cleveland, stating
that while Mr. Clovoland felt greatly
touched by the proposition to present his
name for the presidency ho could not pos¬
sibly consider the matter.
Thus at tho beginning. Dr. Moore nnd

Mr. Cleveland withdrew themselves from
considération.

DABNEY AND MILES.
Tho other gentlemen who wero elthe»

aggressive or receptive candidates for
the. position as well as several who
were named without any Bort ot
nu* ""' '/, are sali to have beon eon-
sld«4 '.. one by one, and each In
l' was eliminated from oonsdd-
(.¿¡>\on because of a. lack of support
111 tho board. Tho two gentlemen most
discussed wero Dr. Charles XV. Dabney,
of tho University of Tennessee, and Pro¬
fessor George W. Miles, of Rt. Albans.
It cannot bo definitely ascertained how
tho board stood, but from ¡i trustworthy
source It Is learned that Mr. Miles devel¬
oped considerably moro strength than
Dr. Dabney. The proceedings, however,
developed tho fact that Dr. Dabney'a
candidacy was hopeless and that Profes¬
sor Miles could not command a majority
of tbo board. Both were therefore ellm-«
United from further consideration.

¡U'HHYPE MAY BE CHOSEN.
It is stilted that the only one of the

numerous names suggested that was not
definitely acted on In this way, wns that
of Dr, J, M., McBryde, of tho Virginia
Polytechnic Institute at Bhicksburg.
Nobody was authorized to suggest Dr.
McBryde's name for the presidency of
tho University, and It was not known
wrethor or not he would accept tr« posi¬
tion lfvtendered him. It Is nevertheless
said tlíat ho developed considerable
strength In iho board, and It may bo that
bo will be tendered tho position at the
next meotlng if he can be induced t<»
accept.
Tho session of the board lasted five

hours, and was terminated by a resolu¬
tion, unanimously adopted, to adjourn
until the^.StVi of July for further consid¬
eration of tho subject. The rector and
three members of,the board wore n.»me«t
as a committee/to securo desirable In¬
formation and,to report ut a meeting on

the dato designated. There Is not much
cloubt but tVTat the board will elect a

president on/July J8th.
