JACKSON, KY., June li—Interest In
the trinl of Curtls Jett and Thomas
Whita for the murder of Marcum was
secondary  to-day  to tha preiiminary
hearing of the teamstérs of IHargis Bro-
tliers, mrrested by the soldiers on the
charge of burning westerday morning of
the hotel of 1. 1. Ewen, the principal
witnezs of the Commonwealth agalnst
Jett and White, Although thiz place han
become accustomed 1o assasglnations and
{neendiary fires during the feud of the
‘pust three years, 1t never had such A
night of terror as that of last night.
Mnuny spent & gleeploss night, not  as
meambers of any vigilance committee pa-
trolling the streets, but within thelr own
doors, as they were expecting the torch
to be applied to their houses noxt

Joa Crawford and IZd, Thorpe werse
brought before Judge Redwine this morn-
Ing and testimony was heard on the writ
of habeas corpus §ssuped out for thelr
releass by the Hargls peopls vesterday.
firay. Haddlcks and Jerry Ludsford iden-
tified Crawford as ona of the men sren
coming from the Ewen Hotel Just befors
ha fire wos dlscovered, and ‘A. H. Shart
rafd he saw Crawford ‘and Thorpe cross-
ing thae bridge, golng In the direction of
the Ewen Hotel, nn hour before the fire.
‘He prisanéers told: eonflicting storles of
thelr wheredbouts,

Judge Hoergles and the attorney na em-
ployed to defend Jett and Whitn repre-
sented the prisoners. Judge Redwine de-
elded to- hold them' to the grand jury,
which wns reconvened thls morning.

MURDER TRIAL CALLED.

After the habeas corpus proceedings
were disposed ‘pf the trlals of Jett and
White for the zssassination of Marcum
weln called Thera was much excitement
ahout the econrtheuse, and thoge entering
the' court-room were not only searched,
it closely watched.  Attorney Golden

mafde Lhe epening statement for the de- |

fenge in the mssassination casge this morn-
ing, He outllned an alibl, which the de-
fense will depend on 1o save White end
Jett, as already forecasted.

According o Mr, Golden's statement, tha
detensn will endeavor to ploce Jeit near
i1ha postoffice when the falal shots were
fired, and will urge that White alone
entered the slda door of the courthouse
prior to the shesting. Golden sald thoy
would prova that Jett came out of the
side door afler he went to ses Marcum's
prostrate form in the dogrway, and that
he was there only to learn what hed hap-
pened.  Golden charged that Ewen Hed
when he testified that hes saw Jeit fire
{he shot. Curtls Jett was then called to
the stand In his own defense. FHa was
calm, hut answered questions by hls at-
torneys with considerabls hesitation,

THARGED GRAND JURY.

The jury was excused for a few minutes
and:the grand Jury filed into the ecourt
room, when Judge Redwine charged them
to investignte the burning of Ewen's
Hotel, Judge Redwine was very foresful
in Wls charge, saying that arson woas next
to nssussinaifon, and that he wanted the
grand dury to resort io overy falr means
to indict the men who wore gullly of
sotting fire 1o the home of Ewen, s
srld it was doubtful {f Nle and property
werp over 0 insecure in A elvillzed poun-
ty ns it 15 in Hreathitt county to-day.
Judge Redwine Intimated thit a speefal
term of court would be held to try in-
cendiary eages If indlctments wern found,

Wilcox tore his clothes into
threads and placed himself on the foor
of his cell on hls back, saylng that Jf
they would treat him lke a hog he
would act lke a hog. He hegged tho
Bheriff not to handecufl him, but thls was
refused, Ha promised to dress himself
decently and go along quletly if pllowed
to do Eo.

DRIW A REVOLVER.

To the netonishment of the old jaller
this morning, Wilcox deliberately drew
a revolver from his pocket and fred
three balls into the wall of his cell.  Ha
then sold the pistel to the frightened
mon for $1 with the other two halls In
it, He sald he had had the weapon ever
alnee he was imprisoned and could hava
escaped o dozen times If he had desired.

At the depot an effort was made by
a newspaper man to cateh his  phote-
graph, and thls was accomplished, but
Wilcox swora terribly.

GHAY HAIRS SAVED TIIM.

LOSES HIS LIFE

Was Grhshed Under an En-
glne at Irwin Yester-
day Afternoon.

Conductor Maurles W, Cosby, of Ches-
apeakno and Ohlo troin No. 67, was Ikllled
at Irwin early yesterday afterncon while
pltempt to alight from the engins on
which ha was riding.. The scena of the
dlstressing ‘casunlty s on the Jumes
River Diviston of tho railwoy, about
thirty miles west of this city,

Tha following telegraim from The Times-
Dispeteh correspondent at Irwin Statlon
glvas tho details of the owful tragedy:

v“Conductor, Maurlen W, Cosby, wt 1:10
this afternoon, whila trylng to alight from
the engine of westhonnd local freight No,
W7, tripped and was knocked foce forwird
on the platform, Ils foot egught in the
wheel, dragging his body under, which
was  terpibly  mutllated. Tho ' ramadne
wero taken to Richmend on the third sec-
tlon of traln No. 7'

The body of tho conductor was brought
to this eclty on the afternoon traln hera
a 4:25°1, AL, whera IL was met by Fun-
eral Director L. T, Christlan and the
brothers of tho deceased, The remains
wero taken to the undertaking rooms and
thera prepored  for burlal,

The death of Conductor Cosby was n
great shovk to Tls funlly and  friends
and to the large clrele of hlg acquaint-
aunces In s eity,

My, Cosby was born In 1860 {n Albemarle
dounty, bhut removed to thls elty when
n lad, Ho wag a son of Mre, Willlam 1,
Cosby, who now resides In  Harton
Ielghts at tho ripe age of pinety-one
Barly {n lfe he ontered tha employ of
tha rallread, and f(or ten or twelva yvears
hiad been n frelght conductar for ihe
Chesapenko and Ohlo, and was highly
valued by the company, Ileven  yenrs
ago Mr, Cosby marrled Mprs, Alexander,
of thig olty, who, with two sons—haurlce,
aged nine, and Bentley, a llittle fellow of
four years—and o step-daughtor, survives
him. . The step-daughter, Mys, Robert
Farley, of Bussox county, was on o viait
to her old homae at the timo of the acel-
dent, Besldes his ilmmedinte fumily, Alr.
