testing character. Those seemed to de¬
monstrate to Uio satisfaction of the test¬
ers that the pock for sale was o bíl met on
Hdvnnclng, nnd offering down nf pibes
did not promise largo success In dislodging
Belling orders. Tho consequence was a
progressivn dullness In tho trading nnd
sluggishness |n fluctuations In prices. This
agrees with Ilio general expectation ot the)
most experienced observers who saw In
tin: sudden rally of last Thursday the
natural course of a culmination of the
long decline, and Hie short Interest cov¬
ered after the urgent liquidation had been
complete, With the satisfaction ot this
short InlcroHt prices balled and then de¬
clined, but without getting back to the
low leve) òf laut Wednesday, although
thoy· were near it yesterday morning.
Pennsylvania was made tlio leader of

tho market and was lifted at one timo
more ihiin 2 points. The movement In the
stork seemed to be due to organized ef¬
forts, and was attributed to the rate at
which Htibscrlptlons are being made by
stockholders for tlio new stock. It Is re¬
ported that In many rasos stockholders
nro paying their subscriptions in full, al¬
though tho requirements Is for the pay¬
ment of only a fifty per cent. Installment,
nud the time for payment extends to June
27th. The settlement of the menvershlp
of ???? Anthracite Conciliation Board nino
helped Pennsylvania, as It did tho coalers,
notably Reading. .

? reactionary tendency In the grain and
cototn markets was a favoring factor and
wa sespoclally cffcctlvo In Atchlscni. Mis¬
souri Pacific's statement of net «laming«
for April, showing an Increase of some 24
per cent, over those of lite preceding
April, helped the SouthwOstorns.
