press themselves ns amply capable ot
roplntr with the situation, nnd the stnto-
tnrii« of the company as to their service
cdncldes with this assertion.
The company, through one of Its ofTi-

e'sls, «».»pressed fnlr satisfaction nt the
Initial effort to run cars. The chief com¬

plaint wns as to the throwing: of missiles
nt enr beyond Ìhe city limits. No offert
was made 1n run tho cars nil day. or to
mi'.ko the service more general, Just why
thp company did not state.
An official of the company, when asked

for a statement as to the ¡situation, said
there wns nothing to givo out. General
Manager Huff sent word to a reporte
who called to «ret a statement: "There Is

nothing new. You know as much ns 1
do"
Cthpr efforts to ««et ·? statement from

ofurlals ns to the Intentions of the com¬

pany were nnt vfcry fruitful. One of the
ofilclals of tho company was asked for
? statement of tho Intentions of the com¬

pany to-day, "Just say we will run ears!
That's nil.' Further than that I do not
car* to state."

Will Run the Cars.
From other sources, however, It was

learned that tho company was unwu

liip In it h determination to run cats, and
If possible to resumo regular service as

roon us practicable. Other .strlko-break-
ert will arrive to-day, and It Is expocted
to put theso men to work Immediately
and resume the car service. One of the
representatives of the company, when
asked as to the police service expressed
himself with that rendered in the city
limits, but. did not think the protection
afforded in the county yesterday was ad¬
equati·. Ho expressed tho hope that bot¬
ín· service In the county would be af¬
forded to-day.
Other officials of the company do not

caro to mako predictions, and declare
there In nothing to say. As to their In¬
tention* lo-day and for the future a

high official of- tho company stated yes¬
terday that for reasons of expediency
and policy thoy do not care to take the
public Into their confidence and divulge
tholr plans In detail, In fact, the most
positivo and definito statement obtainable
yesterday was that just quoted: "Wo will
run cars," laconic, but Indicative of the
determination of the company.

Sixty-Seven Strike-Breakere.
It Is not denied from any Eourco that

tlio pickets and committees of tho strik¬
ers dissuaded many of tho strike-breakers
brought to tliB city yesterday to quit,
but just how many did so or how many
were brought here neither the company
nor tho strikers can state with exàctnea
«From tho best Information obtainable
tho number of etrike-broakers landed
yesterday morning about 8:30 from the
Coast Lino.train is sixty-seven. Whether
oil of these aro car men or some of them
are guards and detectives no one In au¬

thority could or would state. It was
stated by an official of tho strikers last
night that all but eoven of tho strike¬
breakers had been persuaded to quit,
and thoso who did not go back to their
homes will ho aided to sccuro work In
.tills city. Of the seven, all but two, It
was stated last night, will seek othor em¬

ployment in this city, aided by tho or¬

ganized labor bodies. Just how many
men remained the company did not or

could not stato definitely.
Mr. Rczln Orr, the general organizer of

the street railway employes, who, to¬
gether with President W. J. Griggs, ot
the local division, is directing the strlko,
was seen just before midnight. Ho wna

asked:
"What do you think of the. situation

and the day's developments*;"
"I am certainly satisfied with tho re¬

sults lo-day."
.'What are the plans of the men for

to-morrow?"
"They a-ro along similar lines of those

?<?-??>*. The effort mado to-day was to
get the strike-breakers to join tho ranks
of our men. Tlie same course will be
pursued to-morrow."
"What was tho nature of tho efforts?"
"The sending of committees to all

pointe where these men arrived, ns weil
as at the car barns. There was no abu¿o
offered In any of the attempts; simply
a peaceable argument that they were

only «asking for a living w¿gc here, and
In every Instance this argument had the
desired effect. There wero no threats
of any kind."

Seven Men Remain.
"There were sixty-seven strlko-brcakers

brought to the city, all from Philadelphia.
Be\v>n of these men remained In tho city
to-night, but some of them want to get
work, rather than return to Philadelphia,
nnd we havo provided places for them to
sleep and get their meals."
"Has there been any complaint to the

strikers' organization as to the conduct
of the men?"
"Not a single one. Not r mnn turned In

Ms badge or button to the company to-
day to recelio their wages due or their de¬
posits of roßney."
"Arc the .mori generally still wearing

their unlffirms or not?"
"There are very few In uniform now.

They are mostly In citizens' attire."
"Did the organization of car men han*e

any information or take any official ac¬
tion as to tho demonstration nt tho corner
of Seventh and Main?'1
"As soon as we heard that there was

ß demonstration we sent men especially
to urge the union mon to go to their
homos quietly and counseled all to refrain
from participation in uny such action and
to advise others against it."
"L; Iho report true that some of the

strike-breakers brought hero were them-
stives members ot unions?"

Claims of the Men.
"Tes- quit«! a number had cards from

the Textile Workers' Union, of Philadel¬
phia, and showed them. They claim that
they were brought here under falso pre¬
tences In staled affidavit«, one of which
wae publlthed. Tho men claimed that
tho contracts signed by then« before
having Philadelphia wore not the same
printed hero as having been submitted
for their signatures. They Insist that they
did not sign tho contracts, a blank form
of which la printed."
"Arc. there any signs of wavering on the

part of any of the car men'.'"
"Not the least. Desertions by th/> strike¬

breakers, have rather encouraged th«
men. Special orders to stay off the street
to-morrow and to refrain from any overt
aits whatever and also to dlroourago any¬
thing of tlio kind that they see wore Is¬
sued at the meeting to-nlght."
Mr. Orr did not care to vcture predlc-

lloni as to the probable duration of the
ftrlke, nor did he express any opinion as
«o the efforts of the company to resumo
car service yesterday.

Strikers Hold Meeting.
'lhc striking; car men held a well at¬

tended meeting lust night at their head¬
quarters, Banger Hall, many citizens be¬
ing present until the division went into
executive session, when thoy had to re¬
tile The most Important phase of the
meeting wa« the aimou icunent convoyed
by a committee from the Central Trade«
and Labor Council of ilio action of tint
body in appropriating out of itH tivis-
ury %Wi to aid the men In their struggi·),
and of the appointment of «? special
committee from that organisation with
Instructions to wfc.ll on General Manager
Huff to-day and endeavor to seouro a
conference with a view to .negotiations

vfor a settlement of the stille«·. The .-in-

Donations of Money.
Numerous donations ot money to tin

strikers were reported at the two meet¬
ings yesterday, tho amount In tho ag¬
gregate up to midnight being nearly ????.
This money will bo used In sending homo
strike-breakers and In defraying tlm
other Incidental expenses of tho strike.
Allions other contributions It is stato.l
that a blind man who solicits alms ami
otherwise seeks bis livelihood on tho
streets, went lo tho hall where the men
were and handed them an envelopo con¬

taining nno dollar.
Ycserd.'iy forenoon the s'.rlkers who had

met ut Old Market Hall, where their
f'ücful meetliifi ef Wednesday morning
had been held, und after orjrjnizi.HK
marched as a body In column of twos
through the streets l" Banger Hall. There
were nearly s'x hnnarod men In.'.the line
that proceeded up Main Street to Seventh,
and thence to Sänger Hall; Tbe line of
marchers extended about fotii blocks.
Ot the strikc-bro'ilcoia In the city nil

but *lx are sal' to have gone back to
their homes, the strikers paying their
rctur.· farts. One g.-iap of f«irty-three
men left last night- in a special car char¬
tered for them by tho strikars last night,
each man ticketed to his home station.
The train left the B;rd-Street Station at
0:05 P. M.

Conflicting Statements.
Absolutely ccinlllctlng and Irreconcila¬

ble statements were made hy tho strike-
bicakcrs and by tho compaiiv as to the
understanding under which the inor. wuro

h:might here. Thoso who were dissuaded
from working on the cars stated to tho
strikers that they signed a dlfToroni cr.n-
t'-ict, materially different from the cne
which the company says they signed,
fnrt that tlisy »içr.ed ?,»o lof.ire leaving
Philadelphia, wheico most of tbe men

came, Hero Is tho contract which an

ostial of tha como-ny last night stated
that ho saw them sign In this city:
In accepting this employment as street

railway motnrman, and In consideration
thereof, It Is hereby understood and
agreed by me that I am to receive as
compensation for my services the sum of
-dollars per day for such time as I
may lie employed during the continuance
of tho present labor trouble affecting
the company now employing me.

It Is also understood by me. that my
railroad transportation Is to be paid by
said company to the point where I am tc
bo employed, and that while so employed
during the continuance of tho prosent
labor trouble.

ago," lie said. Tho sburbs are the only
sections affected, and they bill slightly.
There tiro bt two deliveries a day in
Bomo sections, and as soon ns the men

aro accustomed to the deprivation of the
curs l.liey will soon resumo the servico us

of old. Tho postmaster accepts the situa¬
tion philosophically, and does not allow
It to distrb his usual equanimity and
complaisance.

Detectives Reported Here.
It Is rumored that some of the men

brought hero with tho strike-breakers are

Pinkerton men, but this, report cannot
bo verified, if thero are any detectives
hero In connection with the strike, they
have not yet been In evidence at all, and
havo mado no arrests and taken no ac¬

tive steps in any way.
Tho public generally are talcing little

nctlvo part 1 mho strike In any overt
nets or expressions of a public nature.
Expressions of sympathy with and justi¬
fication of both 3ldes aro heard, but gen¬
erally .leoplé discreetly refrain from pub¬
lic discussion of the merits and demerits
of tho course of either men or company.
Hero and there impulsion expressions
of opinion and sympathy are heard but
lhey are the exception rather than the
rule. Tho peoplo generally seem to the
situation ¡is ono of tho things that are
unavoidable. On ono thing all are agreed:
everybody desires tho end of the strike,
and ovcrybody will wclcomo it.

WAS ALMOST A RIOT

Missiles of Various Kinds Thrown on

Main Street.Arrest is Made.
Between two rows of a thousand hoot¬

ing, howling men tho llrst of the strike¬

breaking cats crept along yesterday, jolt¬
ing and jerking, progressing hut indif¬
ferently well In tho hands of tho un¬

skilled nnd nervous men who managed
tho brakes.
Shortly before noon tho very first of

thoso put to work made a hurried run
from the Reservoir to Ninth and Main.
H clattered swiftly along tho street,
speeding by almost before the laboring
public had wot of its appearance. But
small adventure marked the. trip, and It
looked for tho nonce as If nulot and
poaco might after all prevail. But so

premature an Impression faded soon Into
tho thinnest of thin air. By tho timo the
second car was on Its way down
strike sympathizers. In all their mad
fury, wero aroused, and then wore wit¬
nessed scenes the like of which havo
perhaps never before been known on

tho streets of Richmond. At Unica tho
ominous volco of tho mob fell with
startling Intensity upon tho ears ot thoso
who read tho signs aright to mean tho
presence of a smoldering fire, which
needed but a spark to sot It Into a ??p?
and consuming blaze. Ultimately nulot
was restored, but at one moment of great
excitement and confusion the scene was

laid on tho border land of rioting. Por
almost two hours, however, the car» con¬

tinued on their slow and difficult way,
carrying a few passengers and n. number
or policemen, Thou they stopped en¬

tirely and evening cumo lu peaceful quiet·
udo and with tho continued tramp, tramp
of thousands of weary feel.

Tho Beginning.
It. In a fact no less notable than true

that of tlio riotous disposed, but few wore

among the strikers themselves. Another
thing was brought out clearly.thut trou¬
ble will come only when there la an Rt·
toinpt to re-sumo tho street cai· trafile
with non-union men. At other timos Hie
crowd Is rather orderly than otlierwlae;
only when tho rumble of a cur wheel Is
heard docs tho blood of tho men boil, and
tho signs of impending trouble begin to

appear. Kven then, It la declared by the
uillcois most activo lu «luelllng tho dis¬
turbance tho strikers thoniüalvea behaved
most admirably under tho circumstances.
If all, said the police, comported them¬
selves In like manner, no occuslou would
thore bo for anxiety.
But there wero others.worklugnien

brawny inen, many of thein in overalls,
and with tho stain of a half day's toll
upon their hands and face. Their «vory
"Uppearunra betukonod a sympathy un¬
bounded with all that spoko of labor and
when thoy gathered In groups and bo¬
gan to breatho Into each other tho llury
thought which each held In his breast,
the air began to unitili of liro and brim¬
stone. From many of the factories In Hie
Immediate neighborhood of tho distur¬
bance they caino In hundred», and with
them were muuy others, iueludAu; a num¬
ber of th» street car men themselves.
By th« tlmu the second "car arose abcive

tho crest "f tho Sixth Street Hill, per¬
haps thtee thousand people bjockpd «Main
fctroet at Seventh, and at Ninth. Down
the hill the. thing (amo manned by
»nango face«! uiotormun and conductor In
plain clothes, and with policemen aboard.
At Seventh It btopped for a spell, und
tiie,n slowly picked Us way along to
Ninth, wher* |t swllohed io lu; other
side and niovud .îlowlv liack apaln Thici·,
lour. Ilvo or --ix or inoro times tins was
reueitcd, thiee tar* lisln* pahú, Theo

about three o'clock In the afternoon they
stopped coming entirely. The day's work
wns done. Four of Uio six men had suc¬
cumbed to tho strnlii and gone ovor to
the other side, 'l'ho other two wero gat¬
ing dinner. The cars themselves wero sent
back to Um barns, Tlio crowd gradually
disperami, n.na q.|et nml the steady
tramping of tho pedestrians reigned au¬
lire me.

A Howling Mob.
Before all this occurred, however,

things had happened. Strenuous scenes
bud stirred tho heart of Fast Moin
Htroot ¡nul other sections along tbo route
of the lino.
Howling crowds, mad nnd abusive,

lined tho thoroughfare As tho slowly
moving cars passed along these crowds
gave vent to their feelings In no indefinite
or uncertain mnnner. in the face of tho
motot'man nnd tho conductor, who dnrcd
In tho teeth of such a demonstration to
appear upon tho cars, running them,
wero flung vilo and unseemly epithets,
Mon yelled nnd Seroftlncd und Jeered until
their throats wore out. with tho strain,
Pnckcd along the sides of the trucks,
they moved but tardily out of tho way
as the nervous and ill-tralncd motor-
man tried to aleer himself unsteadily
filong. A huge wagon passed straight
across the track. The berso was mov¬

ing us If he wcro sauntering around for
bis pleasure, chewing green grass. The
driver looked up with a grin as ilio
crowd yelled to him to stop still ami
block the way.
As each car came, came with It a repe¬

tition of thlH scene. In them eat a few
passenger« every now nnd then, wrig¬
gling uncomfortably In their seuts. On
cither side stood on tho stops a blue-
coated officer, looking grimly on the
turbulent sceno around him. Now ami
ngalu another officer would step forili
from the crowd, push back tho strag¬
glers and let. the car wend Its way
along. All tlio while tho congestion watt

becoming greater and greater and tlio
sltlewnlks wero completely blocked.
Ladies walking along were affrighted
ami stopped, unwilling to venturo farther
unless protected by an escort.
Bandied about during nil of this wero

the coarso epithets heaped upon tho
strike-breakers and those who got Into
tho cars. Hoarso yells rent the uir and
made things furious for a while. Piles
of "Scab," "Scab," "Pull him off," "Ob.
you liavo been all the way round,
haven't you," and so forth, Interjected
with profanity, were heard every time
a car appeared. Through It all the
strike-breakers went, saying not a word.
The niotorman looked straight ahead
with a vacant eye; the conductor fumbled
aimlessly with a trolley which needed
none of his attention. Hpon the cheek
of each was a burning Hush, unless, ns

happened in tho case of one or two, It
had given way to a deathly paleness.
AA'hcn ¡?. passenger boarded ono of the
cars and chatted with one of them tlio
man spoke gratefully, as If relieved to
find that there, existed one person who
sronied willing to say a civil word to
him.

Almost a Riot.
Tho culmination of the disturbance was

reached about 1 o'clock In tho afternoon.
A car was about, midway between Ninth
and Seventh. The crowd at the latter
corner was beginning to prow and growl
again. A city Councilman came along
and asked that Ihe way be cleared. Of¬
ficer Wyatt set out to do It, with Sergeant
Sowcll, anil Ilio jeers were turned against
them and the Councilman. When tlm
car reached tho point tho fury Increased
and howls gathered a tenfold strength;
As It crawled by the men yelled again
tho "scab" cries, which had filled the
air for tho past morning. AVyatt, the
oillccr, heard, or thinks ho beard, one
of them say "d.d scab," and he prompt¬
ly grabbed tho fellow.one J. K. Wicks,
connected with tho Board of Houl\h force.
It was his purpose not so much to arrest
this man an to muke of him an example,
which might servo to. bring the.others
to their souses.
Then the trouble began. The crowd

swayed back and forth, and all tho way
from Ninth Street men and boys yelling
with all their might began begun to run

to tho scene. "Wyatt held fast to hie
man, ami carried him half w.'iy between
Main and Franklin on Seventh, where
be nwalted the patrol. Along with him
at the timo was Sergeant Sowcll.
Surrounding the two offlcors and the

pi Isoner wns an angry crowd, which
threatened at any moment to do violence.
Ciies of "tuke him uway" wero hoard at
every turn, and one man started forward.
Sowcll knocked him back with a warning
word agallisi a repetition of tho offense,
Uoud complaints wero made that Wicks
had done nothing, that It could bo so

proven, and so on. Tho police ofllcer
stood there quietly with his man.
"Nobody likes Wicks better than I do."

he said, "but 1 havo got a duty to per¬
form."
Scant heed was given to this statement,

and many muttered threats against Wy¬
att and bla associate wore heard. The
crowd was ready to explodo at the touch
of a spark, and tho calm-headed people
around knew it. Wyatt knew It himself,
and hn said afterwards that bo was
ready to expect anything. Tho arrival
of the patrol at an opportune moment
quieted things down a bit. The prisoner
was bundled In and tho wagon drovo oft
amid renewed howls of tho mob.
Back to the corner again went tho

crowd, thero to await muro cars. Tho
officers struggled with them and gradu¬
ally pressed them back from tho tracks.
The Chief of Folleo rode through in a

buggy, whispered a word or two now
and then to his men and then drove on
hack down to Ninth, Shortly after his
arrival tho officers began to disperso
the crowds and force tho men to movo
along. After many hard efforts thoy suc¬
ci tied more or less well, and by ";??

Thorny Road.
So far n<j cori bo ascertained three trips

down fin«! up were mnde by the three
cars. And.from all accounts the men who
undertook to see them through traveled
anything· bul u path of roses.
Remarkably few pdfsoilS grasped this

fleeting chance to save themselves tho
weary steps along the highway. Fear
of Injury at tho hands of the strike sym¬
pathisers, or a feeling of sympathy with
tho strike Itself, or some other cause
operated to keep tho majority of them
away. Tlneo or four ludios ventured
aboard, but they were of tho more cour¬
ageous sort, and In tho majority of tho
known casos thoy experienced things
which -will prevent them from trusting
themselves In a like position again.
At various points along tho lino the

sti Ike-breakers encountered trouble.
Whrn mio of the cars passed by In the
West ICnd two Women rushed out. Ono
of them carried In her hnnd ? paper-
wrapped bucket. She threw it full
Into the car and dirt sputtered on tho.
molorman nnd several of the others
aboard. At Sixth and Main a brick was
hurled at a car, but missed it. Further
tip-town a lady was struck on tho nrm
with a handful of mud. Women began
later In tho afternoon to buy eggs and
volley them at tlio men running tho cars.
At Beech and Main a gray-haired while
woman rushed out and looked wildly
around for sonie missile. Falling of hor
search she grabbed a handful of gross
and flung It. The motorninn dodged a« If
a cannon hall had been fired at him. Re¬
ports were to the effect that torpedoes
placed on the track frightened a lady "on
ono of tho ears to the extent that shn
falnteil mid had lo bo taken into a house
for medical treatment.

began again. Wagons nnd cabs wore In
great demand, and regular lines of 'buses
were run. The majority of tho people,
however, walked the samo old novcr-end-
Ing walks.
Bato last night big wagons rolled along

the streets, hauling homo thoso who had
attended tho great Presbyterian excur¬
sion which wont down In spi to of tho
strike. Tho crowd was somewhat curtail¬
ed on account of tho condition, but It was
a good ono nevertheless.
By nightfall the streets were prottv

qnloj. A trip along tho line from Ninth
and Main to thn Reservoir barns failed to
produce a single sign of a disturbance.
A big crowd had gathered at the barns
during the day and made sonic fuss, but
Iberni was no sign of nny sorlotis trouble.
Tlie placo la well protected.

MORE POLICEHEN

Big Batch Sworn In by the Board.Mil¬
itary Not Necessary.

Another batch of special policemen

A caso In point la of a real ostato
ugelli, who luid a desirable piece of prop¬
erty to offer In the very heart of tho
city. Ho noted the Irtdlrtereiioo of overy
mie anil did not even put It up. He saw

there wan no use.
The Broad-Street stores aro great suf¬

ferers, probably the greatest. Said the
proprietor of a largo apartment house oil
Uroliti Street yesterday afternoon: "My
business has fallen off fifty per cent, since
tho striku began. My clerks havo nothing
to do and If this tiling keeps up some
of them will havo to go on a strike."
Ho went on to say that tho strike ought
never to -have boon allowed and overy
posilibio step taken to have averted It.

<>n Broad Street. It Is bound to bo so,

Tens of thousands of people who uro tro-
support of these stoics live many squares
Hwuy nnd have no means ot reaching
them but climbing tho weary hills of
Richmond. Tbo people who have carri¬
ages cottiti n» usual and possibly a few
buy, who havo como to tho centers to see
for themselves how tho carious City looks,
but the great majority of shoppers from
distant parts of the city, tin· suburbs
and Manchester, do not and cannot come.
Tho Mltteldorfer storo took noto of one
customer yesterday, who had wttlked
from Church Hill. This lndy probably
went Into other stores on the street, but
not many are going to trudge that dis¬
tances for purchases that «nay be waited
for or ¡?. substitute gotten at tho little
store around the corner.
Not a few of the poor people, while

nnd colored, who eke out «in existence
by selling flowers and small plants ubout
the market, are completely cut off.
Próbnblv fifty colored women congregate
on the Sixth-Street side of tlio New Mar¬
ket each morning to sell daisies and oth¬
er flowers; Yesterday there wero Ju«t
six, by actual count. Those poor women
live on tho outskirts nnd they could not
get to market to bring their commodities.
In a short time the cutting off of oven
this small revenue will cause suffering.

STRIKE-BREAKERS LEAVE

Have Escort of Honor to the Depo
Composed of Strikers.

The strike-breakers, under the escort of
tho strikers, strange as It may seem, went
to the Union- Depot last night shortly
boforo 8 o'clock and took tho S'O-j north¬
bound train for homo. Between fifty and
sixty men appeared to bo in the party
and a number of strikers were with
them.
The men went swinging along down

Fifth Street merry enough, and chatting
HS tliev went. Thus was what remained,
or rather what did not remain, of tho
strike-breakers who were brought to the
city carlv yc-sterday morning to run the
cars hi placo of those who had gone out.
They were won over to strikers' way of

thinking by the committee of tho "outs."
who remained ut the car barns for pur¬
poses of exercising mornl suasion on those
whom the company would have in their'
places.
