Note Welcoming Accession of

Se'.vla's New Ruler.

REVENGEASSASSINATIONS

This Declared to Bo the Duty of the
New King, Who Is Appealed to

to Meto Out Vigorous
'Punishment.

(By Associated rrcis.)
BT. PETERSBURG, Juno 18.-An o(.

ftcla! note was published In tho Gazetto
to-day recognizing Prince Petor Kara-
eeorgevttch as King ot Bervla, and wel¬
coming his accession. Tho note declare*
that It Is incumbent upon King Peter
to revengo the assassinations of King
Alexander and Queen Draga. The note
says:
"The Imperial government, while hail¬

ing tho election of tho now monarch, scion
of a glorious dynasty, nnd wishing all
success In the task ho has so well begun,
to tho supremo head of the Servian peo¬
ple, which Is allied to Russia by ties ot
lellglon, can nevertheless not refrain
from expressing tho confident hopo that
King Peter will bo able to give evidence
of his sense of Justice and (lrmness of
will by adopting measures at tho outset
to Investigato the abominable misdeed
which has been committed, and to mote
cut rigorous punishment to those trait¬
orous criminals who have stained them¬
selves with tho Infamy attaching to reg¬

icides. Of course, the entire Servian
nation or army cannot bo held responsi¬
ble for the crime which revolts publlu
conscience, yet It would be dangerous
to Sorvla's internal peace not to exact
expiation for the revolution carried out

with violence by the military. Buch neg¬
lect would Inevitably react In an unfa¬
vorable manner on tho relations of nil
tho SUtes with Servia nnd would create
for Bervla serious difficulties at the very,
commencement ot tho reign of King
Téter I."

NEARLY HAD A MASSACRE

The Fearful Outrages at Kisnlneff Vory
Nearly Duplicated.
(BT A»K>cl»ted Pr«"»i.)

BERLIN, June IS..The Taeeblatt's St.
Petersburg correspondent telegraphs tEal
a report gained circulation at Novorod
Bsjewersk. In the government of Chorn-
Igof, precisely similar to that which
caused tbe^jnassacre at Klshlneft, name¬

ly, that the government had ordered the
extermination of the Jews. The people
began to mako preparations most openly,
talked tho matter over publicly and ap¬
pointed May 27th, Coronation Day, for the
massacre..
Terror seized tho. Hebrew population,

which assembled In the synagogue on the
day appointed. Thero were E.OOQ persons
within the building, awaiting the be¬
ginning of the massacre, but the police
paraded the streets In force and prevented
the gathering of mobs, although some

persons formed crowds and shouted,
"Strike tho Jews dead." The day, how¬
ever, passed without any serious out¬
break. The marshal of the aristocracy,
Prince Galltzln, and soveral priests of the
Russian Church attended the coronation
celebration In the- synagogue so as to
reassure tho Jews. Their presence, ex¬

ercised a restraint on the populace.

of Jaro, Philippina Islands, and Right
Rov. Dennis J. Dougherty, bishop of
Nueva Segovia, Philippine Islands, who
were recently appointed to those dioceses.
The Pontiff expressed himself as being
certain that their work In tha Philippines,
in conjunction with that of Archbishop
Guidi, the apostolic delegate In the Phil¬
ippines, will be most beneficial to tho
church In the islands, and to the pacifica¬
tion of tha archipelago.

AFRICANDER
WON RACE

Three-Year-Old Captured the
Event for First Time.

FIFT ? ? ? CO NTESTANTS

Game Son of Star Ruby-Afric Queen
Finished First, Though He Gave
Weight to Nearly All.A Big \

Crowd Saw Race Won.

(By Associated Fresi.)
NEW YORK, Juno in..For the first

timo In tho score of years of Hs history
tho Suburban handicap, groatest of Amer¬
ican turf events, was won by a three.
year-old to-day. Africander, BWlft and
game, son of Star Ruby-Afrlo Queen, fin¬
ished first In a splendid (leid of fifteen, to
thirteen of which ho wns giving wolght-
HIs victory was marred by a claim of
foul mnde by George Odoni, rider ot Her¬
bert, the second horse, but the Judges
decided that the winner had earned his
prize, and let the race stand as run.
Charles Dwyer and Simoon Dolmel, pro¬
prietors of tho Hampton stable, In whose
colors Africander ran, won $16.690 In the
stake, and made a generous present to
little Fuller, the New Orleans graduate
Jockey, who piloted their horse to a stir¬
ring victory. They had also backed the
horso at 100 to 1 in tho winter betting,
driving his odds to 50 to 1.

BIG CROWD 8??? IT.
Thirty thousand persons saw tho race,

and few bet on tho winner. Shrieks for
old Herbert, who seemed suro to win In
the stretch, shrilled loud from every
point, and cries of encouragement greeted
Odom when he mounted the stairs of the
Judges' stand "to lodgo his claim of foul.
Little Fuller meanwhile was enjoying tha
first fruits of his victory, and seated In
the floral horseehoe, was being borne
across the lawn. Ho paled a bit when
suddenly summoned from that height of
Jockey pride to face tho Judges, but set
forth his case well, and Odotn'a claim was
not allowed. Five minutes of Intense anx¬
iety, In which even the women were
quiet, passed before tho red board went
up.
Horsemen, although agreeing that Afri¬

cander and Herbert bumped in the
stretch, were of the unanimous belief
that the best horse won, and that Afri¬
cander would also have been first with
clear sailing.
Thirteen hours of steady rain had

turned the track into a quagmire and the
time, 2:10 2-5, was the slowest since 18S7.

WAS AN EXCITING RACE.
Herrals, carrying 128 pounds, went to

the front, passing the stand, lapped by
Articulate, Lux Casta and Africander.
The Dwyer horso was lucky at tho first
turn. Thero tho roar of the field swung
wide and Hunter Ralne, whose- splendid
race was a feature of the contest, was

carried over almost to the paddock gate.
Ho was last by two lengths as they
straightened out In the back stretch.
Africander became a most dangerous

factor when the three-quarter mark wae

passed. The heavy Impost, swift pace and
the deep mud told on Hormis here and he
began to fall back. Africander headed
him and Herbert, too, dashed past Mr-
Thomas' $60,000 horse. Henor was In the
middle of tho Cold while Major Dalnger-
field was creeping up. Africander nnd
Herbert spun away from tho tiring Hor¬
mis as they reached the last turn and the
race was plainly between the two.
Little Odom took Herbert wide Into tho

stretch for the better going near the outer
rail. To the astonishment of onlookers
Fuller cut across with Africander to the
outside also, and tho two horses bumped
together.Herbert on the outsldo and
almost against the outer rail, a sixteenth
of a mile from home. There arose cries
for "Good Old Herbert," so many times
a contestant In great handicaps. Gaining
surely were the blue and white squares
as they neared the finish. Fuller had not
called on Africander for his last effort
however. When he did bring down his
whip, the responso was Instant. The
sturdy tnreo-year-old leaped forward,
swerving for a stride In front of Herbert
and then ran straight and true to the
wire, winning by a head.
