ONFESSION

Negro Who Was Burned at
Stake Relates Detalls,

A REMARKABLE SERMON

Presbyterian Minlster Advocated the
Lynching of Negro from His Pulplt,
Mo Members of the Mob Have
Boaen Arrasted—Raelics.

(By Asspclated Fress.)

WILMINGTON, DHL., June 23,—All 1a
quiet in this community to-day, follow-
ing the horrilila lynching of George
White, Helen Ilshop's confessed slayer,
at an early hour thls mornirg. Of the
moh of nearly five tholuieand that over-
powered the nutharities, slormed the
New Castlo  county workhouss anf
dragged from a eell the trembling wreteh
and burned hlm at tha stake, the iden-
tity of only ona la publiely known, That
porson s 1ittle Peter Smith, twelve years

old, who fell when the workhouse gunrds
fired n volley into the ranks of the at-
tacking mnb. Tho lad was siruck by o
bullet, which entered his back and is
thought to have penetrated his kldneys.
At the I1lomoonpathle Ifospital, where
the infured boy was Immediately taken,
the physlclana stated that he s In a
serious condltion.

White's confesslon, made just beforn
the torch was applied to tha pile ot oil-
soaked bushes arpund him, was an ad-
milaslon of everything, and moro than
had been charged agalnst him,

NEGRO'S CONINESSION,

He ig staled to have sald: “I' was ment
by Mr. Woodward to, the corn field to
thin some corn. T eaw Mr. Woodward's
daughter, but a coupln of men chma
along in p wagon and T did not disturb
her, Then 1 saw the Bishop girl and I
followed lhier. I eelzed her and asked if
she had any money she would glva mo
to let Nier go, She gave me slxty eenta,,
Then T agaln seized her and she cried:
‘Pleaze don't hurt ma."

“T cholted her and accompllshed my
purpase. Then I asked har i€ she was
golng to tell on me. ‘She sald sha was,
I give her a hack In the throat with
my knife, and asked agaln If she wna
going tn Intorm on me. Sha sald she
was, and {hen T cut hioe throat twles
again nnd left her, After that T went
haclk  to Mr. Woodward and toid - him
there was no good witer to drinl down
there, and lio rent me somewhera elso.
1 went back ance, but spon loft. Then T
went back to the Housa and put an A
whita hat Instend of tha eap that T
ware,  You would not do this If 1 was
a white. man and did that."

TLRADER FROM VIRGINIA.

Tha leader was a man ‘who sl hia
famna wag Haker and that he was from
Virginia. His face was famillar to most
of tha people, and it 15 belleved he Is a
resident of Wilmlington, although some
say o had been fmported for the purpose
af leadlng tha maoh. 7

Tha lynching iz belleved 1o hava bean
the result of A plot which was conrocted
several dave agn and waes to have heen
put into exectilon Balurdny night, but
on Lhat oceaslon thera was misunderstand-
ing, and ths attompt falled.
