AL 10 o'elock, or shortly before,. as n
ear was about to goel inte Rockells bol-
tom, and when just opposite the gas
henige finld, a single shot was flred, and

Major Nottingham, In charge of the

The fleld and all tha adjacent terrl-
tory was ecoured, but not the slightest
trace of the miscrennts was found. The
plekets at that point, and all along' the
line, from Loulsiana Btreet to
were on the alert, but no one of a Bus-
plelous appearance passed them.

Cars in Darkness.

Al the cars Immediately following the
ane that was under fire jvere placed In
darknees, just as they passed the viaduct
leading Intn Tocketts, and the lights
were not turned on until within plstol
ehot of Denny Bireet.

The hravery and nerve of all eon-
cerned wits wonderful. The molormen and
conductor stuck to thelr posts and the
milltla were on the alert, !

But_asglde from the attacks upnn the
car, nothlng of a hostlls nature develop-
edi.

Fullon was as qulet as eould he, and
1t was staled by several of ths most re-
speetabla citlzens that they wera  tired
of the disorder, and would apprehend any
one who In the slightest degree attempt-
ed to break the laws or to create dis-
order In nny way. The hest cltizens are
ready to iake a hand In the suppression
al thizg spirit of disnrder ar rlot, and will
nat liezitate to asslst In tha arrest of any
one who nttempts to break the law.

All night the soldlers patroled Rocketls,
and the flelds that have been considered
&0 -dangerous ‘have heen under constant
survelllance, &0 that |t would appear very
dangernus for any one to attempt vielence
it a car from any point on the Fulton
branch. !

All along  the line from Twenly-elghth
and Maln Bireets, through Rocketis and
Fulton, '‘a picket line was established,
and congtant communication Is kept up
with headquarters, Bpeclal policemen ara
on duty regularly, so that' law and order is
almost hound 1o prevall from now on.

Cars ran_ regularly, nand hept up a
fchedule almost equal to that run under
ordinary tmes, and it Is now considered
perfectly safe to ride on a car to Fulton,

BARS ALL CLOSED

The City Presented the Appearance of
Sunday Last Evening.

Promptly At A n'clock yesterday after-
nonn all the bars in the cily were closed
by prders  from the Chief of Paolice,
These orders were glven by directlon of
the Mayor, and upon the suggestlon of
Colonel Anderson.

In some Instances kicks were made,
and the law upon which such pction was
taken was demanded. In ench Instance
the bars were closed, however, and the
proprietor was told to read sectlon 1,
chapter 6, of the clty charter, which
redads:

“Said ehlef of pollee and pollcemen
shall generally have power to do what-
ever may be necessary to preserve the
good arder and peace of said city and to
secure Its Inhabltants from personal vig-

lence nnd thelr property from loss and
Injury.’" ¢

Under this section the precautlionary
measure was  loken, and all  pergons

eaught under the Influence of llquor from
now on will be put In o place of safety,
Tha letter of Mayor Taylor to Major
Hownrd and the litter's reply follow:
