Conditions Are Alarming to
Uie Farmers«

THE LIGHTNING'S DOINGS
Fire from Heaven Ascends Upon Gay

Colonial Beach In Many Places.
Somerset Beach an Excursion
Resort for Colored People.

COMORN. VA., June 27_The peculiar

Weather the pnsl. spring nnd present
¦ummcr, up to tills time, Is a subject
of very general comment nmong tho
country folk Just nowT nnd tho effects
Of the "wonderful weather" upon the
crops are so marked as to cause no lit¬
tle uneasiness nmong tho farmers. The
unusually cool nnd wot weather through¬
out tho months of March. April and May
we-« detrimental to all vegetation and to
tho farming Interests generally, yet It j
was hoped nnd eontended that a "hot.
dry June" would ''repair damages" and
"«ven up" matters all right. But June
Tías brought disappointment to the
farmers nnd great damage to the crops.
The cold, stormy weather prevailing
from the first of the month tn this time
has not only retarded farm work so that
tho fields have suffered for tilingo, but
has very seriously Injured the crops,
With but few exceptions, tho corn has
grown very little during the past two
woeks, and on a majority qf tho forest
ffarms In this section the crop Is very
indifferent and unpromising. In some
carefully and thoroughly tilled fields
bere fhe corn, from the ground up to
the top. Is of most peculiar color.some
of the blades being bright red, some a
dark purple nnd pomo a deep yellow.
presenting the appearance of ribbon of
the several colors named. This condì-
tlon Is attracting widespread attention,
and Is so extraordinary that nothing
like it was ever before known here. One
painstaking farmer near this place had
his corn thinned and worked very
thoroughly last week whllo the ground
was In good order, nnd expected to i*op.
It grow rapidly after such treatment,
but by tho middle of this week that field
of oorn was as red "and purple as flnehy
ribbons in a dry goods storp. As no kind
of fertilizer was used on the fields where
the corn has turned red, the phenoml-
nal condition is believed to be due to
cold w«ather and excessive rains. Along
the Rappahannock Valley the corn Is In
a much more satisfactory and promising
condition, though not as good as It ought
to be at this time of the year, but un¬
less some radical change takes place be¬
fore long, some of the fields In the
forest and along the Fotomac slope will
not yield a barrel of corn to the «ere.

LIGHTNING'S DOING8.
The lightning's doings nt Colonial

Beach. In Westmoreland county, last
week is still the topic of tAlk throughout
this section. The fact that lightning
struck the threo liquor saloons and the
famous big tree that so long shaded the
beer garden Is regarded by tho local op¬
tion advocates as very significant and
as a powerful warning ag-alnst the saloon
business. It has been stated here this
week that tho man who committed sui¬
cide nt Colonial Beach about the time
that lightning "pounced down on" the
drinking places had been engaged In the
liquor business for some time, and, In
the opinion of many, this adds no little
significance to the question of liquor
dealing and liquor drinking at that sum¬
mer resort. Certainly these strange
casualties at Colonial Beach have caused
a great deal of comment, and no little ex¬
citement, to say the least, but further
than this, your correspondent sayeth not.

NEW MASONIC TEHPLE
An Elegant Building Let to Contract in

Covington.

COVINGTON, VA., June 27..The work
of clearing the ground, preparatory to the
erection of the Masonlo Temple, which
will be put up thia summer, was begun
this week. This building will occupy the
vacant lot next to the Citizens' National
Bank, on Main Street, and will cost
aproxlmately $20,000. This will be a three-
story brick structure. The ground floor
.will be used as an opera-house. The sec¬
ond story will be a. banquet hall and the
top floor will be used as lodge rooms.
Mr. J. R." Plrkey, of Covington. has

been awarded the contract and he ex¬
pects to finish the building before win¬
ter. The Masons have a strong lodge
at this place and the building they are
going to erect will be a credit to them
as well as an ornament to the town.

GRAPES GROW
INJLUNENBURG

The Labor Question Grows
Alore and Alore Serious.
(Bpecial to The Tlmes-Dlspatch.)

MBHEKHIN. VA., June 27..Tho culti¬
vation of grapes Is growing very rapidly
through this scope of country, tho ma¬
jority of which is cultivated among the
German settlers. For the past ten years
large vineyards have been planted out
by this class of people on very poor land,
and year by year they have been well
cured for, and to-day many can be found
that with a good seasonable year will
yield several barrels of tho Juice.
Ten years ago It was an unusual thingto see vineyards planted for other pur¬

poses than to supply a family with such
fruit as they could use themselves, and
occasionally a family would makca few
gallons of wine from this fruit to supply
themselves In case of sickness, but for
tho past ten years many of those vines
have been raised, and several barrels of
the finest kind of wine lias been made
therefrom and stored in the various
cellars.
Tho first experiment along this line

was made by Mr. R. Oberer, who was
an experienced man In this business be¬
fore he reached this country from Ger¬
many, and no sooner had he settled down
to work did he turn a part at his atten¬
tion In this direction, and this experiment
proved so successful that in a few years
several of this class of people began pur¬chasing vines from Mr. Oberer and other
parties and turned a few acres of their
farms into this industry, and as a result
several hundred gallons of wine Is made
among these people every year.
Another and one of the most flour¬

ishing of these vineyards was planted
out by the late Joseph Prank only a few
yeare ago. which covers several acres of
ground, and although very young, sev¬
eral barrels of Juice are made from them
every year, and it is estimated that the
receipts from this yard, if properly han¬dled, would pay all of the cxponsco of
planting and cultivating for the first two
years.
In some Instances this product le ship¬ped in the North to private parties andfriends of these settlers, and a nice In¬

come is received from this source. Theso
people take much pride in these vineyardsand ¿they are kept well trimmed, and
every year· a coat of manure Is putaround them and they are worked and
«prayed in order to keep them In a good,live condition. The very best cedar poetis used to support these vines and wireis stretched from one to another andupon these they form a network eachspring.
The labor question grows more and moreserious here as the weather grows warm¬

er, and In the past week a large saw-millhas been forced to shut down for lack ofhands to run it- Men in almost every vo¬cation are continually on the lookout for
more help, and those who will work arein good demand at all times. The farmers
are all complaining that their crops aresuffering to a certain extent for the wantof help, and that the crops that are beingharvested, euch as wheat, oats and grass, isalso suffering from the scarcity of labor,and as a result small boys are being press¬ed Into service, and all are being rushed inorder to harvest and work the crops that
are planted. As a result of this scarcityof labor the wages of the average work-ingman has been raised from the oldprice of fifty cents per day to seventy-five, and In many cases much higherprices than this ?ß paid In order to gotthem.
There Is through this section one of thelargest crops of blackberries that waa

ever seen. Every small stream, hedgeand open field Is the home of bushels andbushels of this fruit, which in a few dayswill be ripe and In its best atate. Hun¬dreds of bushels of these berries are gath¬ered here every year and put up In cans
among the various families, and quite alot of them are used for making wine.Mrs. J. T. Fowlkes has veen very sickthis week. Dr. C. P. Capps Is attendingher.

DISAPPEAR

Their Rapid Decrease De¬
plored by Man.

WORK FOR PROTECTION

The Auduban Society ¡s Starting
Campaign of Education to Prevent

the Extinction of the Useful
Birds.

YORKTOWN. VA., June 27.-T116 rapid

decrease of the birds of the field, the

fowl of the air, nnd the feathered ele¬

ment of various life, In the Old Dominion
la a constant source of grievance to those
who loi'o naturo and her children. With

this end In view the great Auilubnn So¬

ciety Is takln* activo steps to protect the

gamo' birds, or rather ?? throw around

those which are beneficial In any way, the
protection which the laws of the Slate
provide.
Tho door of the county courthouse is

ornamented with a ???? linen poster,
provided by the society, calling atten¬
tion to these laws and the punishment
meted out to those who may disregard
them. After a careful scrutiny of tho
tire list, one very striking.,,.,.'v. /'nt
presents Itself, the outlawing of Ine de¬
spised crow, and tho hated English spar¬
row.
The law as stated practically gives a

"carte blancho" right to destroy these
pests, at any time or place, and under
any conditions. These two specimens of
the feathered tribe get scant sympathy
and a sly stick or stone whenever oppor¬
tunity presents itself.
The efforts of this most estimable so¬

ciety are looked upon in various ways
by «various people. A county official In
criticising the society'« poster, express¬
ed it as "a society of old maids, with
a sevère case of hysterics over the.death
ol a crow." ·

THE LABOR QUESTION.
One can never tell the groat part the

labor question is playing In the rural
districts' of \ Virginia, until the farms
themselves are visited and a close scru¬

tiny of existing conditions inquired into.
Field after field bare and idle, the crops
wasted/^and «ven the growing crops, full
of grass, weeds, and other noxious ob¬
structions of growth, atest tho presence
of the most baneful of all rural wlls the
lack of help.
The question has become such a serious

one that scarcely any one In the com-'
munlty escapes the affliction. The
truckers especially fare uncommonly
hard, and are loud ID their denunciation
of existing conditions. Ask the question
"Why this state of tiffalrs," and unless
the party questioned bo an exceptionally
pious man, tho air inVmedlately becomes
strongly impregnated! with sulphur and
thunder of the most Vate temper fall In
Incessant showers upon your head7~But,
you are no nearer ai solution than be¬
fore, only made a goose of ourselves and
lost temper, for the greatest disturbing
element of country life; one'which brings
greater hardships than anything else, the
most disastrous in Its results Is the ques¬
tion of labor. While help Is entirely out
ol the question, the colored laborer of
either sex Is as scare« as the perver-
blal hen teeth nnd as Independent as the
renowned wood-sawyers. The darkles havo
all migrated own diminutive places
themselves, or are severely afflicted with
the dread contagion of false pride, which
keeps thorn from serving their white
brother, even unto the extremity of death
bj starvation.

PROTRACTED (WESTINGS.
The protracted meeting season Is fast

approaching, a Joyous period of summer
time to country folks. The farm work Is
being rapidly gotten into shape and vis¬
ions of "all day's dinner and meeting· on
the gTounds" as eome of the worldy,vulgar, younger set transpose It. haunt
the minds of the frolicsome youth. Bigmeetings aro as much a portion of ex¬
istence in country life as the growing of
corn or the raising of cabbage, tomatoes
or any of the rest of the category of
vegetable necessities. The body requiresthe distraction from hum-drum existence
as rnuoh as the soul needs the quickening
power of the freely proclaimed gospel.The encroachment of the water uponthe banks of the t??ßt in this vicinity is
quite a remarkable thing. A few milesbelow the town and somewhat nearer
to Too's Marsh lighthouse, is an exhibition
of the corroding power of the waves. At
this point tho banks of the York are pos¬sibly eight or ton feet high, and everytide, especially If accompanied by high
winds, make the effect more observed.
The point in mind is an old farm house,which has been there since some time
previous to tho lato war. It stood some
distance back from the bank, with a wellof excellent water still nearer the river's
edge. The curbing of that well la now
seventy-five yards below low-water mark
and stands there a sentinel to the ap¬proach of Old Neptune and his powerful
waves. It Is said that in earlier days the
well dug previous to this ono shared the
same fate and is still further out on theshoal. Tho house if not protected from
tho encroaching· river, will soon fall a vic¬
tim too, and be cacried off the next ad¬
dition to his aquatio majesty's accumula¬tion of real estate.

Irish potatoes has had quite a stimu¬
lating: effect on tho farmers and truolt-
ers of this vicinity. The lazy manner
in whloh they have been handled ¿or tre
past few days has been greatly accele¬

per barrel, quite an increase, unusual in
ordinary seasons,
