AN HISTORICAL SKETCH

GREENSBORO, N. C, June 30..Major
Joseph M. More'head, president of the
Guilford Battle-Ground Company, Is
fairly beaming over the prospects of a

grand celebration next Saturday. "The
coming Fourth will be the best celebra¬
tion wo have ever had," he said to-day.
"and we have had as many as 10,000
people present."
The splendid monument to the heroes

of King's Mountain, which Is one of the
threo tó be unveiled Saturday, arrived
yesterday, the Southern Railway having
hurried up the shipment by all possible
means.
The principal address to be delivered

Saturday will be by Colonel, W. A- Hen¬
derson, of Washington, chief counsel of
the Southern Railway Company, and
will be a historical sketch, dealing with
the battle of King's Mountain, in which
two of his ancestors were prominent
actors.

AMERICANS
LEAVE KIEL

Squadron Set Sail for Ports¬
mouth Yesterday.

BANDS PLAYED ''AMERICA"

As Ships Passed Admiral Prince Henry
Stood at Salute on Bridge of the
German Flagship.Will Reach

Portsmouth July 7th.

(Br Atioclitcd Press.}
KIBU June 30.-The United States

squadron sailed at S o'clock this after¬
noon from Kiel, all the German ships
saluting and the Amercans replying. The
flagship Kearsarge, tho Chicago and the
San Francisco will go through tho Catte-
gat. stopping at Kallundborg, Denmark,
for two days. Tho Machlas will go by
way of tho Kiel Canal to Brunsbuettle
and thence will rendezvous with the other
American ships Bouth of Splthead. The
squadron will arrive at Portsmouth July
7th.
As each American ship passed along

the Uno of German vessels the Germans
cheered and their bands played "Amer¬
ica." Admiral Prince Henry of Prussia,
on the bridge of the German flagship,
Btood at salute until the last SÜlp had
passed.
Rear Admiral Cotton and the captalnn

of tho American ships had been (Tally In
contact with Emperor William, and were
Impressed with the earnestness and sin¬
cerity. They all said that they folt he
could have done nothing more to »how
his appreciation of the visit of the squad,
ron to Kiel or his desire to win Amorlcan
good-will. The presence of the squad¬
ron, from tho side of tho German publie,
is regarded as a demonstration of friend¬
liness, especllly as the battleship Kear-
sarge was sent at flve days' notice to
Join the squadron, and also because tho
administration at Washington expressed
definite fientiments towards Germany,
through Ambassador Tower's speech.
Personally, the Emperor's bearing was
unaffected and oven Jovial. He has often
spoken with singular openness.
The Emperor started for Eckenifoerde

on board the Meteor at 7 A. M. The
Empress was on tho Iduna, which also
started for Eckernfoordo.
Tho fourteen oar cutter of the German

turret ship Kaiser Wilhelm heat the
United States cruiser Chicago's twelve
oar cutter to-day In a race over a two-
mile course, covering the distance in
twenty-three seconds better time. The
winning German cutter, on account et
having an extra pair of oars, started fif¬
teen seconds after the Chicago's ¿utter
and finished eight seconds ahead.

SHERIFF RESISTED
He Was Shot by Mob, Which Then

Diggs, a negro, was taken from the Jail
last night and hanged by a mob. The
negro was arrested Sunday for an «at¬
tempt to assault Miss Alma, the nlneteon-
year-edd daughter of Dr. B. B. Smith.
The sheriff'seized two pistols when the
mob arrived; and mounting the stair, said
he would kill any one who attempted to
come up.

the fiscal year closed to-day,
The revenues of the government from

all sources tor the year ending June 30,
1903, are shown to have been »568,887,626.
The sources of revenue were as follows:
Customs. $283,891,719; Internal revenue,

»230,115,286; miscellaneous sources, $44,880,-
65J.
The expenditures for the year were

»506,176,590, as follows;
Civil and miscellaneous, $125,016,312: war

(including rivers and harbors), $118,649,6S3;
navy, »82,096,803; Indians. »12,031.580; pen¬
sions, »138,425.613; Interest, »28,556,818. The
surplus for the year Is $52,710,036. In com¬
parison with the fiscal year ended June
30, 1902, the revenues show a decrease of
»3,590,707, and expenditures an Increase
of »34,975,732. The surplus shows a de¬
crease of »38,676,439. These figures do not
Include the revenues and expenditures of
the postal service.
The available cash In the treasury on

June 30, 1903, was »2.231,745,012, an increase
of »19,357,651 over the cash In the treasury
at the corresponding date In 1902.
The total amount of gold In the treas¬

ury on June 80. 1903, was »631,639,898. an In¬
crease of »71,439,598 over 1902.
