ngainst H. B, Townsend, alleging that he
neted as chief engineer when he had o
\icense as pselstant engineer only.

The statement of the defendant was
fieard by the Inspectors to-day, and the
record of thelr finding was mada up to
bhe sent to tha new Department of Com-
meree  to-day. It will be returned here
with approval or disapproval and then
published.

Meanwhila thera Is no change In the
condltlon of the strike of ilic marine en-
gincers. They are demanding that the
non-unifon engineers employed In their
pleces be discharged, and tha steamer
owners are not consenting to that de-
mand. That Is the hitch to the settlement
of the strike.

Pay of Policemen Ralsed, but
Not Firemen.

TAXATION NOT INCREASED

The City Has a Large Sinking Fund
and With Proper Management
Should Soon Be Out of
Debt—Strike Situation

(8pectal to The 1imes-Dispntch.)

PETERSBURG, VA., July L—The tax-
payers of Peotersburg generally manl-
fested great dissatlsfactlon at the reso-
lutlon ndopted at the last meellng of
the Commaon Councll for the flsenl year
ending June 30th, to Inerease ihe fax
rate of the clty from $1.60 to $§L.70 on
cach $100 value, and at the enme time
Inerease the ealaries of the police ana
firemen, so that the Inereass  waould
amount to mora than two-thirds of the
additional revenus under the Increased
iax rate,

The Councll this afternoon cut down
appropriations soveral thousand dollars,
increased the sularies of the pollea from
5.68 per day to $L85, and refused to In-
crense the pay of the firomen, By this
action they wera able to come within
ahout $£3,000 of the eity's Income witlout
ralelng the tax rate. ¥

POLICH SALARIES,

CHESTERFIELD, VA, July l—The
Confederate monument in the courthouss
yvard |5 recelving [ts finlshing touches
now undaer the directlon of Mr. Deter
Donald, the contractor, whno built the
monument last winter, The monument
wils supposed to ' have heen completed
Bome months ago, but the appearance of
tho stalue on the fop not belng entirely
satlsfactory to the Executive Commitied,
it was dejermined to ralse the flgure
about fifteen Inches and place under It a
dressed stona narrower than the origlnal
cap-stone, the purpose being by clevit=
Ing the flgure above. the lnrge cap-sloné
to give It a more Imposing effect, and
make the whole of the statue yisible from
any pelnt near the baso of the monu-
mnant.

The new plinth stone I8 about three
fool by four nt the base, sloping up 10
about two fect square at the top. Ona
slde bears In polished letters the Latin
word, “Veritas," and the other the word
“Virtus." The stone is gracefully earved,
and will glve to the whole monument a
decidedly more pleasing effect.
