Paul's, The Tower
covers ap area of elghteen acres, part
of the Tower being in London and part In
Mlddlesex. The present
partly of tha Nerman period, but archl-
tecturs of almoet all the schonls which
have flourished in Englend can be seen
within tha walla, To vlew ths Tower
rightly, one must regard it In ity three-
fold aspeot—as fortress, palace and prison.
Tt was first bullt as a fortress, and has
a central keep called the WWhite Tower,
which |s the oldest part of the whole.
The Tower was occupied as a palace
by nll the Kings and Queens down 10
Charles 11, It belng the custom for each
monarch to lodge In ' the Tower before
his coronation and to ride in procession
to Westminster through the city, Tha
sacurity of the wells made It convenlent
a5 a Btate prison, the first known pris-
oner helng Ralf Flambard, Blshop of
Durham; From that time the Tower
was seldom without some captive. In tha
Tudor period the “Grekn'' within the
Townar was used on very rare occaslons
for executlons,.though condemned pris-
oners were usually beheaded on Tower
Hill, Worthy of special notles s the
Traitor's Gate,’ with 8t. Thomas' Tewer
the masonry of which supporis the wida
span of the arch, §t, Thomas' Tower
was bullt by Henry III, and was uzed
g5 n landing place for prisoners who
had been tried at Westminster, Just
opposlte ls the Bloody Tower, which
derived Its name from the sulelde In It
of Henry Peroy, BEarl of Northumberland,
iIn the sixteenth century, Under this
tower one enters the Inner Ward, dating
from the relgns of Edward 11T, and Rich-
ard IT. Tt was orlginally known as the
Garden Tower, s its upper story opens
on that part of the parade ground which
was formerly the Constable's Garden.
Here Bir Walter Ralelgh was allowed
ton walk durlng his long Imprisonment,
and often conversed over the wall with

paegers-bhy,  Adicining the gateway on
the east Is the Waketield Tower, the
nldest bullding next to the Keep. This

tower Iz used now for tha safekeeping
and exhibition of tha Crown jewels, In
tha eenter of a olreular apartment In this
tower In a large double cafe Bra ar-
ranged the splendld ohjects which form
the English regalin. The orlginal jewel
house was furiher to the east, forming
with the Whita Taower and porticos of the
palace A court yard, In which at present
can be gesn the gun carplages and limber
on which the body of Her Majesty, Queen
Victorla, was conveyed on the occasion
of her funeral from Windsor to Bt
George's Chapel. A doorway [n the
south "wall leads to tha White Tower,
fomewhat frregular In plan, For though
It looks so squara from the inner, its
tour sides are all of different lengths,
and thres of Its corners ara not vight
angles,

The Temple armory containg e collec-
tlan of arms and srmor that had [ts
orlgin in that found at Greepwich by
King Henry VIII. Consldering the date
of this armor and the fact that |t was
once worn. Iis presepration up to thla
time |3 wonderful. It {s almost [mpossi-
hla to iell of the contents of thess rooms,
becouse everything is so Interesting ond
worthy of a word of noties, One very
siriking featurs Iz the clever arrange-
