In laying the corner-stone of the great
lava arch, the gateway to Yellowstone
Park, at Gardiner, on April 24, 1003, said:
"The Yellowstone Park Is something

absolutely unique in this world. Nowhere
else In any civilized country Is there to be
found such a tract of veritable wonder¬
land, where at the same time not only the
scenery of wilderness, gut tho wild orea-

tures of the park are scrupulously pre¬
served as they wer«, the only chango be¬
ing that these same wild creatures have
been so carefully protected as to show
literally astounding tameness. This park
was created and now Is administered for
the benefit and enjoyment of the people.
The only way that the people as a whole
can secure to themselves end their chil¬
dren the enjoyment In perpetuity of what
the Yellowstone Park has to givo Is by
assuming the ownership In name of the
notion, and by Jeaolusly safeguarding and
preserving tho scenery, the forests and
the creatures. At present It is rather sin¬
gular that a greater number of people
come from Europe than come from our

own Eastern States to see it."
Gardiner, the gateway to the park, Is

the terminus ot the Northern Pacific's
branch Una from Livingston, at the bound¬
ary of the park, and park tourists change
from trains to stage coaches nt that point.
