HIS LIFE HANGS
IN THE BALANCE

Strange Story of the Tragedy
of Sunday Afternoon.

BULLETS FIRED
THROUGH A WINDOW

L.Siebert Cease Shot at One o'Clock
in the Afternoon, Lay Bleeding Alone

Five Hours Before Assistance

Came.Circumstances that
Led Up to the Oc¬

currence.

The shooting of L. Selbert Cease at his
home m Highland Park Sunday after¬
noon adds anoth»r mystery and sensation
to the long list of history.
Mr. Ceas«? if? In a critical condition at

the Retreat for the Sick. A bullet is
very close to his heart, after having
pierced his body. He is In utter collapse,
and It Is admitted by all that his life
hangs ln the halance.
The profound mystery thrown around

the shooting is remarkabl*·, considering
the time of the day. the number of peo¬
ple close at hand, and thn statement of
Mr. Cise himself to Police Offii-pr Hal-
ler, of Highland Park. No arrests have
bPen made, but an Investigation 'will be
held by the Commonwealth's attorney
this morning.

Madden by Drink,
Mr. Cease is rated by his friends as

one of the best, hearted men on earth
when sober. H-> has frequently shown
himself to b<· well-nigh a demon when
he hap been drinking. The effect of
drink seemed to drive him mad. Occa¬
sionally beforo Sunday morning he had
glvsn We wife great rilstrens. The neigh¬
bors knew II. and Mrs. f>ase had ap¬
plied ln one or two Instances to Officer
Holler for protection. But she would
not consent to his arres*!. Sunday he
started the day by drinking. He had a

jug of liquor In the house. While at a
late breakfast, as the meal was ending,
he asked for mòre whiskey. His wife
remonstrated with him. according to her
account to Mr. Haller, asking him not
to drink any more, as she was expecjr.g
company that day. Her mother was

coming, and her aunt and her husband
from Washington. She had made the
cake and g-.nten the ice cream ready.
She wanted the day to pass off nicely.
The effect of her request was remark¬
able. She says he seized the first thing
he could get his hands on and dashed it
on the table with all bis might. From
that moment for tho next two or three
hours he went about the house a per¬
fect terror, now and then smashing
everything that his eyes fell upon. Mrs.
Cease told 'Squire Lewis, before -whom
she later swore out tho warrant fo- the
arrest of her husband, nnd also Officer
Haller, who assisted nt the arrest, that
Cease rushed at her nnd declared In a

lcud vnlce that she should not dictate to

him about what he should or should
not do.

Smashed a Picture.
When the maddened and Intoxicated

husband hnd finished his savage onslaught
upon his own household, tho china, chairs,
tables and other articles of furniture,
pictures, Including a very inrge and hand¬
some portrait of the fathei-.of Mrs. Cease,
bric-a-brac and oilier home treasures, Mr«
and Mrs. Pierce arrived In· the midst of
the trouble'and so did other guests, as

well as could be gathered from the
neighbors nnd according to the under¬
standing of the officers. It took a little
time for the guests to realize the situa¬
tion, or Mr. Cense came 'to a calm about
the time of their arrival, for Mrs. Pierce
took off her hat and other easily doffed
appurtenances to a lady's street costume
and put them tn the silting room. About
12 o'clock Mr. Cease began again his de¬
vastating career about his own house,
Mr, Cease is a man of powerful build and
great strength. Ofllcer Haller said last
night that he was one of the most power¬
ful men he had ever known. The uncle
by marriage, Mr. Pierce, and tho brother
of Mrs. Cease, Mr. Hnry S. Snyder, a

young man, would hnve been no match
for the master of the house. The result
was that the ladles precipitately fled.

Went to a Neighbor's.
Mrs. Cease and her mother ran to the

house of Mr. Todd first, this being near¬
est, but finding no one at home, went on

to the residence of Mr. Frank Anderson,
a hundred yards up the street and on the
opposite side. Mr. and Mrs. Pierce and
Other guests went further up the street
to the residence of Mr. John A» Oevlno.
Mrs. Cease got Mr. Devine to get on his
wheel nnd ride to Chestnut Hill and get
Officer Haller to come and place her hus¬
band under arrest.
Mr, Haller went to Mrs. Cease and

asked her what she wanted "jlm to do.
Officer Hnller declares that Mrs. Cease
told him site never would live with Cease
another day. that sho was going to enter
divorce proceedings as soon as possible,
and that sho wanted him arrested, Mr.
Haller told her he. could do nothing with¬
out a warrant, as ho had no authority
without a warrant to enter the Cease res¬
idence. »Mrs. Cease asked where she
would have to go to get a warrant. The
officer advised her tn go to tho county
courthouse and get nn officer tn 'phone
for a magistrate. This she said she wouid
do at once, and Mr. Haller accompanied
her to the north end of the viaduct, tell¬
ing her he would await her return there,
and to tell the officer who came back
with her to serve the warrant that he
would help him serve It. But beforo all
this tbe sliOut'iiie niiift bine occurred,
though it has beeji impossible so far to
get the time relative of all the events.

ARE SOON
TO LEAVE

Now Believed That the
Worst is Over.

LITTLE OR NO
TROUBLE YESTERDAY

Cars Were Operated Without
Hindrance of Any Kind.

PROSECUTE FOR
TAYLOR'S SHOOTING

People of Manchester Declare that a

Great Mistake Was Made, and

Money is Being Raised to

Seek Legal Redress,
The Incidents of

Yesterday.

"Within the next forty-eight hours, and

perhaps before that Urne, the troops which

have occupied Richmond and the sur¬

rounding territory for the past two weeks

will begin the homeward march, an/i tho

reign of terror and disorder which call¬

ed them forth will be a disagreeable
memory of the past unless, perchance, it

breaks rampart again.
There are those" who fear such as this,

andthelr fears, it may be are not alto-
_»ther without reason. The gleaning bayo¬
net and tho musket ln the hand of a man

orderedto shoot to kill have swayed a

powerful and irreslstable Influence over

the riotously disposed, and the with¬
drawal of the restraining presence may
work a second flaring up of fires which
are regarded by many as still smoulder¬
ing. ( Still the experiences of yesterday
where for the first time cars were run

In the open, without guard and where
many of the sentinels were withdrawn
from the streets were encouraging to a

high degree since no untoward happen;
lug followed this loosening of übe lines.
And besides this it will be remembered
that when the soldiers begin to leave it
will be only those, and only a portion SS
those perhaps, which hall from the out¬
side. There will remain here ready for
any emergency the home companies, and
the police force augmented by the band
of specials.

Plans Not Known.
Just what method" will be pursued ln

gradually withdrawing the foroes cannot
be said. Colonel Anderson conferred yes¬
terday with Goi-ernor Montague and
Mayor Taylor upon this very point, but
no public statement ls made of the l-esults
of this consultation. Colonel Anderson
said last night that he preferred at this
time that nothing of his plans be known.
It was stated unqualifiedly at head¬
quarters last night, however, by men
supposedly In a position to know whereof
they speak, that within forty-eight hours
and perhaps les3. troops will begin tö
leave Richmond. How many of them will
go and ln what manner are not Irnown.
Neither can it be ascertained* which com¬
panies are likely to be withdrawn f.rst.
All of this concerns matters about which
Colonel Anderson does not desire to speak
at this time.
The signs of the expected movement,

however, aro plainly to be seen at every
hand. In tha first place, the rigid disci¬
pline of tho past two weeks io not so
strictly enforced though the armory and
the several headquarters In the field
still wear the martial oír. Sentinels,
however, do not parade the streets with
so fierce mien as has been their wont.If
they parade at all. There ls but little
need for men on the street. Sunday in
Fulton was quiet, and the troops were
kept In barracks all day. The strict post
duty they have been performing was re¬
laxed. Nothing like the usual number
of men Is kept on the thoroughfares as
hns been the case slnco the strike began.
Then, again, for the first time yester¬

day, cars rode the tracks without the
customary military guard. It was an

experiment, but one which proved nt
once Ruecessful and highly gratifying· to
all. With the exception of ManchesUir
nnd Seven Pines, where the soldiers -were
still nn duty, nil tho lines were operated
In this mnnnor, and without trouble.
This was regarded as the crucial test,
and It probahly is. The compnny nnd
the military authorities alike watched the
day with keen Interest, and both wero
entirely satisfied that the danger point
had been passed safely and thnt tho
strike trouble hud seen Its end at last.

Orderly and Quiet.
Arcordlng to reports received, every¬

thing was in fact quiet and orderly
throughout tho day. tlesplte the unpro¬
tected condition of the cars. This com¬
paratively speaking, of course, for there
was some little disorder In spots, which,
however, resembled serenest calm when
compared with the turbulent scenes with
which the strike began. The few stones
and torpedoes were mutter of great in¬
significance.
In Manchester and Us suburban attach¬

ment, Swansboro, things kept pretty fair
on the Whole. This is particularly true
of Swansboro end Forest Hill, where
there was hardly anything to disturbe the
peace. The little spur track from Swans¬
boro to "Dundee." where it connects with
the Forest Hill linp I» not yet In opera¬
tion. Manchester proper developed a few
sh.nw.ers of stones and a few mock tor¬
pedoes. At Seventh and Hull and Twelfth
nnd Fifteenth stones wero thrown and
smio of them came near striking passen¬
gers. At Eleventh and Perry the same
thing happened. Torpedoes blew off every
now and then Tw0 oi the"t wera to¬
gether at one point on the track and went
orf at the name time, causing a loud ex¬

plosion, which. It .Is solemnly averred,
wan heard all the way to Richmond. The
man who put them there has been «pot¬
ted It seems,( to this form of amuse¬
ment. He Is stout and carries a cane,'
and he, by some mischance, drops his
cine every time he gets near the car
track. ,, ,

SIXTEEN PERSONS MISSING

Happy Valley Transformed Into a Place

of Mourning in a Single Day.Mor¬
bidly Curious Crowds Gather

to See Siarhts.

JEANNETTE, FA., July C.As a re¬

sult of tho breaking of the Oakford Park
dam yesterday, twenty persons aro

known to be dead and sixteen are miss¬
ing. The property loss in the valley will
reach ??,d??,???, and the distress is so

great that outside relief will have to

be asked for. Tho number of lives lost
was not so great as estimated, but the
list is long enough to be appalling. From
a happy, prosperous, contented valley,
this section in a singlo day has been
transformed into a great placo of mourn¬

ing. Pretty homes havo been wrecked
and great workshops forced Into idleness.
Hundreds of men will be out of employ¬
ment for several weeks.
All day long hundreds of willing hands

hauled away tho great piles of debris
la tho search for missing residents of
the valley. Tho citizens of Jeannetto
were called together to-day to provide
meoJis of relief for tho suffering resi¬
dents of the valley. Dozens of families
had been driven from their homes and
wero practically thrown upon the charity
of tho town. In a few minutes $1,·.'?0 was
raised.
In Jeannetto to-day business wns prac¬

tically at a Standstill. Many of the
stores were flooded and many work¬

shops were in the path of tho torrent.
To tho throng of idlo citizens were added
groat crowds of strangers, who came

here from all over Western Pennsylvania
tn see what had happened. A number
of thieves came to malte profit out of

the crowd. A great crowd of people as¬

sembled all days at the pile of wreck-

ago heaped against tho railroad em¬

bankment east of town and scattered
over the bottom land. It was bore Unit
a great number of unrecoverod bodies
were supposed to ho hurled.
When morning came a largo forco of

volunteers went to work and a. system«
atln search began. By evening tho men

said that they had mudo a thorough
"search and no more bodies remained In

tho debris.

Old Lady in Madison County
Beaten to Death.

ROBBERY WAS THE CAUSE

She Lived Alone and Kept a Consider¬
able Sum of Money in a Bureau

, Drawer, Which Was Broken

Open and Rifled.

MADISON, VA..July ß..Mrs. Benja¬

min Lowry, a well known and highly
nespected old lady, living alono near

Good Hope Church, In Madison county,
was murdered In tho most horrible man¬
ner at somo recent date not definitely
known, and her house robbed of a largo
sum of money kept In her bureau drawer.
All the inculcations point to a brave

struggle on the part of the aged lady
and the most brutal manner of her kill¬
ing.
A telephone message came to this

placo about 2 o'clock yesterday to the
county coroner, stating that a murder
bad been committed, and for tho coroner
to como to the scene tit once. Dr. Mc-
Rne 'Banks, county coroner, Common¬
wealth's Attorney James B. Thrift, Dep¬
uty Sheriff Marvin Pattls nnd John T.
Hull left at onco for the placo of th#
murder, which Is about eight miles south¬
east of this'place, nnd about a milo to the
right of Good Hope Church.

STORY OF THE MURDER',
Tho parly returned to tills pince last

night nnd reported the worst murder In
the history of the county.
Mrs. Benjamin T/5wry, a lady soventy

years old, who lived entirely alone, lifer
nearest neighbor being her married
daughter, living about ono and a half
miles from her house, was Inst seen nllve
by her friends Thursday morning, when
sho visited tho daughter referred to.
Yesterday morning the daughter sent

her some bread by her little child. Tho
child returned to her lion,e, saying that
sho hnd opened the door of her grand¬
mother's houso, and thnt such ft bad smell
camo from the room within that she had
returned, without entering the room,
Her father, Mr, Tressplg, went nt once

to Investigate, and found the body of the
Old lady lying en 'he floor of her room
almost in a nude condition, blood scat¬
tered over the floor and all about tho
room.
Tile coroner's Investigation developed

Ilio fact thnt. her skull had been frac¬
tured In two places, and her body other¬
wise awfully butchered up.

His Mind Remains Clear and
He Loses No Interest

Sorrow Throughout
the World

ROME, July 7.7:42 A. M..The
Popo has taken nourishment four
times durino the night. His pulse
shows a slight Improvement. At half
past ß this morning he left his bed.,'
for an arm chair.
The official bulletin Issued at 6

o'clock this morning states that the
Pope rested peacefully during' the
night and took some nourishment
His holiness will perhaps live
through the day. It Is probable that
another bulletin will be Issued at
half past 8 o'clock.

morning has broken upon the pathetlo
scene within tHe simple chamber of the
Vatican, where Pope Leo lay dying. As
the soft light of dawn penetrated Into
the room tho Pontic whispered to hla
devoted physician that he desired the
shutters of the window to be opened,
saying: '1 wish to see once more, per¬
haps for the last time, the rays of the
sun."

it is just a short while that the Po>_
came back to consciousness from a sleep
that Dr. Lapponi has induced by a

strong dose of choral. His sloop was so

deathlike that artificial respiration was

resorted to, and Dr. Lapponi every few
minutes leaned anxiously over the couch
to observe the Illustrious patient and
listen to hardly perceptible breathing.
Tho Pope's condition was feeble in the
extreme and his voice hardly audible.
He had pains ln his chest and shoulders,
and thinking his end was now near, he
snld to Dr. Lapponi: "Tell me when the
time really comes."
The doctor assured his patient that

he felt that tho danger of his Immediate
passing was over for the time being.
Although his physical powers are at

the lowest ebb and his breathing be¬
comes more labored, tna Pope's mind is
clear, as Is manifest to all around him
by his bright, expressive eyes and the
few words ho now and then succeeds in
uttering. Count Camillo Pecol, the
Pope's nephew, whom the dying man
kept by his bedside yesterday, wrae so
exhausted late last night by Ills contend¬
ing emotions that he had to bo taken
from his uncle's room completely -worn
cut. A few moments beforo, as he
stood bowed beside the bed, Pope Leo
laid his hand on his head with paternal
affection, saying: "Take courage."
Shortly after 1ft o'clock at night the

Pontiff received the extreme unction. At
Í) o'clock his condition seemed so hope¬
less that only a short time apparently
remained before he would glide Into hla
last sleep. At Dr. Lapponi'a initiative
a hasty consultation of the Pope's rela¬
tives, Cardinal Rampolla and other ec¬

clesiastics was held, and It was decided
that extreme unction ehould be given.

RKADV FOR END.
Tho pontiff received the announcement

with his utmost calmness, and though
scarcely able to speak audibly he said
ho knew his time had come and he was
ready to appear before the sublimo tri¬
bunal with full trust In the Divine mercy.
Monsignor Pifferi, Pope Leo's confessor,
administered the orctreme unction, and
when the ceremony was over His Holiness
sank back on tho pillow with apparent
great rellof that all ???a done and that
ho was entering into rest after his long
pilgrimage.
After the administration, telegrams

hoping for his recovery woro shown to
the Popo and ha appeared to be much/
gratified. One of the strangest features
In his condition is the Interest the Popo
takes ln telegrams Inquiring about Ins
health, yesterday, having heard that a'
French lady whom he had received In
audience a few weeks ago had telegraph¬
ed a message of sympathy, he asked to
see the telegram, and upon Monsignor
Pifferi bringing It he was not satlsHod
with looking at the message, but wished
to read it.
