ROME, July 6..The Tope was always a

man of extremely simple tastes,' which be

brought from lils childhood's homo at

Carpento, nnd possibly bis cautious tem¬

perament, curiously combined with power
and unhesitating decision, was inherited
from his mountaineer ancestors. Instead
of occupying a nmgnlflrant suite of rooms
at the Vatican, the Pope occupies ? couple
Of small rooms with a few simple orna«
men,s. Hip hr.,] stands in nn alcove. Over
lhe bed Is ? plcluro of the Madonna nnd
chilli and the crucifix, and between a

wardrobe and tho bed Is a couch, a few
chairs nnd tables for the Pope's secre¬
taries, writing material, books, muong
which are the works of Danto and Virgil
nnd Horace, besides a Ulblo. His desk
also occupies a sninll space. Tho Pop«
has partly composed and partly correct¬
ed ? new Latin poem, which he hnd
entrusted to Monsignor Angell, one of
his private secretaries, directing him to
have it printed for publication nnd add¬
ing!

"I shall die happier In thinking that
something will remain of me thnt I hnvo
dene nt tho very last moment."
The G???, even when in good health

sleeps only four or five hours each night
and often in the morning his bed is un¬
disturbed and the Pope is found asleep
in the very chair, before his writing
table, in which ho now reclines.
The only window of the combined

bedroom nnd study of the Pontiff, over¬
looks the colonnade of tho piazza of St.
Peter's and the door of the room opens
Into a tiny private chapel. Adjoining is a

small room furnished only with an nrm
chair ani lounge, whero the Pope .»;onio-
times takes an afternoon nap. Tho rooms
are all on the same level as the iambus
Loggia of Raphael.

KEPT UP INTEREST .

Pontiff Hnd His Chair Taken Where He
Could Look Out.

ROME, July 6..The amelioration in tho

condition of Pope Leo's health this morn¬
ing wns so unnatural considering the
gravity of his illness that It was feared
that possibly It was only the last flick¬
ering of the vital flame. During this
brighter Interval, the Pope resumed his
habits of command, and Insisted on glv-
Ine orders for the preparation of ihn
brief, appointing Monsignor Volponi, ac¬
tually secretary of letters to Princes, as

secretary of the Consistorial congrega¬
tion, ? post vacant owing to tho promo¬
tion of Monsignor Nocella to the car-
-linaltc. Tho Importance of such nn ap¬
pointment, especially at the present mo¬

ment, is manifest, when It Is considered
Unit on the Pope's death the secretary
6f state censes to exercise his functions,
ivhich nre assumed immediately by the
ferretary of thc Consistorial congrega¬
tion.
As the Pope objected to having the

oxygon inhaling apparatus continually
under his nostrils-. Dr. Lapponi arranger]
lo Impregnato the whole atmosphere of
lhe room with oxygen'.
"That Is much hotter," said the Pontiff.

"Before I felt as though I had lost my
liberty."
Although Dr. Lapponi continually rec¬

ommended the patient not>to speak and
*.o pay not attention to what is passing
DUtsirlo. the Pope gently refused tn aban¬
don participation In what Is going on.

He. said, smilingly, to Dr. Lapponi:

Noticing many peonie In car¬

riages, the Pope said:
"The piazza looks as it does when I am

about to perform some public function;'.'
The only persons .Hewed In tbo Pope's

bed-room this morning, besides the doc¬
tors and attendants, wero Cnrdinal Ram¬

polla, Monsignor Blsletl, the master of
the pontifical chambers, and Brlgadlwr
Cenerai Count Camillo Pece!, of the No¬
ble Guard, a nephew of the Pope.
The Pope conversed for a lone timo

with Count Peed, even rising and walk¬
ing about the room for ? few minutes,
leaning on bis arm. The Pontiff on this
occasion remarked:
"Now, 1 am ready to depart, hav¬

ing settled all my affairs. I feel I have
done all In mv power for tho good of

the church nini of humanity."
The Pope during Hie day also received

Count RtcTfirdo .Peed, another nephew,
and spo-ke 1? him with great serenity of
the probability that ho would not long
be with him, and then the Pontiff re¬

ceived his secretaries, Monsignor« Angel)
and Marzolini, conversing with thorn re¬

garding personal affairs. Instructing
them fibout his writings and giving dl-
rectlons as to the disposal of his books.

GATHERING OF CARDINALS

A Two-Thirds Vote of Theso is Neccs

sary to Determine Who Will Suc¬

ceed to Papacy.No
Deadlock.

ROME, July 6..The selection of a new

occupant for the throne of St. "Peter's

Is an Imposing and solemn process. When

It becomes clear that the G??? mils'die,
all tho cardinals who are In Rome gather
at the bedside and kneeling, wait for the
end. The sacristan bishop administers tho
.viaticum and tho extreme unction; Ilio

grand penitentiary gives absolution; tho
penitential psalms n'ro then Intoned; tho
sacristan bishop pronounces tho conse-

crated formula; tho dying Pope, If he has
the strength to dm so, giver, his benedic¬
tion to the assembly, mid tho chanting of

hymns for tho dead continues to tho
last. Then the camerllngo, to make (he
official record of the death, with a small
silver hammer, strikes threo light blows
on tho dead man's head and calls him by
his Christian name. When in 1878, tbo
dead Popo was Plus IX. (Giovanni
Mastai-Ferrlttl), tho camerllngo, Cardi¬
nal Pecci, after striking the three blows
with the hammer, called: "Giovanni!
Glo/vannll Giovanni!" and then turning
to tho assembly said: "Tho Pope Is really
dead! Thereupon, while the assembly re¬

mains kneeling the camerllngo Intones
the De Profundis. Then tho master of the
chambers, remni'lng from tho dead Pope's
finger the Fisherman's ring, hands It to
the camerllngo, In token of tho tempo¬
rary transfer of the authority of the
Holy See, and nt the first plenary meet¬
ing olf the Sacred College tills ring, the
seal and other insignia of office of the
Iato Pope are broken up and destroyed.
The temporary sovereignty has passed
into the hands of the Sacred College.
The celebration of the mass of the Holy

Ghost nnd the delivery by somo eminent
prelate of a service fitteti to tho occasion
precede the formal opening of the con¬
clave. At their conclusion the procession
forms in front of the church in which
they nre held for the march to the
Vatican. The master r»C ceremonies, bear¬
ing the papal cross, leads the way, fol¬
lowed by the papal choir, and the car¬
dinals, bishops, priests and deacons, in
the order of their rank. The lntter's at¬
tendants march Immediately behind tho
master of ceremonies, and a multitude of
friends nnd sightseers bring up the rear.

SACRED COLLEGE MEET»
The Vatican reached, the long line pro¬

ceeds to tho ohanei, where tho dean of
tho Sacred C'ollogo kneels nt the altar nut!
recites the prayer "Dens pul corda fide-
llum." Then the cardinals, after pledg¬
ing obedience to the ordinance governing
tho election of a Pope, and a brief rest in
the retirement of their rooms, receive
their friends until the third hour niter
sunset, when a bell rung thrice warns all
but members of tho conclave and their
servitors to retire. As soon ns the last
laggard has taken his Pave the door is
locked within and without, and thereafter
until their task Is finished the cardinals
havo no communication with the world,
their food being passed to them through a
dumbwaiter and cooked and eaten inside.
Balloting begins on the morning of the

second day In the Slslino chapel, which
In tho meantime has been arranged as a
voting place. Ranged around the walls
are chairs or thrones for the voters, each
with ? baldachin suspended about It, nnd
fronted by a table holding ink, pens and
paper nnd a, list of tho Sacred College.

His Work, His Meals, His Sleep and His
Faithful Valet.

A writer In a recent issue of tho Paris
Figaro tht^. told of tho Popes dally life:
Tho greatest modification In Boos Ufo

Js his .almost entire abandonment If tun

walks in the gardens. As a matter of fact
the Tope himself says that he has no need
of open air. If nt times tbo hont is ex¬

cessive It Is possible that ho has himself
carried In a chair to tho pavilion ho has
had built on tho highest point in the gar¬
den, and thus enjoys, no to say, a 111 Ilo
country Ufo for a few hours but do
not believo that ho cares for this often.
In his apartments tho Popo can get, by
going from one room to another, such
slight· variations of temperature as are

suillclent for his delicate system.
There nre also somo changes in his

manner of saying mass. Formerly on

Sundays the Pope celebrated mass in tho
large chapel of his apartments and invit¬
ed thither persons of note who wero pass¬
ing through Rome. For more than two
years, however on Sundays nnd week
days, with rare exceptions, he has said
mass In the little chapel next to his bed¬
room and no ono Is admitted. His servant
Centra assists him. Nor Is this mans

said at a fixed hour, as used to be tho

custom. Now he celebrates It at 7 or 8,
or even 9.whenever ho ha.·* happened to

awaken.
A good idea of Leo's health can be had

from his appetite and his manner of liv¬
ing, lie hns always been a light eater,
and for several years past, naturally, ho
has eaten less than ever. Having no

teeth, and with a stomach which, always
feohlo, now digests with difficulty, it Is
necessary for him to havo a special cui¬
sine.

In the morning Contra brings him choc-
clntp, milk and two very sciif-boiled cBX*,
Tho kitchen Is a story above the papal
apartments and Is connected with them
by n narrow and straight staircase, which
is used for no other purpose. The dishes
are taken first to the credenziere (of¬
fice), where Signor Gluesp.pl Macelli is
in command. Ho gives them to Centra,
who is in the ante-chamber, and the
latter alono serves Leo and assists him
at his meal,

Ordinarily, coffee Is not serve·,],
ami as to wine, tho Popo drinks but lit¬

hln'i from a convent in Bordeaux,' He
