“This is my last farewell.”

TFrom noon until 4 there were
brief intervals of consciousness.
During one of these the three
nephews silently passed the bed,
kissing their uncle’s hand. The
end came at 4:04.

To-night the

From Denevento Mgr, Pecel was trans-
terred to the governorship of  Perugll,
where he rerained for a year and o half,

The voung eccleslastic In 1843 was eilled
tn exercise his talents In a more Import-
ant post, belng  consecrated  Blshop of
Damietts In Partbus and sent to Brissels
ax papal nuneln, |t was a8 representative
Af the Vatlean In the Belgian eapital that
first gaimed the polltical Insight and
experience which have been one of iha
principal charncterfsties of his tenure of
the pontificial throne.

Mgr. Pecel remained oyer three yeara
in Belgium, and on his recall to [taly was
decorated with the grand cordon of the
Order of Leopold, After leaving Brua-
sels. the nuncio pald o visit o London.
This was in Februnry, 18, nnd in the
same year hie was consecrated Archbishop
of Perugia. He continued In this position
far the thirty-two vears which intervened
before his election to the highest position
In the ehurch, s tenure of the en‘scopite
colnclding ‘exactly with the_ thirty-two
years of the reign.of Plus IX,

ELBECTED SUPREME PONTIFF.

In his espicopal labors the arehbishop
showed no léss energy and zeal than he
had displayed as governor of n pontificial
state. Among other achevements, he suc-
ceeded In purging the archdlocese of brig-
andage and 1t o cortaln Ume all the pris-
ons under his spiritual Jurfsdetion we
empty, Such suceess did not pass un-
notloed, and, in 1850 Mgr, Peccl was ele-
vated to the dignity of eardinal priest. Al
the conslstary held in 1877 Cordinal Peeci
wasg nppointed camprlinp[o of the Roman
l;'lmn_-.{. which gave llm chief chargoe
nf the temparilitics of the holy see. In
this capaelty it fell to his task to make
the necessary orrangements for the con-
clave for the election of a new Pope af-
ter the death of Plus IX. In February,
1887, The conclave Insted thirty-gix houes,
and at the third ballot Cardinal Pecel was
clected suprema ntiff, and took  tha
name of Leo XIIL, after the famous
Pape Leo X, fro whom he had & ereat
veneration. ITe was crowned on March
1ath, with tiara, or triple crown tha cere-
mony taking plage, pot Ino 8t Fater's
whera all 1ﬁ=~s predecessors: but one lad
beon crowned slnece 1555, but In the B.s-
tine Chapel in the Vatlean, where the con-
clave had been leld.

Publle opinlon regarded the new Dope
as characterlzed nhove all things by a
lnyve of peace, and It was expected thal,
daparting from that non possumus policy
opf his predecessor, he would  speedily
conciude & compromize with the Iialion
government and thus put an end to tha
antagonism between the Vatlean and the
Quirinal. But the world was soon untle-
cetved, and In his first encyelical, pro-
mulgated at the Baster following hid ne-
cossion,  Pope Leo XIII, unhes teingly
maintained hig detnand for the restoration
of tha temperal power of the papey, nor
did he ever recede [rom the position then
tuken up,

The rapid spread of anurchic dootrinas
In_ Germany and the attempls made upon
the Emperor’s life In 1878 induced Princa
Blsmarck to maike approiches (o the Ul=
fremoniane pariy o secure thelr Bupport
for his economlic polies Hery Falk, the
fiunons authar of the Moy Laws, Was re-
moved from ofllcs, and other concesslons
were made to the Ciatholles, Finally, dip=
lomatie relations with the Vatlean wera
resumed and the late Emperor Frederick,
then crown prinee, slgnulzed the restora-
tlon of an harmonjous understanding by
visiting the Pope at the Vatlcan, A atill
greater tribute was paid by Germany Lo
his holiness by her selection of him as
arbitrator In the dlspute with Spain re-
wuriding the Caroline Isiands, and her de-
torentinl acceptanee of hils deciaslon in fn-
vor of the weaker power.

ACTED AS ABRITRATOR,

His eucecess In this arbliration induced
